I used to have a student named Mr. Wilby. Yes he was a good student. He passed all his tests and exams.
When I think about Mister Wilby I realise that I used to belong to the Wilby family also. 

I used to live in the land of will be, the land of the future tense. 
I went to church and heard sermons about what it: What will be if I read my bible; if I say my prayers; if I’m good …  Some time off in the future I will have these promises 

Some time in the sweet by and by, but not in the rough now and now. Some time up ahead in the future I will be happy, I will be blessed, I will be… 
One day I was reading my bible - I was led to particular passages by somebody with more faith than me - and I was challenged to take what the bible said at face value: If it had been just one scripture I could have ignored it, but the more I looked, the more I found. They were everywhere in the NT: 
I AM a new creation (2Cor 5:17); 
I HAVE the spirit of God inside me (1Cor 3:16); 
I already HAVE right standing before God (2Cor 5:21); 
I am like Jesus in this world, not the one to come (1John 4:17); 
I have the same power inside me that raised Jesus from the dead (Eph 1:20).
The bible spoke about things I already have and things I already am! Not about what or who I will be but what already have and who I already am. I didn’t recognise these things when I looked into my thoughts and feelings they weren’t there. But God said they were! So my opinion is that I don’t possess these but God’s opinion is ‘Yes you do!’ 
So I decided I had to change my name. I had to try it despite the fact I could find no proof whatsoever in my mental or emotional life, I had to see if these things were true. 
How many of you know that Christianity is a faith! It’s believing before you have any reason to believe. God asks you to believe him before He gives you any evidence. He asks you to take his word for it, to trust his opinion above your own opinion. To admit that maybe He knows a bit more than me. So I began speaking it out. 

Confession
And the funny thing was as soon as I began confessing it, I received it!

I began operating according to the promises I had read about. 
I never knew the power of what I had because I had never confessed it. I used to think it was because it sounded like bragging, not being all humble and meek like I wanted to appear. That is a cop out.
The truth is you need faith to declare what you don’t feel. You need faith to take God’s opinion (what his word says) and believe it in preference to your own opinion. My opinion of me is the pits. But God’s opinion is different - that is why the bible speaks about 
I never got it until I spoke it. You shall have whatsoever you say (Mark 11:23)


PG: 
Pray with the right motive:
Jesus said: Don’t pray like the heathen, and Don’t pray like the hypocrites - he talked about the church people and the non church people.

Pray to the father thru the son:
Some people want to pray to (eg) Mary - the reason is because they don’t have confidence they can come boldly to God, and the reason for that is because they ever haven’t understood God’s love for them that God is their Father and He wants the best for them.

Focus on God’s kingdom
Purpose & power of prayer is to bring the Kingdom of God into the planet, into our lives. eg: God doesn’t want sickness, when someone receives healing the Kingdom has come. God doesn’t want guilt and condemnation, when someone receives forgiveness the Kingdom has come. The Kingdom of God is the absence of sickness, guilt, depression, poverty, need. 

Be specific about your needs and desires.

Pray for labourers. (Mat 9:36) 
There are many Christians who pray ‘Lord save the world’. Jesus didn’t tell us to pray that God would save the world. As far as God is concerned salvation is already theirs. Jesus has already paid the price for it. What they need is to hear it and confess it. (Rom 10:9) So Jesus asks us to pray that God will send forth labourers into the harvest.
You might say if God wants labourers why doesn’t he just do it? Why do I have to pray for it?  And that’s the important thing about prayer: that God only acts in response to the prayers of his saints. God gave dominion on earth to mankind when He created  the world and now God responds to the prayer of the believer as it grants Him permission to intervene on the earth. Why does he need permission? Because God is a God of order and when God gives something He doesn’t take it back. He’s given us dominion so now He’s looking for men and women who will stand in the gap to bring forth His purposes into the earth.


Use the keys of the Kingdom (Mat 18:18) - Bind and loose.
Whatever you loose on earth will be loosed in heaven and whatever you bind on earth will be bound in heaven. 
For an Unbeliever:
1 Bind satan. 

2 Command their eyes to be opened. 
Satan has blinded the minds of the unbeliever lest they see the truth and be saved. (2Cor 4:4)
The ‘IF’ word:  as in ‘if it be your will’….
The words: ‘If it be your will’ sound reverential and correct but in fact they represent a statement of unbelief. You need to know it is always God’s will to heal - He always wants to bring the Kingdom into your life! 
It’s nothing to do with whether you are ‘worthy’ or not. Thinking you are unworthy will stop your prayer dead. It won’t go any higher than the ceiling. 
If God could only act through ‘worthy’ people then nothing would ever get done on earth because nobody is ‘worthy’. Only Jesus was ever worthy and he is no longer on the earth.

Territories

Last night I was talking about borders between countries and how we cross over into the 'devils’ territory' when we operate in fear and doubt. I must apologise that in my excitement at this teaching, I think I described ‘going to see the doctor’ as the same as going over the into the devil’s territory.’ Well that is not correct.

Going to see the doctor does not automatically make us operate in fear and doubt. It’s when we believe the negative words the doctor says to us that we cross into the devils domain.

The ‘devils’ territory’ is not a place or a country at all, but a state of mind - it’s the state of mind characterised by fear, doubt and unbelief.

Likewise ‘Gods’ territory’ is not a place either but a state of mind -the state of mind that says: ‘ God loves me and wants me to succeed.’

When I am in Gods territory I am not intimidated by the bad news I get to hear. If I know that God loves me then what the doctor or anybody says cannot take the ground from under me. 

Despite whatever bad reports, I know God not only can protect me,

He wants to protect me!

So it’s not going to see the doctor that matters but rather embracing

his words ahead of Gods word that cause us to step over the border!


