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The President: Congratulations on a great victory. We all watched from the United States and you did a terrific job. The way you came from behind, somebody who wasn't given much of a chance, and you ended up winning easily. It's a fantastic achievement. Congratulations.

President Zelenskyy: You are absolutely right Mr. President. We did win big and we worked hard for this. We worked a lot but I would like to confess to you that I had an opportunity to learn from you. We used quite a few of your skills and knowledge and were able to use it as an example for our elections and yes it is true that these were unique elections. We were in a unique situation that we were able to achieve a unique success. I'm able to tell you the following; the first time you called me to congratulate me when I won my presidential election, and the second time you are now calling me when my party won the parliamentary election. I think I should run more often so you can call me more often and we can talk over the phone more often.

Much more than the European countries are doing and they should be helping you more than they are. Germany does almost nothing for you. All they do is talk and I think it's something that you should really ask them about. When I was speaking to Angela Merkel she talks Ukraine, but she ·doesn't do anything. A lot of the European countries are the same way so I think it's something you want to look at but the United States has been very very good to Ukraine. I wouldn't say that it's reciprocal necessarily because things are happening that are not good but the United States has been very very good to Ukraine.

President Zelenskyy: Yes you are absolutely right. Not only 100%, but actually 1000% and I can tell you the following; I did talk to Angela Merkel and I did meet with her I also met and talked with Macron and I told them that they are not doing quite as much as they need to be doing on the issues with the sanctions. They are not enforcing the sanctions. They are not working as much as they should work for Ukraine. It turns out that even though logically, the European Union should be our biggest partner but technically the United States is a much bigger partner than the European Union and I'm very grateful to you for that because the United States is doing quite a lot for Ukraine. Much more than the European Union especially when we are talking about sanctions against the Russian Federation. I would also like to thank you for your great support in the area of defense. We are ready to continue to cooperate for the next steps specifically we are almost. ready to buy more Javelins from the United States for defense purposes.

The President: I would like you to do us a favor though because our country has been through a lot and Ukraine knows a lot about it. I would like you to find out what happened with this whole situation with Ukraine, they say Crowdstrike... I guess you have one of your wealthy people... The server, they say Ukraine has it. There are a lot of things that went on, the whole situation. I think you're surrounding yourself with some of the same people. I would like to have the Attorney General call you or your people and I would like you to get to the bottom of it. As you saw yesterday, that whole nonsense ended with a very poor performance by a man named Robert Mueller, an incompetent performance, but they say a lot of it started with Ukraine. Whatever you can do, it's very important that you do it if that's possible.

President Zelenskyy: Yes it is very important for me and everything that you just mentioned earlier. For me as a President, it is very important and we are open for any future cooperation. We are ready to open a new page on cooperation in relations between the United States and Ukraine. For that purpose, I just recalled our ambassador from United States and he will be replaced by a very competent and very experienced ambassador who will work hard on making sure that our two nations are getting closer. I would also like and hope to see him having your trust and your confidence and have personal relations with you so we can cooperate even more so. I will personally tell you that one of my assistants spoke with Mr. Giuliani just recently and we are hoping very much that Mr. Giuliani will be able to travel to Ukraine and we will meet once he comes to Ukraine. I just wanted to assure you once again that you have nobody but friends around us. I will make sure that I surround myself with the best and most experienced people. I also wanted to tell you that we are friends. We are great friends and you Mr. President have friends in our country so we can continue our strategic partnership. I also plan to surround myself with great people and in addition to that investigation, I guarantee as the President of Ukraine that all the investigations will be done openly and candidly.. That I can assure you.

The President: Good because I heard you had a prosecutor who was very good and he was shut down and that's really unfair. A lot of people are talking about that, the way they shut your very good prosecutor down and you had some very bad people involved. Mr. Giuliani is a highly respected man. He was the mayor of New York City, a great mayor, and I would like him to call you. I will ask him to call you along with the Attorney General. Rudy very much knows what's happening and he is a very capable guy. If you could speak to him that would be great. The former ambassador from the United States, the woman, was bad news and the people she was dealing with in the Ukraine were bad news so I just want to let you know that. Since we have won the absolute majority in our Parliament, the next prosecutor general will be 100% my person, my candidate, who will be approved, by the parliament and will start as a new prosecutor in September. He or she will look into the situation, specifically to the company that you mentioned in this issue. The issue of the investigation of the case is actually the issue of making sure to restore the honesty so we will take care of that and will work on the investigation of the case. On top of that, I would kindly ask you if you have any additional information that you can provide to us, it would be very helpful for the investigation to make sure that we administer justice in our country with regard to the Ambassador to the United States from Ukraine as far as I recall her name was Ivanovich. It was great that you were the first one who told me that she was a bad ambassador because I agree with you 100%. I would like to thank you very much for your support.

The President: Good. Well, thank you very much and I appreciate that. I will tell Rudy and Attorney General Barr to call. Thank you. Whenever you would like to come to the White House, feel free to call. Give us a date and we'll work that out. I look forward to seeing you.

