HONDA HA420 dropsheet

Referring to the Honda HA420 WEIGHT & BALANCE doc:


1  The Fuel correction graph on the dropsheet has been constructed for Fuel at SG 0.8 (6.7 Lbs/Gall). This is the median in the USABLE FUEL tables on page 6-26 and the value employed in the load example On Page 6-20. I trust this is satisfactory.
2  Be aware that calculating Take off and Landing C of G is not as straight forward as hitherto:  The HA420 doc assumes all fuel calculations are made from the datum of Zero Fuel. Normally, the value for Taxy Fuel weight and moment would be SUBTRACTED from Ramp values to get Take off values. But this does not work with the Honda doc data. 
Nevertheless the loading example shown on Page 6-20 SUBTRACTS a moment value for taxy fuel which cannot be found in the USABLE FUEL tables on page 6-26! (The value shown for the 100 Lbs of Taxy & RunUp Fuel is not that for 100 Lbs, but the difference in moments between 2144 Lbs (Ramp) and 2044 Lbs (TakeOff) Fuel). This is not at all obvious to the reader/operator and the Honda doc should be placarded to reflect this. 

3  One solution would be to presume a standing correction of +4 Index units be applied (+4 representing the maximum for 100 Lbs of Taxy Fuel). Another solution, probably better, is a small table listing corrections for 100 Lbs of Taxy Fuel eg:-

Provision on the dropsheet is made for Landing C of G to be calculated from Zero Fuel datum, rather than subtracting trip Fuel as usual. If that is acceptable, the dropsheet can be duly annotated accordingly.
The fact is the Honda docs do not illustrate any other way of doing it, and the variations in fuel loading on this aircraft type impacts balance in a way that is not at all linear. Thus the only reliable way of ascertaining  landing C of G is to calculate by adding fuel remaining values to Zero Fuel, (and not by subtracting Trip fuel from take off values).
