Now that I have been able to listen to your new album tracks somewhat more attentively, I would again like to congratulate you with an extremely creative collection of inspiring little gems! It's quite obvious that the timeless flame of the true composer burns brightly within you, and boy, you have such talent for doing what you do, bringing some light into a world that seems weary and worn, and much in need of the inspiration such as you manifest. Almost each track has some surprise in store that nestles itself very pleasantly in awareness. Especially 'Drive on to Moscow' kept lingering in my mind for days on end. And I'll admit that I was especially interested in "Lookout on the horizon", since I'm such a fan of Richard T. On the other hand, that's not what it ought to be about. I also noticed that your name is frequently linked to your ELO days in 1981-1986, but frankly speaking, you don't really need that. I understand its usefulness in terms of marketing/PR, but your musicianship / talent has such a unique quality in its own right that you really do not need any support from anything associated with ELO. I find your "7" album in many respects to be much more creative and diverse than Jeff's recent "Alone in the universe" effort. The fact that it doesn't draw as much media attention because you had bad luck with marketing in the seventies and eighties, is quite irrelevant. Your music, by definition, finds it way - and will continue to find its way - to exactly those who are meant to hear it. And who could ask for more?

Again, chapeau on yet another great release, and I hope the world will continue to experience your musical healing for a long time to come!

I listened to this EP quite often during the last days with the cover and the annotations before me – and though it's only 5 songs long it forms a coherent whole with a beautiful (Scottish) ambience to delve into. The great painting by highland artist Claire Innes is very atmospheric. 
Here one can see once again what an overall concept (like with “Earthrise”) and equally good artwork can add to the music …
 

“Big Brown Sky” is a great opener – a real earworm with an infectious rhythm … into which you discreetly mixed some nice Scottish tunes …
 

“Gibraltar Farm” - I love the whole song with its atmosphere and especially that most melancholy sounding “And Every Night ...”-part – that's Dave at his best. I can clearly hear the added tambourine covered with the skin of Scottish highland cattle … and if it has no skin at all, then it was Scottish air in its place … ;-)  Needless to say that serious and engaged topics (Hiroshima, Berlin, Tanya ...) belong to Dave’s very special skills.
He always find words to express the emotionality of it, and a voice that can sound quite soulful and touched (“This Is The Day” is a good example) corresponds with it perfectly. At the same time, in the point of view and in the voice there is a respectful distance which never lets it become kitschy ...
I have read about Violette Szabo and it made me realise how knowing the fates of individuals make you feel the human suffering behind the abstract numbers of this monstrous crime.
 

Amazingly you do songs to make you smile equally well, e. g. “Girl In A Jaguar”, “Go-Getter Lady”, “Golden Oldies” which belong to my favourites, too ...
 

“Still” is a wonderfully charming love song – reminds me almost of a classical Scottish folk song. The two-part vocals with Alyssa Smillie are very effective and make a lot of this atmosphere. The chorus (“Still I Love You”) is so catchy … but I don't want to dissect the song – everything fits perfectly … 
 

“The Eyes Of Lochaber” sounds very much like a traditional (especially the verses), not just because of the atmospheric bagpipes. The rockier chorus is catchy, again … Actually, it's not the musical style that completely dominates my CD shelves – but with Dave, it's somehow special and worth listening to ...
 

“Not In Narnia” - thrilling harmonies in the verses and again real ear worm qualities in the chorus musically and lyrically!
MORGAN Album - AMPEX A10118
Dave Morgan is among the new wave of lyrical, acoustical folk-rock performers who have taken the recording industry by storm. Forceful, earthy, and yet gentle he is an artist who fell into the musical pudding rather by accident at the ripe age of twenty-two. Now twenty-eight, he is a veteran of several rock groups in England, still having manage to find the time to write two hit songs, ‘Mary Collinto’ and ‘Something’ plus all the songs on a soon-to–be-released LP by a new group, Wishful Thinking. 
Dave has a deceptively rangy voice and the ability to call upon a throaty, gravel-like quality which can change in a moment to a sound that is soft and sensitive. Virtually self-taught, he assembles things which he has heard with things that he feels, and comes up with a sound that is distinctly Dave Morgan. The Bird