You know you can often tell just by the way someone answers the door or the telephone whose territory they are living in. Just in the body language or the tone of their voice! 
Sometimes the answer is guarded: ‘Yes, who is it?’ - you get the feeling that they are expecting bad news or an ugly confrontation. I suppose it might just be that the previous caller was obscene or angry but I doubt it. Many people always respond like that because the world they live in is one of constant fear and doubt. Conversely, if you live in a world of hope you respond to every knock or call as if it is an opportunity, because you are expecting Gods’ goodness to manifest at anytime.

To be Judgemental, to complain about somebody else’s shortcomings is pointless! Jesus has paid for every shortcoming.
It draws upon the one who is complaining all the spiritual forces of defeat and failure. 

Often we complain  because of the failure of some project we have been engaged in. We believe the reason for the failure is somebody else, and when we point that out we are laying the whole sorry state of things at someone else’s door and excusing ourselves from any blame. It was because of him! It quite probably was, but the fact I have to tell you about it now makes it my problem. By doing so I am drawing to myself the spiritual forces of further, or continuing, defeat.. 


I am in what Peter Gammons calls the ‘devil’s territory’.  
Whenever you cross a border into another country, things change. And that change happens immediately. As soon as you step across the frontier, the laws are different. For example, if you cross the 38th parallel into North Korea, straight away a policeman can take your possessions off you and it’s no good you complaining about it. You have placed yourself under the jurisdiction of North Korea by going there! 

Likewise when you cross over into the devil’s territory, he has a legal right to take the good things from you that God has blessed you with. 

So where is this ‘territory’? 

The ‘devils’ territory’ is not a place or a country at all, but a state of mind - the one characterised by fear and doubt. When you begin to grumble and complain you are crossing into the devil’s territory and he has a right to take from you anything that God has given you or is giving you. 
Look at it the other way: When you are operating in faith and hope you are on God’s territory. On that ground you are not easily intimidated by the bad news you get to hear. You are in a state of mind that says: ‘ God loves me and is plugging for me to succeed.’ Now if I am aware that God loves me then what my doctor, or my banker or my partner says to me cannot take the ground from under me quite so easily. 
So be careful. When you start to point a finger at somebody you are heading for the frontier. The land beyond loves you to hear you grumbling. It’s the devil’s land and griping is what people do when they are not in faith. 
‘But it’s true!’ I hear you plead. Yes, the focus of your complaint is a stone cold fact. That is a horrible thing for the pastor to do, or for your pal to do. But it’s not truth. At best it’s a half truth. A half truth is a fact that doesn’t factor in God (or the the effect of God).  
The ten spies spoke about the giants: ‘they’re too big for us.’ That was a fact. So why did God call it an ‘evil report’? (Num 13) What can possibly be ‘evil’ about the reporting of a fact. Surely it’s just telling it like it is - It’s just the truth isn’t it?

NO. 
The fact was the giants were too big for them. The truth was they were not too big for God. 

The ten spies spoke facts
But the truth is we can possess the land because God says we can! 


 

Are you a believer





What do you suppose the God of all creation is looking for when he looks down on the doings of men on planet Earth? 
Is He looking to see who is praying, who is fasting, who is performing rituals to God, or services to his fellow man? 
I don’t think so. 
I think the God who made this great big wonderful world that we are in, is looking down on us to find just one person who believes what He says! Just one soul who believes in His word.
The supreme being of the universe is not bothered whether you are praying and fasting - when you pray or fast, it blesses you. But when you believe what God says, it blesses Him!
It all comes down to this: Are you a believer? 
It blessed God that Abraham (or Abram as he was then) believed him. The bible says God credited it to him as righteousness. (The word ‘righteousness’ means right standing before God.) Abraham had right standing before God because of what he believed not because of what he had done. 

The bible is full of many great promises. 
About itself it declares it is a finished. It is complete (Psalm 119:89). God is not amending it in the light of new developments! 
Many of the promises in the bible are in the present tense. For example the believer is ‘seated in heavenly places’ (Eph 2:6); he is a ‘new creation’ (2 Cor 5:17); he has the ‘righteousness of God’ (2Cor 5:21); he is the same as Jesus ‘in this world’ - not the one to come (1John 4:17)  

Are you a believer? 
It never ceases to amaze me how many times a prayer of unbelief is spoken in church circles:
For example: ‘Lord please be with so-and-so in his hour of need.’ It sounds high and correct to ask the Lord to be with someone who is in trouble, but look at it from God’s angle: He has written in His word ‘I will never leave you or forsake you’ (Heb 13:5). 
If you were God, hearing a prayer that is in total contradiction to what you have said, you would have to think ‘either the person praying doesn’t KNOW what I have said, or else they know it but they just don’t believe it.’ 

The second is more often the case: The believer knows the scripture, they just can’t apply it. It’s too good to be true! It’s too incredible that God is already with us because we don’t FEEL like He is, so our natural mind concocts prayers which make sense to us, but which are actually nonsensical to God - We ask Him to do something He has already done. 

Really our prayer in a situation like this ought be more like: ‘Lord I pray that so-and-so will have a revelation of how much you are with him at this time and will come to know the fullness of your love and care.’

Do you realise that naturally, we are believers only to the extent our minds allow us to be? Our minds try to frame God’s promises into our reality rather than his. That is, our natural mind (we still have a natural mind when we are a Christian) but the bible says the mind can be renewed. God doesn’t do that by the way - he asks us to do it in Romans 12:2-. Be transformed (the original Greek word is metamorphous illustrating a change like from a worm into a butterfly) by the renewing of your mind. 
How do I renew my mind? How do I get to believe the fantastic promises of God so much that I begin operating in them? Just by reading the word of God. Faith comes by hearing,  and hearing by the word of God (Roam 10:17). Read it until you hear it. Hear it until you believe it.