Songwriting is akin to writing ‘copy’ – that is advertising–speak for a headl-ine style of putting words together in a catchy way. There is a word - ‘catchy’. That is a slang way of talking about a bounce, a rhythm, a pattern that makes your words memorable. 
That is something gifted or acquired. It is something you naturally have or else it is something you have to work at. To do that, first of all, you have to acknowledge it.. You have to spot it at work and look at it closely. 
Copy is what the newspaper man writes on his by-lines. A look at newspaper text will reveal a certain shorthand style. It is often at odds with grammar, so it is not always forensically correct in its assertations. It’s purpose is to makes a point simply and briefly. 
A song on the other hand, makes a point or tells a story using poetry (rhyming) prose linked with melody, and this introduces a ‘critical mass’ potential where the two things can be explosive when they come together: You can have a great melody sitting somewhere, and then somewhere else, you can have a great line of poetry, or just a great truth, a saying, an aphorism or a self-sustaining statement. But when you put the two things together you can get something quite new and special, – a great song. That is a phenomena when the words become great because of the music they are allied with and the music becomes great because it’s attached to the words! Neither the words or music on their own were perceived as great before they got together. They became great when they became a song! In other words, it is a marriage – the coming together of two things to make a new entity, one that did not exist before. This new entity, like a new born child, has legal rights all of its own. It is a song, the amalgamation of words and music to create something quite distinct from its constituent parts. (Example) 
There is our first definition. A song is the marriage of words and melody, that is a legal definition. It is not a riff, not a chord sequence, not a sound or drum pattern. A song is words and melody. The words and the music do have separate rights inasmuch as another song can steal the tune, or else can steal the lyric line. 
You can’t copyright a chord sequence, or a sound but you can copyright a song.

Americans are getting more miserable, and the statistics prove it

Life in America keeps getting more miserable, according to the latest data from the General Social Survey, one of the longest-running and most highly regarded public opinion research projects in the nation.


On a scale of 1 to 3, where 1 represents "not too happy" and 3 means "very happy," Americans on average give themselves a 2.18 — a hair above "pretty happy." That's a significant decline from the nation's peak happiness, as measured by the survey, of the early 1990s.

The change is driven by the number of people who say they're not too happy: 13 percent in 2018 vs. 8 percent in 1990. That's a more than 50 percent increase.

Other recent research confirms this trend. The latest World Happiness Report, released this week, finds that a separate measure of overall life satisfaction took a 6 percent plunge in the United States between 2007 and 2018.

"Even as the United States economy improved after the end of the Great Recession in 2009," that report noted, "happiness among adults did not rebound to the higher levels of the 1990s, continuing a slow decline ongoing since at least 2000."

Economists have become more interested in happiness in recent years, party because of the growing realization that traditional economic measures — such as unemployment or gross domestic product — are incapable of fully capturing the state of human welfare.

Happiness research is "a useful antidote to the tendency of economists to focus exclusively on material determinants of social welfare," as then-Federal Reserve Chairman Ben Bernanke put it in a commencement address in 2010. "GDP is not itself the final objective of policy."

There are many determinants of happiness in the United States. This year’s World Happiness Report, for instance, focuses on the role of digital media, noting that many of the activities correlated with unhappiness among young Americans — spending time on the internet, listening to music alone, social media use — typically happen on a computer or cell phone. That study also cites the opioid epidemic and the poor state of American health in general, as both drivers and symptoms of American unhappiness.

Breaking out General Social Survey data among different demographic groups also offers some clues about the changing nature of American happiness.

Republicans, for instance, have maintained a consistent happiness edge over Democrats since the 1970s. The two trend lines generally move in tandem and don't appear to show much response to changes in the occupancy of the White House. One potential explanation is Republicans' greater religiosity, which other research has linked to happiness and life satisfaction.

Similarly, the data show that white Americans are usually happier than black Americans, although that gap has narrowed in recent years. The differences could hinge on their economic situations — white families, on average, make more money and are much wealthier than black ones, and research shows that money does indeed buy happiness. The financial differences are largely attributed to the discrimination black families face, and inequity has a direct effect on the well-being of black Americans.

The urban-rural happiness gradient also is shrinking. In the 1970s, the residents of rural areas were about 10 percent happier in absolute terms than their large-city counterparts. But the two groups are very close now, and some researchers suspect that the strong preference for urban life among millennials is a factor.

Looking at responses by self-reported economic class offers a complicated picture of happiness. Americans identifying as lower or middle class report a modest decline in happiness since the 1990s. But the picture is drastically different among the upper class, for whom happiness plateaued in the 1990s, dropped steeply about 2008, and has been then rising steadily ever since.

The drivers of this pattern aren't immediately apparent. The share of Americans identifying as upper class has remained steady for decades, at roughly 3 or 4 percent. Because class is self-reported, the happiness trend may reflect cultural changes around the definition of class, with different groups of people becoming more or less likely to identify as middle or upper class over the years.

Money aside, one of the largest drivers of happiness in the General Social Survey is health. As of 2018, the happiness gap between those who say their health is poor, and those who say it's good or excellent, is about one-quarter of the entire scale in absolute terms. Rendered on a happiness scale from 0 to 100, for instance, the least healthy would rate their well-being at about a 38, while the healthiest would be somewhere near 65.

Perhaps more concerning than the absolute gap between the two is the fact that it has grown over the years, fueled chiefly by a decline in happiness among those who say their health is poor. This suggests that illness in America is becoming more difficult to deal with and exerting a greater toll on the well-being of patients. The potential culprits here are numerous: soaring medical expenses likely play a role, as do the frustrations of dealing with private insurance companies that have a great deal of power in determining which ailments get covered and paid for.

This last finding ties back to the data presented in the World Happiness Report: Our current state of national well-being is tied, in large part, to various public health challenges. The most daunting indicator in this regard may be the ongoing decline in life expectancy: The United States in the midst of the longest ongoing decline in average life expectancy since World War I. This despite the fact that the nation is in the midst of one of the longest economic expansions in its history.

The declining life expectancy and happiness numbers suggest that the fruits of that expansion are not being distributed equally among the Americans who are making it happen.

“What are the different gender identities?” asks a little boy in one of the nine new BBC Teach films put out to support the personal, social and health education (PSHE) curriculum in schools – to which his head teacher replies: “That’s a really, really exciting question…”

Actually, it’s not. And the answer is still less exciting.