 "Bubbles" is a collection of ten (10) tunes including a stomping cover of the Buddy Holly classic "Well ... All Right" alongside nine original compositions which exhibit the influence of Bob Dylan in places with welcome nods to The Beatles and, of course, his old pal Jeff Lynne and ELO too. So named after the "various interludes which sort of bubble up between tracks" (as eloquently explained by Dave recently), "Bubbles" opens with the atmospheric layered vocals of "I'd Love To See You" before "On A Plane" - the most ELOesque of the songs on show here - arrives to grab your aural attention complete with additional guitar contribution of Tony Kelsey. The bluegrass flavoured "Black Dog Day" signposts a change of genre before a new version of the quirky "Mistress Caroline" (originally found on Dave's 2001 "Reel Two" album) makes its appearance, with former ELO bassist Martin Smith also guesting on guitar. The interestingly entitled "The Queen, The Prince And The Dish" is next, a song about HM The Queen, the passing of Prince and an old friend. The last four tracks have all been proof tested in Morganisation's recent live shows and all translate nicely into studio tracks. The crowd pleasing rocker "Knower" is followed the beautiful homage to wartime heroine Violette Szabo GC: "Gibraltar Farm". The anthemic "Are You Ready?" and finally the catchy "Big Brown Sky" close out this highly enjoyable outing which also serves as as a reminder (if it were needed) to the songwriting legacy of one Dave Scott-Morgan with a little help from wife Mandy, talented guitarist Alex Lowe, Alan Smith and Jack Rosa. My fave track has to be "On A Plane" and with an asking price of only £7, this album is a real steal! What’s the connection between the vibrant rock scene of 70’s Birmingham and award winning Lancaster Music Festival?  The answer: MOrganisation. Birmingham based former Electric Light Orchestra guitarist and vocalist, David Scott-Morgan, brings his 5 piece band to Lancaster with an eclectic mix of original songs and ELO classics. You can hear the influences of Buddy Holly, Dylan, the Beatles and (of course) ELO through their repertoire, with the beat provided by a cajon (a snare in a box), presenting an electro-acoustic sMOrgasbord of rock-pop delight with rich melodies and close harmonies.

Dave hit the 'brum-beat' music scene in the 60's with groups such as The Ugly's and Magnum, playing alongside Steve Gibbons and wrote for The Move and Wishful Thinking. In the 80's he was part of Electric Light Orchestra's stage line-up and was a studio musician on their album 'Secret Messages' as well as Jeff Lynne's 'Armchair Theatre' album.

A collaboration with ELO's keyboard player, Richard Tandy, produced the 'Earth Rise' album and with guitarist Martin Smith he developed a CD compilation 'The BC Collection'. In 2012 he teamed up with Martin Smith again to produce 'Across the Divide'. 

With humorous anecdotes spanning 5 decades, Dave recalls his song writing and numerous encounters with music legends. 

From house to festival stage, MOrganisation deliver a rich, easy-listening experience that will take you back to the 70's or leave you wishing it could.

CAUGHT LIVE [2]: MORGANISATION @ THE ARTRIX 23/09/16 


Hello ... Hello ... my old friends ... It's great to see you once again! Time really does fly these days. It's now just over a year since Yours Truly KJS ventured over to Birmingham to see Morganisation make their live debut. Fast forwarding to 2016, the opportunity to go see Dave Scott-Morgan's lively quintet perform at the homely Artrix Theatre in Bromsgrove last night [Friday 23rd September] - was certainly one not to be missed.

But first, mention must needs be made of the wonderful support provided by Indica Campbell - daughter, of course, of UB40's Ali. The talented songstress - more than ably assisted on stage by guitarist and cohort Stuart Toogood - delivered an impressive roster of songs comprising original compositions such as "I Can Never Love You Again" alongside covers of Nine Inch Nail's "Hurt" and the Amy Winehouse anthem "Valerie". This was a confident and astute performance by Indica, promising much for the future. Definitely one to watch!