So what do I suppose the God of all creation is looking for when he looks down on planet earth:

I believe he is looking for those who operate as if they are: ‘seated in heavenly places’ (Eph 2:6); as if they are a ‘new creation’ (2 Cor 5:17); as if he has the ‘righteousness of God’ (2Cor 5:21); as if he is the same as Jesus ‘in this world’ - not the one to come (1John 4:17)  

I think the God who made this great big wonderful world that we are in, is looking down on us to find just anybody who believes what He has said.

Communion notes

Jesus took the bread and broke it…  He didn’t ask anyone else to break it. He did it himself. 

Three years earlier, at the beginning of Jesus’ ministry, John the Baptist looked up one day and said: ‘Behold the lamb of God, who takes away the sin of the world’ (John 1:29). The ‘lamb’ was the Old Testament payment for sin; every year each man had to present a lamb for his sin; a perfect lamb; - the priest checked the lamb, not the man. 

Once
Jesus was the lamb of God and his blood paid for all men for all time: In explaining this, the book of Hebrews uses the word ‘once’ seven times in chapters 8, 9 and 10. For example: ‘Neither by the blood of goats and calves, but by his own blood he entered in once into the holy place, having obtained eternal redemption for us’. (Heb 9:12);  ‘So Christ was once offered to bear the sins of many..; (Heb 9:28)  
The book of Hebrews contrasts the Old Testament sacrifice of a goat or lamb with that of Jesus’ and you can see the word ‘once’ refers to both all time and all men...  

But here’s the strange thing: 
In the Old Testament the sacrifice was always killed humanely. Indeed it would have been wrong for the sacrificial lamb to be bruised or broken.  
But we read that Jesus was tortured in Herod’s scourging hall. Jesus was brutalised in his body, and he voluntarily suffered that. Just as it is written: 
Jesus took the bread and broke it…  (He didn’t ask anyone else to break it. He did it himself.)

Jesus’ blood paid for the sins of the world upon the altar of Calvary, and to do this he gave himself up to be killed. Why did he need to be tortured as well? You cannot escape the fact that he allowed himself to be brutalised in order to fulfil the prophecy made by Isaiah six centuries before: 
But he was wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised for our iniquities: the chastisement of our peace was upon him; and with his stripes we are healed. (Isa 53:5)   

This prophecy is directly linked to the ministry of healing in Matthew’s gospel:  ‘When the even was come, they brought unto him many that were possessed with devils: and he cast out the spirits with his word, and healed all that were sick: That it might be fulfilled which was spoken by Esaias the prophet, saying, Himself took our infirmities, and bare our sicknesses.’ (Mat 8:16-17)  

Again it is referred to by Peter, but notice that at the time Peter is writing, it is in the past tense (it has already been accomplished!): ‘... by whose stripes ye were healed’ (1Pet 2:24).  

So Jesus, the ‘bread of life’, took the bread and broke it…  In this way, the saviour signified to all believers that he would allow himself to be brutalised before being killed, so that as well as paying for our sins according to the Old Testament covenant of the sacrificial lamb, he also paid for our healing in his body according to the word given to Isaiah. 

To me this gives a whole new dimension to the instruction that the believer should ‘discern the Lord’s body’ when taking communion.  In this context to ‘discern’ means to appreciate what you are partaking of. I believe that it includes the gift of healing. 
For he that eateth and drinketh unworthily, eateth and drinketh damnation to himself, not discerning the Lord’s body. For this cause many are weak and sickly among you, and many sleep.’ (1Cor 11:29-30)
Not a few were sick - but many!

Maybe they were sick because they took communion as a symbol and did not appreciate the fullness of the sacrament Jesus had instituted when he broke the bread and said: ‘This is my body; this is for you.’ 

Healing is included in the atonement. It’s in the bread of the communion. Every time you take it say ‘thank you Lord for my healing’. Say it when you are hurting. Say it again and again, until you are no longer hurting.

I believe that a supreme being made this universe. The bible calls him God. I read in the bible that He made it in six days but to be honest, if he said it was six minutes that would be okay by me. Because I have met him and I believe He is who He says He is.

Over 90% of the world’s population believe there is a God.

Out of that 90%, as many as 90% believe it is this God, this supreme being, that created the universe. 
How come we don’t teach creation as an alternative to evolution?How come we don’t examine the nuts and bolts of the creationist view? 
For example, the bible says that the 1,500 years after creation there was a catastrophic world-wide flood. The nuts and bolts of that view is that all the continents were made at that time. 

How come we only find 4,500 years worth of mud erosion at the mouths of all the great rivers on earth - the Amazon, Euphrates, Ganges. How come there isn’t millions of years worth of sedimentary wash-of but just 4,500 years - the number of years since the catastrophic world-wide flood, according to the bible.

How come we don’t tell children that evolution is a theory?

How come we don’t teach that it has never been proven for new genetic information to arise by chance? Quite the opposite. The only change observed is for genetic mutation to cause a loss, not gain, of information. How come it has never been observed for genetic mutation to cause an increase of information, and that mutations only ever cause a loss of information, never a gain? For evolution in an upward direction to succeed, genetic mutations need to provide massive amounts of new and useful information. The mechanism whereby the gene pool is advanced by chance has never been shown to exist. It is a theory without any observable evidence at all.
Homosexuality:
Between 1 and 2% of the population is homosexual. 
If we look at people within that minority culture and compare it with those outside of it, we see some startling statistics: 
People within that minority culture, according to their own statistics, live on average 20 years less than those outside of it. Quite apart form the well known health risks of that lifestyle this is due to factors like partner violence (300 times higher in females) and suicide (200% greater than heterosexuals). 
How come then, when it is such a destructive lifestyle, we are promoting it as  an acceptable alternative?
This is nothing to do with tolerating a minority culture. This is to do with the rest of society promoting this minority culture as an acceptable alternative lifestyle when it is conclusively proven to be grossly damaging and destructive. 