Which is perhaps why rather than give the boy a bald, biological and distinctly boring fact – “two” – the video cuts to a Relationships and Sex Education teacher, hopped-up on her own gaping-mindedness: “You know, there are so many gender identities,” she enthuses. “We know that we have got male and female, but there are over 100, if not more, gender identities now.”

Even by today’s Emperor’s New Clothes gender diversity narrative, 100 is pushing it. ‘Woke’ Facebook currently lists 71 complex and hilariously repetitive options for those who feel manacled by the oh-so-reductive ‘male’ and ‘female’.

And, despite four years at medical school (where you’d hope the basics had been covered), your local GP will ‘only’ recognise six genders: male, female, gender-neutral, non-binary, gender-fluid and gender-queer. 

But children, insists the BBC’s Relationships and Sex Education teacher Kate Daniels in the film, might well find these too limiting and think to themselves: “‘I don’t really want to be anything in particular. I am just going to be me.’”

Chart the gender-diversity madness back to its origins and you’ll find that “I am just going to be me” – ironically, a concept young, agenda-free children naturally embrace – is at the root of it all. And beyond my horror at the propagation of misinformation and the upholding of this noxious nonsense by a corporation whose journalistic duty it is to deal not in fads, but facts, is the fear that we’ll make this new generation of children as self-obsessed as the supposed grown-ups wilfully warping their minds.

Self-expression may have been prized since Ancient Egyptians first began daubing hieroglyphics, but not until the 1960s did it start becoming fetishised in the way it is today, when ‘expressing yourself’ no longer means appreciating individuality and producing something of wider cultural value to be enjoyed by others – a work of art, say, that might enrich the world around you – but folding in on yourself and behaving in an unashamedly selfish way.

So like teenagers (with far more tools of ‘self-expression’ at their disposal than the old hair-dye, piercings and tattoos we had to make do with), people will play around with their identities and pronouns well into adulthood: going into work dressed as Alex one day and Alexia the next. Because they’ve been told they can. Never mind that the client has no idea who they’ll be meeting from one day to the next, and that taking your personal whimsies into the workplace is the apotheosis of unprofessionalism, you’re just “expressing yourself”, aren’t you? Along with all the myriad incarnations of that wonderful, bottomless you.

Likewise, the health and nutritional idiosyncrasies we all now like to shout from the rooftops – “I can’t eat that! I’m vegan/Keto/5:2-ing” – are pure self-expression, and therefore hallowed. So whereas I was brought up to leave anything I couldn’t or wouldn’t eat discreetly on the side of the plate, we must all now be made to know and care about other people’s foibles. 

As women, we’re encouraged to express ourselves by “locating our period pride” and brandishing tampons in the office, before “talking loud and proud” about the menopause once we start going through that. And perhaps I’d find all this self-expression a little more exciting in exactly the way that Relationships and Sex Education teacher found the idea of 100+ genders if it were focussed on something less superficial and narcissistic.

And, of course, it’s all a lie. Because what the 9 to 12-year-old children in those BBC videos weren’t told was that they would only be free to express themselves in one way: the right way.

So that if one of the girls later chose to express herself in a more traditional manner – say, by wearing a skirt – secondary schools like Lewes’s now infamous Priory School, which this term made “gender-neutral” trousers compulsory for new and existing students, that would not be allowed. In fact, she would be turned away at the school gates.

All of which is likely to leave us with a generation of lost, confused and angry young adults asking a question we will find it very difficult to answer: “How did you let this happen?”

TANYA 
A song for love and a song for Russia – it opens with a Russian proverb: ‘We are a dark people’. Originally written about a girl with the cover name of ‘Tanya’ (real name Tamara Bunke), a lover of the revolutionary leader Che Guevara. They both died in Bolivia in the 60s. “Will my name one day be forgotten and nothing of me remain on the Earth?” she wrote in a poem. There was a tinge of romance about the shady Tanya which set the song in motion but I was unable to finish it for years until I caught sight of it as a metaphor for the spirit of Russia, which has for generations weathered every sort of evil: the Czars, Communism, and now, gangster capitalism. So many political leaders and journalists have been murdered even in the last few years and yet still more rise up defying the message of the zeitgeist. So the song ends with the prophetic promise: ’and from the darkest day, there’ll come a better way.’

He progressed quickly through the syllabus but unfortunately he was unable to go solo due to a medical oversight. Nevertheless Thomas was deemed to be of solo standard before the course ended. At all times he displayed a keen desire to be part of a team and to perform with diligence his aviation training.

The Richard Tandy Interview
Richard Tandy Questions

>Your wife mentioned that you were writing and singing some material.  Is it your plan to be the multi-instrumentalist that Jeff Lynne is on his production efforts?

At the moment I'm making demos at home, and doing everything myself with the aid of drum machines, etc.  I guess a lot of people are working like this nowadays, as today's technology makes this possible.

>Not many people who like ELO realize that you are a guitarist and bassist as well as master keyboardist.  What is your educational training on each?

I had piano lessons as a child, and when I was a teenager rock and roll came along, and I started to learn guitar.  No lessons, just hours of strumming.

>We're going to look back over your musical history.  What was the degree of your involvement with the Chantelles?

The Chantelles was one of the first real groups that I played in.  I was still at school at the time I joined, and all the late nights affected my school work, so against all advice, I left school and turned professional.

The line up at the time was:

John Fincham   Bass and vocals

Tim Bellamy    Drums  (Later replaced by John Panteny (Pank))

Tony Allen     Sax

Richard Tandy  Guitar and harmonica.