In a word or three, Morganisation were fantastic! Dave Scott-Morgan has managed to fashion an entertaining and talented band alongside wife Mandy, judging by the quality of this multi-media, anecdote and music filled show. In fact, it is more accurate to describe Morganisation as a family unit rather than simply as a band. Family in the sense of their roots in 'Brum Beat' history and family in the sense of the way they interacted and came across to the healthy audience. We were treated to a balanced set of fifteen songs which not only paid homage to DSM's own musical heroes in Buddy Holly, The Beatles and Bob Dylan but also managed to include a suitable proportion of Jeff Lynne penned ELO classics as well as some Morganisation gems of their own. Two songs from 2012's classy "Across The Divide" plus a quartet of tracks from new album "Bubbles" - due a full release on Saturday 26th November - meant that all the bases were covered in show that literally was over too soon. The intricate guitar craft of Alex Lowe again caught the eye, blending nicely with the impressive percussion of Jack Rosa and keyboard antics of Alan Smith. Dave and Mandy are really and truly a couple and they manage to convey that beautifully within their recollections, onstage discourse and musicianship. I can't pick a fave because they were all fab!

Fans of ELO/Jeff Lynne should also pay attention to Morganisation, both when they can be caught live and from their recorded output. We do indeed look forward to "Bubbles" and, if you can't wait a couple of months, why not purchase the seven [7] pre-release tracks here to whet your appetite?

Some albums get your attention the very first time you hear them. 
"Across The Divide" by Dave Scott-Morgan is definitely in the latter category. The former ELO man has put together a great set of eleven songs that not only vary in tempo and style but also contain pensive lyrics which not only convey, in part, his Christian faith, but deliver some really catchy tunes with a message.
There are very definite ELO and Beatles influences here. The album - produced by former ELO bassist Martin Smith - has some acoustically driven numbers and some more complex constructions too. 
For instance, 
the storytelling ‘Samson and Delilah’ could be a Bob Dylan number, 
‘Post War Baby’ sounds like the next chapter to Dave's huge hit: ‘Hiroshima’ and ‘Girl In A Jaguar’ is so very Beatlesque in nature…and because there are so many fine songs on here with so many different styles all headed by Dave's solid wide-ranging vocals, the album is absolutely balanced and instantly likeable. 
Some of these songs have been waiting to be finished for quite a long time but, as with fine wine, one has had to wait to savour the final result. 
‘Benediction’ is a stunning opener followed by the folksy-bluesy "Normal Day",

There are very definite ELO and Beatles influences here. The album - produced by former ELO bassist Martin Smith- has some acoustically driven numbers and some more complex constructions too. SHANTYTOWN BLUES was inspired by Curtis Mayfield. ROBIN'S SONG: Robin is a Crazy Bird, writing crazy things about Dave on Facebook. 'POST WAR BABY is about a beauty that only has the materialistic view on things. This song was recorded at FTM Germany Subscriber Louis Miguel's home in Valencia, Spain. GIRL IN A JAGUAR: About a guy from the neighborhood who uses the familyJaguarto specify aeertain social standard. ACROSS THE DIVIDE: The success of yesterday lies lost in the mists of the past. Every so often, a brilliant album is condemned to oblivion by blunder upon blunder in marketing. Such has been the fate of the 1985 concept album "Earth rise" by Richard Tandy and Dave Morgan; the former being the keyboardist of the Electric Light Orchestra, and the latter a fellow Brummie who's been in and out of Birmingham bands such as the The Move and E.L.O (from 1981 to 1986).
In the early eighties, a musical period when concept rock albums where out-of-fashion and "not done", Tandy and Morgan constructed a timeless gem out of a bunch of demos by singer-songwriter Dave Morgan. The "Earth rise" story is about an intergalactic space traveller, who, in the emptiness of the Galaxy, is longing to return to his one love on Earth; in the end, he realises that true love has always been present within himself ("The secret was always inside"). Apart from the science fiction form, the content is really about universal questions, and both the compositions and the lyrics are impressively haunting: "Feeling so lonely / Feeling so blue / Feeling so empty / Like all this distance between me and you", and "Travelling one thousand worlds, searching for only one..." Who hasn't done this one way or another in his/her lifetime?
The album easily matches E.L.O.'s 1981 "Time" album in inspiration and flow, and, Richard Tandy being a prominent player on both albums, share several similarities. If you like E.L.O.'s "Time", you're going to love "Earth Rise". And yet, Earth Rise has an originality and energy of its own that prevents it from being labeled a "Time imitation".
The album was released in 1985 on vinyl and cassette, but for all kinds of reasons, marketing was totally absent. The album got no airplay at all, which, as we all know, is deadly for commercial success. Given the proper airplay, tracks like "Spaceship Earth", "Zero zero" and "Pictures in my pillow" could easily have been massive hits, given the combination of commercial sound production and emotional impact.
As a minor point of this release, I found that the track order has been changed, which means the story just doesn't seem to flow as logically as it did on the original release. Moreover, both "Zero zero" and "Pictures on my pillow" have now been 'relegated' to the end of the disc, as a sort of 'bonus tracks'. While they may not fit into the concept story lyrically, I feel that on the original release they came at exactly the right spot. Also, two left-over tracks have now been inserted at various points without really adding anything significant. But hey, track order is easily rearranged when playing the CD, and, most important of all, the tracks are still the original recordings, not re-workings.
A final minor point is the cover art, which I feel is way inferior to the original cassette album art. On the other hand, the lyrics have now been included in the booklet, which is nice, given the importance of the storyline.
All in all, I'm glad that this timeless concept album has been given another chance on the market, and I'm sure many E.L.O. fans will spend many a blissful hour on re-listening this collaborative, extremely musical sytnth-rock-album. Let's release "Spaceship Earth" as a single after all - but who's going to organize the airplay this time?