Can you imagine somebody promoting a product or an activity which was known to cause people to die 20 years younger than people who didn’t take the product or didn’t engage in that activity? How come the minority view is promoted? 
The question is not about tolerating homosexual lifestyles. The question is whether we should be promoting it as an acceptable alternative lifestyle. That is what we are doing when we teach that this is their ‘choice’ and it’s okay. It is not okay. It is not good, It is damaging our nation.

Christianity is all about Right Believing.


Most people in the world think that religion is about Right Living, and for many religions, in fact every one except Christianity, they are correct! If you want to be a good Moslem, or Hindu, or Mormon, or Jew, or Seventh Day Adventist, or Jehovah’s Witness, you have to observe certain rules and rituals. You have to live in a way that your religion says is ‘right’. Christianity is the only religion on earth that does not depend one iota on what I do but rather on what the saviour Jesus has already done. Christianity is all about Right Believing, about believing on Him! 
As you walk through life, what you believe is what informs every action you take. You will always find yourself acting in a way consistent with what you believe. If you believe you are not accountable to any higher law beyond yourself, then no matter how good your intentions might be, you will act according to that belief. When you believe and receive Jesus, you begin walking in his light just by believing on Him. The simple fact is it is Right believing that produces Right Living not the other way around. 

Don’t get me wrong, there is nothing wrong I’m not against right living. with it. If you don’t live right then your conscience will condemn you and you will find it hard to receive from God 

The bottom line - the central argument of Christianity - is that if any man can get into heaven by right living, then he doesn’t need a saviour. But he can’t And he does! Christianity is all about right believing. It’s believing on the one who came to be your saviour.

To all who believed he gave them the right to become sons of God  John 1:12
Christ redeemed us from the curse in order that the blessing of Abraham might come to the gentiles. 
Gal 3:13
What is the blessing of Abraham? & How did this blessing come to Abraham.? 
Abraham believed God and it was credited to him as righteousness. Gen 15:6  Rom 4:3 
It’s the gift of Righteousness through faith. That’s right, it’s a gift. 

If righteousness could come through right living then there was no need for Jesus. 
If righteousness can come through right living then there is no need for Jesus.Christianity is all about Right Believing.

Right Believing will produce Right Living.

Rahab the prostitute wa led to put her life on the line and hide Joshua’s spies because she believed.

JP:  For too long the church has taught that Righteousness comes through right living. But it needs to start teaching that Righteousness comes through right believing, and it’s right believing that produces right living. 

John 3:36  Whoever believes in the Son has eternal life, but whoever rejects the Son will not see life, for God’s wrath remains on him."

Look around you. Look out at this wonderful, wonderful world. Consider the beauty of flowers, the fabulous variety of creatures. Look at the vastness, the majesty of the stars. And ask yourself: ‘What could possibly make the God who created all this, look to me?’ What could he possibly find of value in me? Who, among His creation man, is the Lord of all creation interested in today? Is it the one who keeps the rules, who is careful to be correct in every interaction? 
I don’t think so! I think the God of all creation looks for the one who believes Him; who believes what He says is true. He is not impressed with your will power, your discipline, your strength of your assets but simply whether you believe in Him - the invisible God. To put it another way, God is not so much interested in how you live as in how you believe. 
To prove it, look at the geneology of Christ. Look at who is to be found be in the family line of Jesus, the earthly ancestors of him who was God but would be birthed a man on earth. It surely gives a clue as to who God regards as of value? Who exactly is in the geneology of Christ? 
Ruth the Moabitess, - in Deuteronomy God had set His face against the people of Moab. (Due 23:3  ‘No Ammonite or Moabite or any of his descendants may enter the assembly of the LORD, even down to the tenth generation’) Had ten generations passed? No, I don’t think so. Yet here comes Ruth, the Moabitess, in to the geneology of Christ. Gods grace trumped the law that He had made regarding Moab!
Rahab the prostitute in Jericho. Why? Because she was a prostitute? No, of course not, but because she simply believed on the God of Israel. She believed on him enough to risk herself. How many people on your street believe in God? Well you don’t know, but think about it. If you had a radar screen which showed those people who were true believers, what do you think a map of your street would look like? I’ll give you a clue. It would be dark! 
Tamar the woman who prostituted herself to expose the bad integrity of Judah, who did not do with her what was right. Judah himself, who repented of what he had done to Tamar, and now it is his name which the Old Testament nation of God is known by - the ‘Jews’ - those of the tribe of Judah! 
The church has lifted up right living as the way to get God’s attention. I tell you no. God’s attention is on whoever it is, whether sinner or good man, who believes on Him. The God of all creation is looking for right believing, not right living. In fact right living is a product of right believing. 
God has set us in a situation where we cannot prove him, we cannot disprove him. Our carnal mind’s cannot reach him. He knows our predicament. He looks for those who believe in him because that belief can only come through the spirit of man. It cannot come through the carnal mind. If you have come to a belief in God then you have had some kind of revelation. You cannot believe without a revelation. 


27 AUG

There are truths, lies and half truths. If truth can set you free and the bible says it can, (and the devil can’t fool you with a lie) then the devil will bring you a half truth to try to keep you in bondage. 
What, for example, is a half-truth?
‘I can do nothing without Jesus.’ This comes from what Jesus said in John 15:5 - “…apart from me you can do nothing.” (He applies the same principle to Himself at John 5:19: “the son can do nothing by himself; he can do only what he sees his Father doing”)

Biology of Belief    (p103+)  Bruce Lipton

The subconscious mind is reflexive in nature and not governed by reason or thinking.
The self-conscious mind is self-reflective. It can observe programmed behaviour and consciously decide to change the program. The conscious minds’ ability to override the subconscious minds’ pre-programmed behaviours is the foundation of free will.
Endowed with the ability to be self-reflective, the self-conscious mind is extremely powerful. It can observe any programmed behaviours we are engaged in, evaluate the behaviour, and consciously decide to change the program. 
However our special gift comes with a special pitfall. While almost all organisms have to actually experience the stimuli of life first-hand, the human brain’s ability to “learn” perceptions is so advanced that we can actually acquire perceptions indirectly from teachers. Once we accept the perceptions of others as “truths” their perceptions become hardwired into our brains, becoming our “truths.” Here’s where the problem arises: what if our teachers’ perceptions are inaccurate? In such cases, our brains are then downloaded with misperceptions. 
The subconscious mind is strictly a stimulus-response playback device; there is no “ghost” in that part of the machine to ponder the long-term consequences of the programs we engage. The subconscious mind works only in the ”now.” Consequently, programmed misperceptions in our subconscious mind are not “monitored” and will habitually engage us in inappropriate and limiting behaviours.