John Downing   Road Manager

We played Jazz Blues style, in pubs and clubs in the Midlands area.

>Some sources mention you as a member of the Move.  What was your involvement with them?

At the time when the Move recorded Wild Tiger Woman, one way of promoting records in England was to play live radio shows.  In order to do this, they needed a keyboard player, and since I was a friend, I got the job.  In fact, there were very many of these radio shows, and so I got to travel with the guys quite a lot.  When Trevor Burton had an accident and dislocated his wrist, I stepped in and played bass for 2 weeks, mainly because I knew the set. I was also in the studio when they recorded Blackberry Way - and there was a

harpsichord in the studio and everyone agreed that the sound fitted in well, so I played it.

> On what ELO songs can we hear you as a guitarist and/or backing vocalist?

Can't really remember, I'd have to look at sleeve notes in order to jog my memory.  One I do remember is the guitar solo on Shangri La.

> Were the keyboard duties that you and Jeff shared a 50-50 deal or did you do most of the keyboard work?

This varied a lot over the years.  At the start, I probably did most of the keyboards, but as recording techniques changed and synthesisers and electronics came into the picture, Jeff did more and more.  For example, when we recorded On The Third Day, most of the tracks were started with Bev, Mike and myself,

in the studio, and Jeff in the control room.  By the time we got to Balance of Power, the usual way was to have a stack of keyboards in the control room, and me and Jeff playing along to a drum track, and Bev adding his things later.

> 1978 saw you on the cover of Keyboard magazine with your whole tour gear around you.  Has sequencing and MIDI helped to streamline the number of  keyboards you require onstage?

The last time I played on stage with ELO was 1986 and Midi wasn't around then, to any great extent.  Nowadays I find midi invaluable in my home studio.

> In that article, you cite Tony Banks and Jan Hammer as influences.  Are there any others?  What bands or types of music do you listen to today?

Although I admired the playing of Tony Banks and Jan Hammer at the time, in looking back I can't say they have been particularly influential. At my present stage of musical evolution it would be more correct to say that I have been influenced by everything that I have heard.  I was probably more influenced by other musicians when I first started playing than I am now, for example, on guitar, my early influences were people like T Bone Walker, Buddy Guy, Wes Montgomery, Joe Pass, Duane Eddy, Scotty Moore, George Harrison, Joe Brown, Greg Allman, in fact the list is endless.  In the sixties, I think that keyboards went out of fashion with the onslaught of guitar groups, but when groups like the Band and solo artists like Elton

John came along, they reawakened my interest in keyboards.  People like Alan Price and Georgie Fame also made me realise I should start practising my scales again, although I regret that I have never been able to play blues piano like Otis Span or Memphis Slim.  

Nowadays I find myself listening to less and less music on the radio, or on record. I don't really know why, and I think I may be missing out on a lot of good music that might be out there.  I guess I'm too wrapped up in my own thing.

> In terms of recording with ELO, could you explain the process of creating a song focusing on your involvement with the song (kind of like a "Richard's guide to keyboarding a song for ELO").

First of all, it would be more correct to say that Jeff created the songs, and I helped to create the recording of them.  As I mentioned earlier, the processes changed a lot throughout the history of the group.  Basically,

there were three periods, pre orchestral, orchestral and post orchestral.

In the early days the group would rehearse a song together and get an idea of how to start recording it, usually as I mentioned with Jeff Bev and Mike and myself, and the string section would be added later. Also bear in mind that these were early days for electronic keyboards, all we had was a mini moog, and so that would be dubbed on later, by Jeff or myself. When we started using a full orchestra, things changed.  An early part of the process was to get the arrangements for the full orchestra, which normally involved me sitting down with Jeff and Lou Clark. I would play the tunes through on the piano, Jeff would suggest riffs and things, and Lou would write them down, then Lou would say "How about some of this", and I would say "What about a one of them", and so the string arrangements came about.  We next heard them when we got to the studio and the orchestra was running through them.  That was quite an experience.  In the meantime,

the rhythm tracks would have been laid down as before, with the emphasis more on simplicity, so as to leave space for the orchestral parts.  For Bev, however, this would normally involve double tracking his drums in a suitably ambient space, very often the toilets.  After the orchestra was recorded, other keyboard bits were overdubbed, with the number of electronic keyboards growing by the minute.

Post orchestral, the number of sound textures and sequencing possibilities had increased enormously, and my contributions could be anything from laying down a basic string pad, watching Jeff lay down a basic string pad, working out sequences on an Oberheim Sequencer, twiddling the knobs on all of the great toys that we'd got, saving sounds, loading sounds, sitting down with calculators working out the milliseconds, I guess you'll get the picture. I also found time to actually play the odd keyboard.  This has turned out

to be a long answer, and it still hasn't given the full picture.  We all did the best we could to make a good record.

>How much do you depend on sequencing through MIDI?

I use it all the time for my home recording.

>What kind of MIDI and sequencing gear are you currently using?  Can you compare it to the gear you used in the 70's with ELO?  How is functionally different than now?

The basis of my home studio is a Fostex 16 track and a Soundtracs 24 input mixing desk. On the midi side, I use a Roland MC500 sequencer, which is well past it's sell by date, but I'm very familiar with it and can work

very quickly with it.  I am beginning to realise I should get something more modern.  I use a Technics PX7 digital piano as a Master keyboard, a Roland Juno 2, (mainly as a string pad),an Alesis SR16 drum machine, an old Yamaha DX7 for bass,(I find the six algorithms give a nice depth), and my latest toy is a Korg Wavestation SR. I also use reverbs and effects by Yamaha and Alesis, but I don't use midi with those.  