Since 11th July 2013, a printed version of the book is now available via Amazon.uk for 8.99 pounds. As an E.L.O. fan I was of course curious on to which extent Dave would go into details about his time as a member of the Electric Light Orchestra, or whether he would just try to bring us closer to his current life philosophy.

When the book arrived, I devoured it immediately, because it is beautifully written. Of course Dave uses some English words that I have never before read in English books before, but still you can always get the picture of what he is talking about. Dave already apologizes in the preface that he has written everything down, like he can retrieve it from his memories today and also apologizes for the blurry quality of the black/white photos, which had been sufficient for the download version. Also, the structure of the book, which was printed in Leipzig by the way, is very clever. It is arranged chronologically by topic, so while in the 11 chapters the topics are processed it is very interesting when the small time jumps lead every now and then to pick up a few facts from the previous chapters again. While reading this gives the good feeling to participate with Dave, as if he is sitting in front of you telling you all this personally.

For the E.L.O. Fans among us we get a lot of new information, because finally someone from the inner circle of the band writes, how it really had happened. Above all we really learn something about the time after 1980 which obviously is missing in Bev Bevan's "E.L.O. Story", and also was rather an attempt to present the E.L.O. History as an exciting rock band epic.

The great thing about Dave's book is that he has realized that the majority of readers only will read it because of his E.L.O. membership. He already surprised us in the very first chapter with the fact that he had already met Jeff Lynne in December ‘63 (before Richard Tandy), when he asked at a concert of Dave’s if he could play on his guitar. Dave describes Jeff as someone, who knew at a very early stage that people would need to hear his songs, while Dave was still in the process if anyone would like to hear his songs at all. Dave’s career in the Birmingham bands fits into the rotating carousel of replacements. Jeff Lynne replaced Roy Wood when he left the Nightriders for The Move, and Dave replaced Trevor Burton in Danny King’s group. Dave describes his connection to Carl Wayne and how he met Richard Tandy, and the first small success when his song Something became the B-side of Blackberry Way. Dave's career as a songwriter in the gagging-contract with Lou Reizner ("All This And World War II"), his first solo album as a folk singer and the fact that to him, an unfamiliar band called Wishful Thinking from the Reizner stable recorded a full album of Dave Morgan songs in 1970, without him having any influence on it, show a whole new side of Dave. When the song Hiroshima nine years later, in 1979, became a sleeper hit in Germany (1 year in the lower chart positions) Dave really got royalties for the first time. This allowed him to finance a trip to the USA, where he visited Jeff and Richard in L.A. while they were recording All Over The World. These little stories are the charm of this book. Dave was proud to get a taste of some of the biggest stars in the world, while his colleagues in Birmingham tried to put the success of Jeff off. This also explains the beginning of an anti-Lynne mood in the UK.