Becoming a Christian is all about receiving the love that God already has for you. It’s not suddenly happened. He’s always loved you. From the  moment He created you, He was loving on you, loving on the possibility and potential for fulfilment that He had invested in you.

He’s not making light of your sin; He’s nor excusing it. It’s been paid for! God would be unjust to make you pay again for what His son has already paid for. 
  
He loves you because He is love, not because you are lovable. 
He’s broadcasting His love for you 24/7. Wall to wall, all across the universe. He is shouting it from the rooftops. It’s all in the word. 
Religion has got a hold of God’s love and turned it into something that has to be earned. The strange thing is that according to religion, you have to earn it all the more if you claim to be a Christian; if you are a heathen you can just receive it but as soon as you become a believer, you’ve got to tow the line! 

That’s not true and it’s certainly not good news. It’s not the gospel. 

The biggest problem is loving yourself.

God loves you anyway. It’s up to you whether you receive it or not.

If you can receive God’s love for you, He can begin to operate and flow through you. 


The body of Christ is riddled with carnal guilt and condemnation. The concept of human lack is broadcast and amplified from the pulpit. It doesn’t need to be. Everybody knows only too well what a sorry state they are. Religion will have you present a façade of humility as a flag to march behind but really the flag is that God loves you anyway. If you’re a Christian today then you have at some point believed that and received it. That is what made you a Christian. 


Religion will have you think that the more you can feel like a worm the more God can begin to like you. ‘I can do nothing without Jesus.’ But I am not without Jesus. 

I came to a revelation that God had always loved me. He was loving on me when I was cursing myself. He was loving on me and protecting me from suicide, from all the punishments of depression and degradations and all the stuff that I thought was the bottom line. He was always the bottom line. He was always loving on me. I retraced stuff back and found his fingerprints on people and places; I found out He had helped me when I could not help myself.  

He is able to love you only because of what Jesus has done. It’s how you respond to Jesus today that governs how God is able to respond to you. It’s all because of what Jesus has done. If you accept Jesus, God will accept you. He loves you anyway, but you are accepted into His family when you accept His son Jesus. If you reject Jesus today, God will reject you. He loves you anyway, but it’s up to you. You are free to accept it or reject it. God loves you anyway and He will carry on loving you right up to the gates of Hell. 
Soul Nourishment First, by George Mueller

[Edited and adapted to modern English usage by Rev Joe Purcell]

It has pleased the Lord to teach me a truth, the benefit of which I have not lost, for more than fourteen years. The point is this: I saw more clearly than ever that the first great and primary business to which I ought to attend every day was to have my soul happy in the Lord. The first thing to be concerned about was not how much I might serve the Lord, or how I might glorify the Lord; but how I might get my soul into a happy state, and how my inner man might be nourished. For though I might seek to witness to the lost, or to benefit other believers, or to relieve the distressed, or in other ways seek to behave myself as it becomes a child of God in this world; nevertheless, if I myself am not happy in the Lord, and have not been nourished and strengthened in my inner man day by day, all of these other things might not be done in the right spirit.
Before this time my habitual practice had been, at least for ten years previously, to give myself to prayer immediately after having gotten dressed in the morning. Now, I saw that the most important thing I had to do was to give myself to the reading of the Word of God, and to meditation on it,  so  that  in  this way my heart might be comforted, encouraged, warned, reproved, instructed; and  that, by means of the Word of God, while meditating on it, my heart might be brought into experiential communion with the Lord.

I began therefore to meditate on the New Testament from the beginning, early in the morning. The first thing I did, after having asked in a few words the Lord's blessing upon his precious Word, was to begin to meditate on the Word of God, searching into every verse to get blessing out of it; not for the sake of preaching on what I had meditated upon, but simply for the sake of obtaining food for my own soul. The result almost invariably is this, that after a very few minutes I have been led into prayer of some sort, whether confession, or thanksgiving, or intercession, or  supplication; so that, although I do not give myself specifically to prayer, but rather to meditation, nevertheless my meditation upon the Word turns almost immediately more or less into prayer. After a time of confession, or intercession, or supplication, or giving of thanks arising out of my meditation upon a few words or a verse, I then go on to the next words or verse, turning all, as I go on, into prayer for myself or for others, as the Word may lead to it, but still continually keeping before me that food for my own soul is the goal of my meditation. The result of this is, that there is always a good deal of confession, thanksgiving, supplication, or intercession mingled with my meditation, and my inner man is  nourished and strengthened spiritually, so that by breakfast time, with rare exceptions, I find myself in a peaceful and happy state of heart. In addition, not only am I fed spiritually, but also during these times of meditation the Lord also communicates to me truth which later I find to be spiritual food for other believers—even though in the first place it was not for the sake of teaching or preaching or the public ministry of the Word that I gave myself to meditation, but simply for the profit of my own inner man.

The difference between the way I prayed before and the way I pray now is this: Before, when I awoke, I began to pray as soon as possible, and generally spent all my time till breakfast in prayer. But what was the result? I often spent 15 to 30 minutes or even an hour on my knees in prayer before deriving any benefit from it, and often, I would really begin to pray only after having had my mind wander for the first 10, 15 or 30 minutes. I scarcely ever suffer now in this way because my heart, having first been nourished by the truth of God's Word, has been brought into experiential fellowship with God. As I commune with God around His Word, I then speak to Him as my Father and my Friend (vile though I am, and unworthy of it) about the things that He has brought before me in His precious Word. It often now astonishes me that I did not sooner see this point.