It's hard to draw a comparison with gear from the 70's.  We were thrilled when we got our first MiniMoog, although a little disappointed to realise it was monophonic.  I played a Wurlitzer EP200 on stage for years because it was the only electronic piano that fitted in with our sound.  It was a lot better when we could afford to take a grand piano around with us. A modern digital piano would have been wonderful back then.  One of the big differences is the tonnage of the stuff.  The last pre midi keyboard I bought was a Yamaha CS80, which weighs in at 250 pounds!  

>How has MIDI affected the creative process in putting together a song?

For me, it has been a great help.  Within a few minutes of getting an idea for a song, I can have a rough track happening on the MC500, which I can then rearrange with ease, and play guitar or sing along to.

>What are your views on digital recording?

I'm in favour of anything which can help to make a good sound.  I don't know very much about the analogue  v. digital debate, but I know that people do hold opposing views.  In my situation I use a dat recorder to mix onto, and I think it's wonderful, in spite of the transport sometimes having a mind of its own.  I wish that dat recorders were available to more people and that prices would come down.  I would also like to have a look at the Sony Minidisc system, and of course I look forward to the day when our computer will be able to record and store hours of music easily.  Not too far away I think.  If this sounds like a begging letter to Sony and Apple, well ......

>By 1983, Kelly Groucutt put out a solo album, you had Tandy/Morgan, Mik Kaminski had Violinski, Melvyn Gale had Wilson Gale and Co., and Bev was touring with Black Sabbath.  Do you feel that these outside projects were necessary to preserve ELO?

No, I don't think so.  Working with Dave Morgan was something I did when ELO wasn't working, and I presume it was the same for the other guys.

>With the exception of the first album and "Roll Over Beethoven," Jeff has been the songwriter and producer of ELO.  Was this because no one else has material to offer or because Jeff wouldn't allow it?

From my point of view, I didn't write any tunes during that period.  I don't know why, because I wrote songs before ELO, and have written many since I stopped working with them.  

>You've been considered Jeff's right-hand man in ELO and his production efforts.  How's the relationship with him these days?

Fine, I don't see him so much lately because he spends most of his time in America, but we speak on the phone regularly.

>Couldn't he help you get a record deal?  He does owe a lot to you for being a major contributor to the ELO sound.

Well, I suppose he could, but I don't like to ask him.  He's a good friend, and anyway I should be able to make it on my own.

>(You'll have to think back fo this one)  How did it feel to step out that spaceship during the 1978 Out of the Blue tour?  Was it a major rush or what?

Yes, it was a fantastic experience.  However, behind the scenes there were one or two unusual moments.  We were all on risers, powered by hydraulic jacks like they use in auto repair shops, and some nights there were doubts as to whether they would all rise up at the appropriate moment, and if they did, whether they might instantly go down again.  While the intro music was playing, we were all perched precariously inside the space ship, waiting for our risers to go up, and preparing to jump onto someone else's if ours failed.  Overall, it was a fantastic set, and great credit should go to the guys who created it and kept it working.

>How much effect do you think Xanadu had on ELO's decline in the 80's? You guys seemed to be blacklisted on FM radio after that.

At the time, I just considered it another bunch of songs.  Working on a film was an educational experience, and Olivia Newton John was great to work with, and a very fine singer.  Since then, people have commented that this was a bad career move,  maybe they are right, it's hard to say.

>The Time album was a departure from the ELO string sound and instead embraced synthesizers.  How much studio work was required for that album?  What was the group's general impression of it then?  How do you feel about it now?

The Time album coincided with the explosion in keyboard sounds and electronics that I mentioned earlier, and I considered the album a fusion of ELO strings and modern keyboard sounds.  I liked it a lot at the time,

maybe because I thought my keyboards had a lot of prominence, and I still like it now.  

>Secret Messages said farewell to Mack and Musicland.  It also seemed to phase out Kelly Groucutt as Jeff took over the role of bassist.  Was this a tense period of time?  How did the band feel about not touring?

It wasn't a tense period for me, but I realise that others may have felt differently.  As for how the band felt about touring, it's probably well known that Bev likes touring, Jeff likes recording, but I was just happy to

be part of either.

>Secret Messages was also supposed to be a double album.  Why was it cut down?  What tracks would you have kept on there?

I don't know why it was cut down.  I would have kept all the tracks on there, because I thought that this was an intensely creative writing period for Jeff.

>Balance of Power was ELO's last album with you and Jeff.  Some get the impression that it could have been a one-man effort.  What were Bev's and your role at that point?  Are there some tracks where Bev is replaced by a drum machine?

No, it wasn't a one man effort. Bill Bottrell worked extremely hard, the guys at Hartmann Digital worked wonders offsetting 2 24 track Studers, and we finally ended up with Mac at Musicland again.  As for the drum machine thing, by this time, most of the tracks were recorded to an electronic pulse of some sort, mainly to have precise control of the timing which all our electronic stuff required.  Since drummers were the first musicians to have some of their functions usurped by electronic devices, this meant that Bev was often playing his top kit to an electronic bass drum.  For me, it also meant that some of my keyboard parts could be played by an Oberheim sequencer.  

>The last performance with you and Jeff was in Stuttgart opening for Rod Stewart.  Jeff forgets much of his lyrics and his head just didn't seem to be in it.  What's the story?

It's hard for me to answer this question.  I can't presume to know what Jeff was thinking at the time.

>Rumor has it that in 1987-88, you and Bev were considering an album or a band called Afterglow.  Could you comment on this?

This is the first I've heard of this, or else my memory is worse than I thought.

>What can you tell us about the supposed get-together of John Payne and ELO for a pre-"Part 2" band in the late 80's?