Very nice then also the chapter about the "Time"-tour. Dave inquired with Jeff if he could help him out with something on the new tour. As an E.L.O. member Dave got into a completely different world with all the advantages of the star life and was well paid. Dave writes about many episodes, talks about Mik, Kelly, Bev and Lou in an objective way. Many small episodes about the time and work in the studio with Jeff Lynne develop a much more human picture of him. To all Jeff Lynne fans this book is therefore recommend because it is a piece of contemporary history, of which we were not allowed to learn as much back then. Of course, it is also talked about the whole projects with Richard Tandy and Martin Smith, whereby the E.L.O. reference is even more extensive. Dave and Richard with the Uglys, then Balls, his time with Magnum and the attempt to record the Morgan Cleary album, this all is very interesting reading, as the Cleary disaster culminated in the song Princeton.
Dave's relationship with his parents, his other passion, the flying as a flight instructor, him being an inventor with patents pending, surprise us very much, as well as his open approach to tell us about his three wives. Due to his resume, with all its ups and downs, one can also understand why Dave was baptized in the late 80’s to become a re-born Christian. This chapter, however, is not really written missionary, but just another facet of his life. This again is connected with his support in the UK Romania's charity.

So all in all an interesting book to read, which lets the whole E.L.O. History from 1980 to 1987 appear in a new light. Had anyone guessed that in 1986 Mik Kaminski and Dave along with Jeff spent an evening with George Harrison at Friar Park? For Dave as a Beatles fan it was of course one of his highlights. It is described as witty as the first encounter with George backstage at the NEC Heartbeat '86 concert where Jeff instructed his band colleagues to all behave as normally as possible when George Harrison comes through the door in a minute.
Dave finally comes to the conclusion that he thought that his life was a mess. But then he discovers a pattern (Patterns in the chaos), a red thread of destiny, which he describes - of course - with God, and that everything he had to go through (and thus we all had to in our lives) ultimately makes sense.

Go and read the book, it’s worth it.

“The song was all right but I thought it could have reached farther and went harder. The lyrics were a bit cliched being from an old blessing and all, I mean, I feel like I've heard fifty songs using those same words. The vocalist had a very unique sound to his voice, though, that was pretty good. The guitar parts were nice.”


“I like the intro and the usage of the guitar. The rocky voice has a nice touch, unsure about the lyrics though, very repetitive. The singing is rather quiet and could do with being a little louder, Backings singers are needed for this. not a bad song at all but could do with alot of work! . more instruments are also needed”


“I love the tempo of this track, it 's funky and upliftng. This track sounds like a django track. The techno element is fascinating. The lyrics are aspiraional and story telling like. The melody is smooth and joyous. The artists is very talented and sound like mumford and sons at times. Thus, this song will find commercial success with MAS fans” 


“The instrumentals involved is creative and the beat sounds more like a pop rock sound. The singer of the song gives off a modern day funky vibe. He has a deep voice and sings in a gravelly tone but in a good way. This is different then music today and I think it 's talented how this song is different and creative.”


“The song has a really good intro, with the combined presence of multiple instruments that all blend together in a nice genuine way. It 's refreshing not to have a lot of extra sound effects brought in, it gives the song a more genuine quality. The lyrics are familiar, but the singer brings new life to them which makes them sound original and unique. He has a raw voice, but it 's even and strong and he sounds very professional. The song is catchy, it sounds like a hit already. There's so much emotion portrayed throughout the song, and it 's an extra perk when the singer can belt out those higher note's with such intensity. It adds to the edginess of the song.”


“The beat and percussion of this track are very strong and there is a unique sound there as well. The guitars are very well played and show some creativity. The vocals are gritty and imperfect, this works with the tone of the lyrics though I think. There is energy to this song. The actual performance is a bit lacking though in parts.”


“This up tempo beat was very cool. The was strong, passionate and positive. It had a great beat. The vocalist had a powerful voice. The instruments were strong and had a consistent beat behind it. It had a unique sound as the electronic guitar kept it pumping.The tune was catchy and the vibrations of the rhythm was consistent. Commercially, it will take a while to stay on the charts but because it is so catchy, it will be loved as the potential exists for it do very well.”


“Not very impressive. It 's kind of a okay music. The music is uninspired. Lacking a proper balance and contrast. The male singer voice is not so experienced. He does not seem like singing just reading. The lyrics and the music is not well synched or not together or not a perfect match. Could have been improved a bit. Overall it 's a kind of a little weak song.”


“The music and singing is good. The acapella part at the end should be left out or the harmonies should be reworked. The song was overall a good one, but it would not stand out if it were up against others in that genre. I would like to hear another track from this artist to see if it follows the same trend.”