I never read about this method in a book, nor did anyone ever tell me about it. And yet, now, ever since God taught me this concerning meditation and prayer, it is as plain to me as anything, that the first thing the child of God should do every morning is to first obtain food for his inner man. Just as our outward man is not capable of working long unless we eat, and as this is one of the first things that we do each morning, so it should be with the inner man. We should take food as well for the inner man. Now, what is food for the inner man? Not prayer, but the Word of God; and here again, not merely reading the Word of God without comprehension, so that it simply passes through our minds like water running through a pipe, but instead, taking time to consider what we read, pondering over it, and applying it to our hearts.

When we pray, we speak to God. Now, prayer, in order to be continued for any length of time from the heart, generally requires a certain amount of inward strength or godly desire, and the time when prayer can be most effectually performed is after the inner man has been nourished by meditation on the Word of God—where we find our Father speaking to us, to encourage us, to comfort us, to instruct us, to humble us, to reprove us. We can profitably meditate, with Godʼs blessing, even though we are ever so weak spiritually; in fact, the weaker we are, the more we need meditation for the strengthening of our inner man. When we pray in this manner, our minds will wander far less than if we simply give ourselves to prayer without first taking time to meditate.I emphasize this point so much because of the immense spiritual profit and refreshment I have gotten from it myself, and I strongly encourage all my fellow believers to consider what I have said. I believe that it is because of this method of meditation and prayer that I have received from God the help and strength to pass in peace through deeper trials than I had ever had before; and after having now practiced this method for over fourteen years, I can most fully recommend it to you. 

In addition to meditating on the New Testament and praying like this first thing in the morning, it is my practice later in the day to read larger portions of the Word of God, as I read systematically through the Bible, sometimes in the New Testament, and sometimes in the Old, and for more than twenty-six years I have proved the blessedness of it. I also take other opportunities during the day just to pray.How different it is when the soul is refreshed and made happy early in the morning, from what it is when the service, the trials, and the temptations of the day come upon one without such spiritual preparation.



In my opinion there are just three belief systems loose in the world. 
(3 propositions worth considering:  3 ruling paradigms). In order of popularity, here they are: 


ONE
This is the idea that there is no God. This is by far the most widely held belief system going and generally speaking the ‘no-Godders’ believe that life arose by a series of natural happenings, the exact specifics of which are yet to be discovered. This is the process called Evolution. The logic of the no-Godders is particularly problematic in that the notion of ‘doing good’ is seen as an intellectual choice which unfortunately has no basis whatsoever in the underlying philosophy of evolution. Doing good does nothing to sustain the species, quite the reverse. The raw logic dictates that people are nothing more than bags of chemicals. So only the fittest have any (evolutionary) value and naturally they have to look after ‘number one.’ At the same time, they can live and do as they wish because there are absolutely no consequences at the end of life. Now history has proved that when people think this way, dreadful things tend to flow from it. So the No-Godders are forced to constantly resist and suppress all the logic their belief system implies and smother it with a veneer of old fashioned morality and high purpose. To put it in other words, in order for secular society to function, it has to avoid thinking about all the beliefs that make it secular. To do otherwise is just too destructive.

TWO
The second most popular belief system Is the belief that there is a God and that He controls everything. The Moslems believe this and most Christians believe this too. This is the most popular portrait of God; that He is an absolute monarch; All knowing, all powerful. In control of everything and everybody. 

THREE
The third and least popular proposition is that there is a God and that He is totally good. Not just good in some divine or intellectual sense, but wall-to-wall good; Good in a way that I can relate to; Good in the sense that everybody understands goodness. The simple sense. Like it’s good to have joy, to be fulfilled, to live in peace, have enough food, to be healthy. 
You might ask ‘Isn’t this the same as the second proposition?’ But think about it for a second and you must agree that a God who is in control of everything cannot be a God who is totally good. The two are mutually exclusive! 
The God who is in control of everything that happens on this earth cannot at the same time be a God who is good because so very much of what happens is anything but good. Now it might be ‘good’ in a sense that God can make good out of it - it might be good in the sense that redemption follows suffering; but no, you cannot say that a child dying of a dreadful disease is good. You cannot defer it some years down the road and point to what flows from it and call the thing itself ‘good’. To do that is insulting to God who made us and loves us and has paid for our infirmities. 
Likewise you cannot call war and hunger and pain and poverty ‘good’. These things are evil and wrong and wicked and hurtful, the opposite of good. 
It is so simple and yet most Christians cannot grasp it. God is wall-to-wall goodness. He has ordained goodness and blessing upon his chosen creation. But He is not the absolute controller of the things that happen on our earth and the bible doesn’t claim that he is.
The bible clearly says that God is sovereign. The word ‘sovereign’ means without a doubt to be ‘first in rank, order and authority’. That is the bottom-line truth: God is first in rank, nobody should be worshipped more and nobody commands greater respect; In order, He stands supreme before all things, He is at the head; All authority flows from what He says and does and not from what anybody else says.

I spent most every night after a concert, in Richard’s hotel room where, along with Jeff, I would attend the ‘red wine club.’ It was a select fellowship largely because the rest of ELO were off doing the sorts of things that people in groups do, and rarely bothered to drop in. The red wine club was a dependable haven of zany banter and untold merriments: Songs of infinite silliness would be composed and then forgotten amidst gales of laughter. Once in a rare interlude of taste and seriousness we tried to perform a rendition of Jim Cleary’s song ‘Modeste the minor poet’. Even Richard couldn’t figure out its unique chords, and we ended up impulsively calling Jim back in England, as if it were a matter of urgent national importance. In the middle of the night, he tried to explain over the phone which finger went where on the strings, but we never did work it out.