This is the first I've heard of this, or else my memory is worse than I thought.

>Tell about the formation of Tandy/Morgan.  Who were the members?

I've known Dave Morgan for years, since the Chantelles days.  He's a very talented singer and songwriter, and I had been helping him record his songs since the days when our studios comprised a B & O in our Mothers' front rooms. In the late 70's he had written a collection of songs which he called Earthrise, and had recorded them at home, playing most of the instruments himself, but also with the aid of various friends (but not me, I was busy with ELO at the time.)  When Dave played it to me, I was knocked out.  Some time later, a friend of mine called Brian Leahy offered to put up the money for us to go into a studio and turn it into a complete album.  Unfortunately, we didn't have much promotion in place, so it never really saw the light of

day.  Dave and I carried on working together on his songs, and at this time Martin Smith came along and joined in.  The results of this period of time were later collected together on a CD, The BC Collection, which Dave put out himself, mainly for the English ELO fan club.  It wasn't ever really a group as such, just friends of Dave who worked with him.

>Who is singing lead on "Hiroshima"?

Dave Morgan.

>After listening to B.C. collection.  It's pretty clear that the instruments AND style you used on the songs in that CD sound awfully familiar to what we've heard in Jeff Lynne solo and ELO songs.  Although you can be found working on some of Jeff's songs as keyboardist, your influences to those songs seems extremely strong.  Many listeners to Lynne-solo and 80s ELO songs have assumed that the styles and little ditties Lynne has put into the songs (sounds patches and keyboard riffs that are characteristic to those songs) are those of Jeff's.  Is that true, does Jeff depend a lot on you to help foster his style and sound?  Please comment.

One reason for the similarity of sounds is the similarity of the instruments. Jeff had an Oberheim, I had an Oberheim, Jeff, myself and Dave all had CS80s, and we all came from the same background with the same influences. 

>You wrote "Take Away the Sadness" for Jim Horn's Work It Out album.  How did you get involved with that project?

Jim Horn was working with Jeff on an album and mentioned that he was looking for songs for his own album.  Jeff told me, and so I sent 2 songs to Jim. One of the songs I was really excited about, the other I sent as an after thought.  One night Jim phoned up and said, "Hey man, Great song", and so he recorded the one I'd sent as an afterthought.  

>You, Jeff, and George Harrison strum away on "Every Little Thing" and a few other songs from Armchair Theatre.  Was that a great experince or what?  Have you dealt with any of the Beatles at any other time?

It was an incredible experience.  George was very nice about everything. I guess he must have got used to people being in awe of him.  He invited us down to his house and I played piano on a couple his tracks.  He also played slide guitar on Jim Horn's version of Take Away the Sadness.

Do you ever sit back and listen to any of the ELO albums from the 70's and 80's.  Most of the members of Part 2 said they don't listen to the old stuff.  In fact, what they enjoy seems to run counter to what the ELO

sound was like. 
I've listened to most of them since they were reissued on CD, and I think they are a body of work to be proud of.

>How did you and Jeff get involved with Julianna Raye's Something Peculiar disc?  This almost a first for the two of you to work with a woman.

Jeff was producing her album, and doing some of the work for it at his house in England.  He asked me to play keyboards on a few tracks, and I was happy to do so.  

>Rumor has it that there may be an ELO reunion in '95 to celebrate 25 years of ELO.  (You may not be able to comment on this, but we though we'd throw this in anyway.)  Do you have any information regarding this?

No.  This is the first I've heard of it.

>Lets's get into your personal life a little.  Other than being a musician, do you have any other career interests?

None that I could make a career out of.

>Please tell us a little about your family, hobbies.

Married 11 years, no kids.  As for the hobbies I'd like to say I do hang gliding, grand prix racing, mountaineering, bungee jumping, surfing, and round the world yachting, but I'm too scared and too unfit for any of those.  So I just practice my guitar and piano, and watch sports on the t.v.  Pretty boring, huh?

>Do you like to travel?  If so, what has been favorite you've visited?

Touring was a great way to see the world, but I couldn't pick out a favourite.  Our first arrival on American soil, at the Hyatt Hotel on Sunset Boulevard, would take a lot of beating.  I actually moved to LA, and lived in an apartment block in Kings Road, a few blocks south of the Hyatt. A few years ago I developed a fear of flying and this has curtailed my travelling somewhat.  Occasionally, my wife insists we go on holiday, and

drags me off somewhere.  I would like to go around the world again, this time at a more leisurely pace, so I may have to come to terms with this flying thing.

>What kind of food do you like?

It would be quicker to say what I don't like. Particular favourites are fruits of all sorts, seafood,( like the Assiettes de Fruite de Mer that they serve in France, with oysters, mussels, crab, etc), sushi, (unobtainable

where we are living now), Mexican food, Indian food, Chinese food, Italian food. In fact all the above except for the fruit is unobtainable here in the wilds of North Devon, so maybe that's why they are favourites at the moment. Toast is pretty good, too.  

>Where do you see yourself going musically in terms of the types of songs you'd like to record? How has your recording style methods changed over the years (since the 70s). Where do you see yourself going musically in the next few years?

Where I see myself going and where I end up going are often two different things.  When I get an idea for a song, it seems to take on a life of its own, and doesn't always go where I want it to.  As long as my playing and singing keeps improving, and I think at the moment it is, I can't ask for much more. I obviously hope that my songs will be released at some time, but I'm not great at the business side of things.

>Do you ever get out to the states?  (LOTS of fans would love to meet you!)

Not as much as I'd like.

>Can we expect to hear other collaborations with you and Dave Morgan and/or

>Martin Smith.

We've got nothing planned, but I still see Dave often, and chat with Martin on the phone.