“I'm somewhat hot and cold about this song. I think the words are full of meaning and the lyrics are clever. The music gives a rockband 90's feel. I think this song could have been a hit 15 years ago, but not with how music has changed today. The singer couldn't sing at all. They were in the right pitch and their voice cracked. If someone else sang this, my opinion would change.”


“The beats right away is strong and upbeat. It slowly picks up. The way the artist sounds goes well with the tone. His voice has a strong tone that complements with the instruments. His voice changes tone a lot from rough to smooth. I think it works with this kind of genre. He seems to sing about love but it isn't too clear. Something I would hear going to a country county fair. The electric guitar that plays isn't too strong that it overpowers the song. The artist 's voice changes that I am starting to think there is more than one singer, but if it 's just one person that is really impressive.”


“Sounded like some Nine Inch Nails at the start but they are very different once the vocalist is heard. Their instrument will keep you hooked to the speakers with your ears. The singer has abilities and capable of taking his band to higher places. Will be enjoyed by many listeners on the radio and even at live shows. One to watch out for in the future as they sound very well in the ears.”


“The song starts off with a nice assortment of drums and guitar. More instruments flood in to create a powerful sound. The man's voice is pretty well suited for this genre. The lyrics are a tad hard to follow but aren't bad. If the vocals were a bit easier to hear, this song would have some solid potential for the radio.”


“High paced song with very entertaining rhythm. Instrumental have a lot of energy and song just slows really smooth, although singer's voice have some flaws as the slightly went off tune few times and they just don't have much sparkle in their tone. Content also seem a bit uncreative as its a bit repetitive. Singer performed very well, and i think they have some skills. However, there were few awkward pauses which wasn't necessary. The sound was great with good melody, singer definitely showed a lot of talent but this is just a normal song.”


“Your music construction wasn't notably great, nevertheless it possibly has commercial value if it had been fixed in another way. I do think it could become commercial should the performer moves around some of the design to this tune. Your melody had been strong so i though nevertheless the lyrics definitely made the melody to appear cheesy. I really relished the actual instrument players we were looking at original as well as ingenious. This designer possesses some normal expertise however will be out of tune at times. The overall melody process has been connected with poor production and desires meaningful. Help the tone of the melody, receive the performer to employ their vocal range allowing the song would have been a good deal far better.”


“The introduction to this song was very effective as well as sharp. This is simply because the combination of the of the stroke of the guitar and the weird shudders did not combine very well. However, as the song developed on everything changed. Including the beats! I think the artist can amazingly vary his tone of voice effectively through out the song. The combination of everything put together e.g. beats, instruments, vocals, work together very well. Therefore, i give this a rating of a 6.”


“This tunes structure is not especially great, nonetheless it has future prospective if it had been organized in a different way. I'm sure it might become commercial should the musician modified the framework in the music. This particular beat has been powerful somewhat however the lyrics definitely created your song to seem cringeworthy. I seriously liked this particular group they were authentic while also ingenious. The actual musician offers a slight bit of common talent although is usually inconsistent. The overall tune manufacturing has been on the side of cheap producing in addition to it desires strengthening. Improve the tone on the music, receive the musician to rehearse his or her singing and the music would be a good deal far better.”


“The use of the guitar riffs along with the drum beats gave me a feel of summer and all the freedom. The lyrics was very inspiring and soulful. The voice also seemed a perfect fit for this kind of the song. The use of keyboard made this song even more melodious. And the use of electronic elements added creativity to the song.”


“Different. Good tempo/beat. I like the artists sound. I think the song has a great mix with the artists voice. I like the pace in the artists voice. I think the artist could put a little more soul and emphasis in some portions of the song. The song has some potential to succeed. Do not change the end, it is great!”


“Very nice intro. It caught my attention instantly. I love the lyrics. Sounds very original. I love the artist voice. His vocals are amazing. I love how rough and gruff it sounds, but its still very appeasing to the ears. The instrumentals make him sound even better. Production knew what they were doing with this one. They did an extremely good job.”


“The beat is very nice, one the beat with the guitar mixed makes a very nice tune. Then the vocals. What to say about the vocals. They are kind of nice with a sort of rock/funk vibe to them. I can't classify this song as funk or rock. The vocals around 80 seconds seemed a touch off key and need a little bit of work”