This happened in a hotel room in Holland. Our desperate attempts to find out the chords and play the song properly was occasioned by Jeff staring into the middle distance and repeating ‘wrote a note of major sadness…’ quietly to himself. Jeff was moved to a state of sublime awe at the poetry of it. His antenna could always be raised by a great tune or lyric and it was this time by Jim’s song. Years later I sent him my version of it (from the Reel Two album)and we chatted about it and this episode.

We only had a two bedroom house and so for almost ten years I shared a bedroom with an uncle who spent much of his time racked with mental illness. When the devil of depression would come upon him he would spend all day rocking backwards and forwards in a chair saying ‘I wish I was dead’ over and over. All day long he would do that. Yet at other times when he was feeling better he was funny, kind, sweet and brave.   
Mom had undertaken to look after her brother who had been in and out of mental hospitals most of his life. And then while my Uncle was with us, mom also got married again. For about two years my stepfather also lived in the house with us. He had as mom put it – ‘trouble with his nerves’ - and what this meant in practise was that he could be given to having violent outbursts . One time he went through the house smashing things with an axe, the TV being the most spectacular victim. Most of the time he was docile and ready to please but he could suddenly have a fit of anger which would send us all running. One time he was in the hall in a raging temper trying to get up the stairs to get to mom and ‘do her in’. My uncle stood square in from tog him on the stairs blocking his way and in a loud voice said to him: ‘Over my dead body.’ 
You might think I’m telling you all this to make you feel sorry for me. But please don’t do that. No, I’m telling you this in order to tell you something else: I struggled with it for years. In fact it wasn’t until 5 years ago that I had a paradigm shift in my thinking that has helped me enormously and that’s what I want to tell you about. 

Born again
You see I always knew that both my uncle and step-dad were real Christians! They were both born again. (!!) 
But that didn’t make any sense to me, I couldn’t square the circle. How they could be Christians while having those terrible evils in their life? 
I struggled with it for many years but now I understand it. 
You see, it is not your mind that gets born again. It’s not your thoughts or emotions – your mind can be renewed (Romans 12:2) but it does not get born again. Neither does your body. In fact your body will turn to dust and the thoughts and emotions of your mind will evaporate away like a mist. 
No. It is your spirit that gets born again – the part of you that lives forever. Jesus said ‘flesh gives birth to flesh, spirit gives birth to spirit.’ 
To come into this world you had to be born of flesh: You literally came from the flesh of your mother. There is no other way to enter the world. If you are born again, it had to come from the spirit of God. There is no other way to enter the kingdom. God, who is a spirit (John 4:24) has to come and do something inside you. The really great thing about this is that the book says that he who began the work will finish it (Phil 1:6). Who began the it?

Light BE!  (2Cor 4:..)
It might help to think about it like this: Consider the creation story in Genesis 1. ‘And God said let there be light..’ Think about it. Instead of God speaking those words slowly in an echoey, ecclesiastical tone, imagine God pointing a ‘finger’ at the wall to wall darkness and saying ‘Light! – BE!’ And boom, the phenomenon of light is created.

He threw the switch and opened up communication to a part of you that had always been dormant. Suddenly the frequency of that homing beacon comes alive and you start to understand stuff that before seemed like gobbledygook to you.

Words are the means through which that which exists in the spiritual realm can be released into the physical realm. You might say it is reproduced in the physical realm.

Words spoken without faith (without a belief in what is said) do nothing supernatural. They are spiritually inert. It is only when they are mixed with faith (belief), that they become explosive!



Wall to wall goodness


31 Jan 12

If God is in control of everything, then He cannot, in any way, shape or form, be called ‘good’.  Look around you. So many things are happening which are bad, evil, wicked and wrong. 
There is no need to get mysterious, or seek spiritual discernment about it. You cannot call God ‘good’ and at the same time believe He is in control of everything. And yet these two pillars stand side by side, even arm in arm. They are so welded to the collective psyche that it is impossible to decide which one is made of stone and which one of paper maché. 
God is good and God controls everything; Somehow these twin towers, so perfectly paradoxical, have held each other up for centuries while the doings of men swarm about, unguided. 
God is good and God controls everything; - and in the end, we’ll see that the bad things were good after all? That is how the circle is squared. This message, so offensive to the logic, so inimical to the gospel of Jesus, has been the unspoken wind filling the sails of Christian belief for centuries.
It is the silent mantra of the body of Christ: 
Yes, God is good and Yes, God is in control of everything. 
I am a Christian and I love God and I don’t want to think about how those two can walk out together, let alone get married one day. Even worse, I will be invited to the wedding!  
So which is it? Is God in total control, or is He good? 
(Please admit it. These two propositions are mutually exclusive).
Well, you have to decide for yourself. But first, let’s ask the question: 
What does the bible say?
1  The bible clearly shows that God holds man responsible for his actions. It seems to me that He would be totally unfair to do that if in fact, He is the one controlling men’s actions. To put it another way, if God is controlling me, then I am not accountable for what I do, and God is unjust to hold me responsible for what in fact, He is doing. 
2 The bible calls God ‘sovereign’ and the meaning of that word is: ‘First in rank, order or authority.’ That definition is perfectly true and correct. God is demonstrably the ‘first in rank, order or authority.’ The problem is that the word ‘sovereign’ has, in the mind of religion, become a cliché that includes the attribute of absolute control – a meaning that the word ‘sovereign’ never had attached to it. In short, the word ‘sovereign’ has been misconstrued to mean ‘to have absolute control’.  
Let us be clear: God has all the power and all the means so that, if He wished, He could control men like pawns. He could move us, and all the events that shape us, like He was moving pieces around on a chess board. 
He can do that but is that His character? The bible goes to great lengths to show a God who does not want a master-slave relationship with us. He does not want me as a robot in the kingdom of Heaven, He wants me as a companion. That is utterly amazing, but that is the central message of the bible. God created man to be in relationship with him. (!!)