>Are you planning to work with Jeff on any new projects?  please elaborate if you're not restricted from doing so.

Once again, nothing planned.

>We've heard you attended an ELO Part 2 concert.  What are your thoughts on this other band?  Were you ever approached to become a part of it? Would you have any interest in doing so?

I enjoyed the concert, especially the part with the Moscow Orchestra, but the rest of the set was quite a strange experience.  To hear someone else playing the parts I used to play was weird.  Bev did call me up right at the start, but at the time I was quite glad to stop the recording touring recording touring schedule, and wanted to concentrate on my own tunes. Now that I've been concentrating on my own tunes for 8 years, I quite miss the recording touring recording touring schedule.  Isn't that the way things always are?

>What former ELO members do you still keep in touch and/or record/jam with?

Jeff is the only one I keep in touch with.  Whenever we get together, we usually have a pretty good attempt at doing Beatles, Everley Brothers, and various other songs of our youth.

>Do you feel ELO is better received in the US or the UK these days?

I don't really know.  

>In the video for "Calling America," you seem to be smirking as if saying "This is so stupid."  Was that how you felt?  How do you feel about videos?

I don't really know which part of the video you're referring to.  At one time in the recording the director had me standing right near the edge of the top of a very tall building, and I was petrified.  You may be mistaking a smirk for sheer terror.  As far as videos go in general,  I feel that music is an aural thing, and when videos first started, I never imagined the dominance that they would attain.  I thought that people would go back to just listening to music, but that's another thing I've been wrong about.

Part of Section 510(b) of Title V of the Social Security Act, contains the "A-H guidelines," which are the eight criteria that programs must abide by order to be eligible to receive federal funding.[32] They are as follows:

    A. Has as its exclusive purpose teaching the social, psychological, and health gains to be realized by abstaining from sexual activity;

    B. Teaches abstinence from sexual activity outside marriage as the expected standard for all school-age children;

    C. Teaches that abstinence from sexual activity is the only certain way to avoid out-of-wedlock pregnancy, sexually transmitted diseases, and other associated health problems;

    D. Teaches that a mutually faithful, monogamous relationship in the context of marriage is the expected standard of sexual activity;

    E. Teaches that sexual activity outside the context of marriage is likely to have harmful psychological and physical effects;

    F. Teaches that bearing children out of wedlock is likely to have harmful consequences for the child, the child's parents, and society;

    G. Teaches young people how to reject sexual advances and how alcohol and drug use increase vulnerability to sexual advances; and

    H. Teaches the importance of attaining self-sufficiency before engaging in sexual activity;[32]

In addition to abiding by these 8 conditions, AGEP compliant programs cannot discuss contraception, STIs, or methods for protecting against STIs, except only when describing failure rates.[3]

I think God is doing a thing in the earth right now which is like a start of a great separation process. To me it is like the Lord is gathering to himself those which are his. Often that can mean those who have gone astray. 
I look around at the nations, at what they stand for now, and what they have stood for in the past. In particular I look at the UK and in the USA.

There was no star player in sight and every one who wanted to play had access to it with just a modicum of resources. 
Now there are clever people in Russia, China, Egypt, Brazil, New Zealand, Pakistan etc. etc? You would think that the internet, being less than 30 years old, would now be controlled by people spread across the globe. But what do we find? Where do Google, eBay, PayPal, Facebook, Amazon, Twitter, all reside? - All in America! 

The rest of the world is hardly represented at all. A totally new invention has been colonized by one nation, the USA. Most of these new businesses produce software – that is to say they don’t make anything ‘physical’ at all. But every single one has become a world-beating household name by simply marketing a new way of doing things – an idea made possible by the internet. Each has conceived a new business model which has become globally accepted. So all the vast income from this activity goes to the USA. Is God blessing America? You better believe it. The USAs 20 trillion dollar economy far outstrips its nearest rival (China). 


But why is that? I contend it is because God has blessed the American nation with the ability and acumen to do business like no other nation on earth. Time and again Americans have had the vision to take simple ideas and make them into giant businesses. 

Yes I am interested in the UK and in the USA because I see God moving in those nations. In both, I believe he acted upon the hearts of the electorate to dramatically change the direction of travel in recent elections. 

In Great Britain, out present calamity has been occasioned by two things beyond the control of earthly powers – One, the surprise election of David Cameron in 2015, and him subsequently keeping his pledge to hold a Referendum on continued EU membership. And of course: Two, the surprise result of that vote. 
The USA experience mirrors that of the UK: Contrary to all predictions, Trump pulled off the biggest upset in US polling history. In both countries the election upsets were the result of relatively small changes in key seats. In America, approximately 20,000 people in swing states made the difference. These were people who had either never v
oted before (and so were not factored into the predictions) or who changed their mind in the voting booth. 


I think that the Lord is preparing the ground for the great separation into Sheep and Goat nations. I think it will come down to the simplest of divisions. In a word, the question will be: What is your attitude toward Israel? God has arranged it so that the only way you can have a positive heart toward the Jewish people (as represented by the state of Israel), is through the influence of his spirit. The natural mind, and the influence of the world system, will have you coming against the often objectionable things the Jewish state does, and that means coming against the Jewish people. In a few years after Jesus spoke those words, the persecution of Jews began (in AD70). It has continued right up to today, so that the Jews are the most universally hated people group on earth. 

Twenty First century Secularism and humanism flies certain signature flags – one is tolerance for all (but not for religious teaching especially if it is Christian). One is for abortion, or ‘freedom for women’. One is gay rights and one is for marriage meaning all sorts of unions. One is anti-monarchy. And one is Pro-Palestinian, and by extension, anti-Jewish. 