Why does it matter?
In most normal situations it doesn’t matter. God loves you just the same whether you believe He is controlling everything or not. The difference comes when you need God to act on your behalf and this is especially true when you want to approach God for healing:  If you believe that God is in control of everything then you must believe to some degree that He has played a part in causing sickness. At the very least, He must have looked the other way while the devil brought sickness. Really, both of those propositions are variations of the same thing: For if I look the other way while my neighbour is being mugged, I am as culpable against my neighbour as the mugger. If God is really sending around the devil to collect in sickness and misery what hasn’t been paid to Him in good deeds or church visits, or tithes, then He is not like ‘God the Father’ as Jesus described Him to be but more like ‘The Godfather’ that Mario Puzzo described! 
If you have the slightest suspicion that God almighty operates like that, you cannot engender the kind of faith you need to receive healing from his hand. You need to know that God does not discipline His children with tragedy and mortal sickness, for what father disciplines his son with such things? If you think that of your Father in heaven, read the bible hard. You can see it recorded in there that He loved you when you didn’t love him, that He loves you now, that He longs to show himself strong to those who call on Him. The bottom line is simply this: 

Only with full assurance that sickness is not from God can you have faith to be healed. (AW)
Most peoples think of God more in terms of The Godfather than God the Father. They reason that God sends the devil around to collect in sickness what hasn’t been paid in good deeds or church visits, or tithes. 
Other issues:   
How can He predict the future?
God is not bounded by time like you and I. He is able to move through time and have foreknowledge of what happens in our future, so that as the bible says He sees ‘the end from the beginning’. 
It’s important to understand that if I see the end result of something that does not mean I am responsible for what occurred to bring about that end. 

We are guests in somebody else’s universe.


God doesn’t get what He wants.    
2Pet 3:9  ‘not willing that any should perish’

It’s because of His character.  It’s because of His integrity.

So He keeps His promises. Once He has given His word, He doesn’t take it back. Because His character is wall to wall goodness. He gave His word that man has dominion and authority over His earth. That word still stands.

Like a captain with a finger on the tiller, He intervenes from time to time to alter the course of people and nations (for example the census proclaimed in Herod’s time which caused Joseph to travel to Bethlehem). 


Atoms, it seems, are stable only because force and energy are being supplied into their nuclear binding fields from outside the system.

Twitter definition: ‘a short burst of inconsequential information’

Tweets

Tweets are publicly visible by default; however, senders can restrict message delivery to just their followers. Users can tweet via the Twitter website, compatible external applications (such as for smartphones), or by Short Message Service (SMS)

Users may subscribe to other users' tweets – this is known as following and subscribers are known as followers or tweeps (Twitter + peeps). The users can also check the people who are un-subscribing them on Twitter better known as unfollowing via various services.

Twitter allows users the ability to update their profile by using their mobile phone either by text messaging or by apps released for certain smartphones and tablets.

As a social network, Twitter revolves around the principle of followers. When you choose to follow another Twitter user, that user's tweets appear in reverse chronological order on your main Twitter page. If you follow 20 people, you'll see a mix of tweets scrolling down the page: breakfast-cereal updates, interesting new links, music recommendations, even musings on the future of education.

Content

San Antonio-based market-research firm Pear Analytics analyzed 2,000 tweets (originating from the US and in English) over a two-week period in August 2009 from 11:00 AM to 5:00 PM (CST) and separated them into six categories:

Pointless babble – 40%

Conversational – 38%

Pass-along value – 9%

Self-promotion – 6%

Spam – 4%

News – 4%

Messages

Users can group posts together by topic or type by use of hashtags – words or phrases prefixed with a "#" sign. Similarly, the "@" sign followed by a username is used for mentioning or replying to other users. To repost a message from another Twitter user, and share it with one's own followers, the retweet function is symbolized by "RT" in the message.

In late 2009, the "Twitter Lists" feature was added, making it possible for users to follow (as well as mention and reply to) ad-hoc lists of authors instead of individual authors.

The messages were initially set to a 140-character limit for compatibility with SMS messaging, introducing the shorthand notation and slang commonly used in SMS messages. The 140-character limit has also increased the usage of URL shortening services such as bit.ly, goo.gl, and tr.im, and content-hosting services, such as Twitpic, memozu.com and NotePub to accommodate multimedia content and text longer than 140 characters. Twitter uses its own t.co domain for automatic shortening of all URLs posted on its website.

Trending topics

A word, phrase or topic that is tagged at a greater rate than other tags is said to be a trending topic. Trending topics become popular either through a concerted effort by users or because of an event that prompts people to talk about one specific topic. These topics help Twitter and their users to understand what is happening in the world.

Trending topics are sometimes the result of concerted efforts by fans of certain celebrities or cultural phenomena, particularly Lady Gaga (known as Monsters), Justin Bieber (Beliebers) and fans of the Twilight (Twihards) and Harry Potter (Potterheads) novels. Twitter have altered the trend algorithm in the past to prevent manipulation of this type.

Twitter's March 30, 2010 blog post announced that the hottest Twitter trending topics will scroll across the Twitter homepage. Users will also be able to find out how a specific topic became a trending topic.

There have been controversies surrounding Twitter trending topics: Twitter has censored hashtags that other users found offensive. Twitter censored the #Thatsafrican and the #thingsdarkiessay hashtags after users complained that they found the hashtags offensive.

You will need to record 59 voice commands. You have to do it in separate files. The files should be in one of the common formats: wav, wma or mp3 (56 kbps bitrate). Please keep in mind that although the recordings are separate, TomTom will stitch them together, for instance if you have "After" "Oe hundred" and "Yards", they will be put together to form the phrase "After one hundred yards" by TomTom. That means that when you are recording "After" it should be recorded as if it was a part of a complete sentence.