I think in the last days it will be difficult to be a friend of Israel if you are not a born again Christian.  

I think it will boil down to that simple proposition: What is your attitude toward Israel?

Last night I've had the weirdest dream, and you were in it, which is the reason why I am writing you now.

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Thoughts are chemicals

A friend had pain moving around his body – nomadic aches appearing here and there in a strange way. I asked why? 
I guess I must have asked the Lord, because I was curious: Why? 

The answer came to me: ‘Thoughts’

I said ‘No, that’s not possible.’ 

The voice said: ‘You don’t think that thoughts can cause that?’

I said ‘No I don’t believe they can. Thoughts on their own can’t do that!’

The voice said: ‘If I told you it was chemicals that caused it, would you believe that?’

‘Well yes, I can believe that chemicals can cause things in the body, like pain for example.’ 

‘So now if I told you that thoughts produce chemicals in the body would you believe that?’ 

‘Okay I guess I can believe that.’ 
‘Yes when you have the thoughts of fear come you begin producing adrenalin for example - to help you survive a threat - whether real or imagined. 

‘Yes’ the voice said, ‘that’s true, but here’s something more: Thoughts don’t just produce chemicals, Thoughts ARE chemicals.’

Now that was a new wrinkle in my brain. 

Thoughts produce chemicals and thoughts are chemicals 
I went and looked it up: Medical science is not decided about it but current thinking has it that thoughts are electro-chemical reactions. 
And as I began to muse upon this whole panoply of universe I got to think this: 

Chemicals smell. And your nose is your chemical detector. 

It is the only sensor you have for evaluating chemicals. You sniff, and by doing so, you check out things by the way they SMELL. Which is really their chemical fingerprint. 

Some things are toxic. They smell bad and they will deplete or damage the body. Like burning plastic for example. Some things are beneficial. They smell good and bring well being to the body. Like the fragrance of a flower. 
Both the things that smell good, and things that smell bad, have effects on the body according to how long you are exposed to them. 
Here’s where we are going with this: 
Both good and bad thoughts manifest themselves in the body according to how long you are exposed to them. 

Thoughts are chemicals and they work in a similar way …

Some thoughts are toxic, they smell bad to the conscience and they damage or disease the system. Understand that disease is a form of death acting upon the body. Sickness and death are the same thing in differing quantities.

Some thoughts are beneficial, they smell good to the conscience and they bring life to the body. Health is a product of life. Life and health are the same thing in differing quantities.   

And then the voice reminded me of something. And this time I knew it was the Lord. Because it was about a time when the Lord was leaning heavily upon me to sort out a situation of bitterness, which I did not want to sort out. Somebody owed me a lot of money, and as far as I was concerned, the only way it could get sorted was when he paid up what had been promised for the job I had done – which was producing the sound track to a movie. 
Afterwards the Lord said ‘If you had not done that, that bitterness would have caused a great sickness to come upon you later and there would be nothing I could do about it!’
God could do nothing about it, because they were MY thoughts, not his! He will not control my thoughts.  That thought process would have done its evil business and made me some kind of cripple. God could heal me of being a cripple but only if I could go back and repent of what had caused it. That’s not so easy years down the road. 
How do you SMELL?
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Thoughts don’t just cause chemicals in the body. Thoughts ARE chemicals!

How long did it take you to think this way?

How long will it take you to think differently? That’s the problem

That’s why the bible says you have to repent. Not do penance, repent. 

Repent means to change your mind.

In the Greek, metanoia – meta change, noia mind.

As an act of will, or because of a trauma, or because of an epiphany (a moment of radical illumination) – you issue an instruction, or an instruction goes forth which is something like:-

I was wrong thinking like that

I will not do that (think like that) any more

I will think like this from now on.

All of these mean to repent. This is what is meant by the word repent. To change the way you think, your thinking paradigm. Thoughts are chemicals,

I once had a bitterness toward someone. I had to put it right. 

God said if you hadn’t done that (if I hadn’t put it right) that would have brought sickness upon you in later years, and there would be nothing I could do about it.

We are physical beings in a physical realm governed by laws. The First Two Laws of Thermodynamics say that 1) energy and matter are conserved within a closed system and 2) everything is moving from a state of order to a state of disorder, in other words all things decay to chaos (‘degrade’) over time. Health then, is not a natural state endowed by the realm we are in but rather a state of war against the realm we are in, coming from the life force within. Life and health are the same things in varying portions. 

Life is the manifestation of a body able to restore itself from the decay at work in the world.
Death is the manifestation of a body unable to restore itself any more from the decay at work in the world, or the realm we are in. The natural state of things is disorder and chaos.

If you are in a room full of people mouthing vitriolic or cursing and badmouthing other people (politicians, the church, the in-laws etc) that is analogous to being in a closed box full of burning plastic..   

The longer you stay in that environment, the worse will be the effect upon your physiology.

A healthy person can tolerate it being in a toxic environment for a short while but all are diminished by it over time. 

What is a chemical imbalance in the brain?

A chemical imbalance in the brain is said to occur when there’s either too much or too little of certain chemicals, called neurotransmitters, in the brain. Neurotransmitters are natural chemicals that help facilitate communication between your nerve cells. Examples include norepinephrine and serotonin.

It’s often said that mental disorders, such as depression and anxiety, are caused by a chemical imbalance in the brain. The hypothesis is sometimes called the chemical imbalance hypothesis or chemical imbalance theory.

What are thoughts made of? They're really just electro-chemical reactions—but the number and complexity of these reactions make them hard to fully understand… The human brain is composed of about 100 billion nerve cells (neurons) interconnected by trillions of connections, called synapses.
