Smart Passworded Pages plugin          Installed 28 Aug 18
Create a parent page that is NOT passworded and include the shotcode somewhere in the text: [smartpwpages]
Then create child pages that ARE password protected using the normal WordPress process for adding a password. It’s that simple. The user will be taken to the first passworded child page that matches the password the reader entered.

WordPress makes it easy to disable Gutenberg and return to using the classic editor (aka: TinyMCE). First, you'll need to install & activate the Classic Editor plugin. After that, let's walk through a few different options you have.
Classic Editor restores the previous Edit Post screen and makes it possible to use the WordPress plugins that extend it, add old-style meta boxes, or otherwise depend on the previous editor.

WordPress Classic Editor Plugin

When disabling Gutenberg, you have two different modes to choose from:

· Always use the classic editor (completely removes Gutenberg)

· Switch between Gutenberg & the classic editor (using different links)

Always Use Classic Editor

Audio Album by Cube Colour
The plugin was originally created for Dave Draper’s website where the it is used on the music pages. For an example, please see the page for the Wild Bunch album featuring Dave on vocals and bass.

Audio Album uses the default audio capabilities of mediaelement.js included with core WordPress files and enables you to style a group of audio files (MP3 etc) as single block formatted as an album. The colours can be customized in the Audio Album section of the WordPress customizer.

You can display as many Audio Albums as you need on your site, with multiple albums on each page.

Lyrics / other info in a popup window

There are some additional parameters which can be added to the [audioalbum] shortcode to optionally add a button to allow a visitor to open a link on each audio track to open a page in your site within a popup window.

You need to first create the page, post, or custom post type post and make a note of the post/page id.

There are four parameter/value pairs which can be added to the [audiotrack] shortcode to make a popup link

· Buttonlink

buttontext

Width

Height

Enter the page/post id of the target page as the value for the buttonlink parameter. A button will only be shown when a value is set for the buttonlink parameter.

The buttontext attribute is optional, if no value is specified, the default label of ‘lyrics’ will be shown on the button.

The dimensions of the popup window can also be specified using optional width and height attributes. If no values are given, default values of 520px (width) and 400px (height) will be used.

If your site is using a Genesis child theme, as a little bonus, a landing-page template without a masthead, menus, sidebars or other distractions will be applied to the popup page.

Direct Download Link in Divi 

HTML5 recently introduced the Download Attribute as a more simplified solution for direct downloads. The attribute seeks to accomplish two main things: 1) the attribute specifies the target link will be downloaded on click and 2) the value of the attribute will serve as the name of the downloaded file.
You may want to create a download for an eBook offer, a purchased media file, or simply a high definition image.

Adding the Download Attribute

The structure of a link with the download attribute is pretty straightforward. Simply add “download” inside the beginning < a > tag along with your “href” attribute containing the url to your file.

<a href="/files/download-file.pdf" download >Download Link</a>
The download attribute also allows you to designate a filename other than the original file name. Simply add the new name as the value of the download attribute:

<a href="/files/download-file.pdf" download="newname" >Download Link</a>
In the above example, the download file will be stored with the name “newname” instead of the original file name “download-file.pdf”. The new filename value will provide a simple and user-friendly filename.to be used in place of the more confusing filename.. 

Adding the target attribute fallback

Because the download attribute still isn’t supported by all browsers, it is a good idea to add the target=”_blank” attribute to your link. This will open the link in another browser. That way if the browser doesn’t support the download attribute, it will simply open the file in a new window as it would without the download attribute.

Turning your Link into a Divi Button  (elegant themes=et)

A way to turn your link into a Divi button is to add the “et_pb_button” class to your link. The class will apply the CSS already built in to Divi. The button will inherit the color of your body link color, so if you want to change the style of the button, you would need to add some inline styling to your link or add an additional class to the link and style it using CSS.

WP-Backup info
Core WordPress files include files in the root folder, wp-includes, and wp-admin folder. These do not need backing up. Normally no changes are made to these files and fresh copes can always be obtained from WordPress.org website. 
The configuration files contain important information for your WordPress website:-    
wp-config.php, which contains your connection details, and .htaccess 

The wp-content folder is where WordPress stores all your images, media, themes, and plugins. The contents of this folder are unique to your website. If you know what plugins and theme you had installed on your WordPress site, then you can always get fresh copies of these plugins and themes from their sources. In that case, you don’t need to backup plugins and themes folders.

Add a CSS ID or class name to a module

You can enter a Custom ID or Class Name for any row, column, or module, and that name can be used as a selector in any custom CSS rules that you write.

To assign a custom CSS ID or class value to a row, column, or module:
1. Open a row, column, or module for editing.

2. Click the Advanced tab and scroll down to the HTML Element section.

3. Add a unique ID or a class name or both, depending on how you plan to use it.
Don't use a pound sign or period in the value. Separate Multiple CSS classes with spaces. 

About the ID selector

An ID selector must be unique, (only be used for only one element).

IDs are used for two purposes:

· To write custom CSS rules that apply to a single element.

· To create an anchor so you can link to that element, eg. for scrolling down to a particular spot. 

The symbol used to refer to an ID selector in a CSS rule is the pound sign (#). For example, if you assign an ID named my-element to a module, you can target that ID by writing a CSS rule for #my-element. 
The following rule says that the element with the ID my-element must be right-aligned:

#my-element {     text-align: right;  }
About the class selector

The same class selector can be used with as many elements as you want your CSS rule to apply to.

A class selector name has the same constraints as ID names.


Suppose you have several modules that you want to center on the page. Assign the same class name, my-elements, to each of the modules. The CSS symbol to refer to a class is a period (.), so your CSS rule 
would look like this:

.my-elements {      text-align: center;   }

Note: Use the # sign to name IDs in your CSS rule, but do not use it when you assign the ID name to the row, column, or module. Also a class name starts with a period in your CSS rule but the value you enter into the CSS for an element should not include the period.

WordPress Database

WordPress uses PHP (programming language) to store and retrieve data from the database. The information stored in a WordPress database include: posts, pages, comments, categories, tags, custom fields, users, and other site options such as site urls etc. 
When you first install WordPress, it asks you to provide your Database name, host, username, and password. This information is stored in the configuration file (wp-config.php).

During the installation, WordPress uses the information you provide about the database to create tables and store default installation data inside those tables. After the installation, WordPress runs queries to this database to dynamically generate HTML pages for your website or blog. This is what makes WordPress extremely powerful because you don’t have to create a new .html file for each page that you want to create. WordPress handles everything dynamically.

Each WordPress installation has 11 default tables in the database. Each database table contains data for different sections, features, and functionality of WordPress: 
wp_commentmeta : Meta info about comments posted on a WordPress website. This table has four fields meta_id, comment_id, meta_key, and meta_value. Each meta_id is related to a comment_id. 

wp_comments : WordPress comments. It contains comment author name, url, email, comment, etc. 

wp_links : To manage blogrolls create by earlier versions of WordPress or the Link Manager plugin. 

wp_options : WordPress site wide settings such as: site url, admin email, default category, posts per page, time format, and much more. The options table is also used to store plugin settings. 

wp_postmeta : info about your WordPress posts, pages, and custom post types. 
wp_posts : This table contains all your posts, pages, revisions, and custom post types.

wp_terms : Individual taxonomy items are called terms and they are stored in this table. Example, your WordPress categories and tags are taxonomies, and each category and tag inside them is a term. 

wp_term_relationships : For example this table that helps WordPress determine post X is in Y category.

wp_term_taxonomy : This table defines taxonomies for terms defined in wp_terms table. 
wp_usermeta : Contains meta information about Users on your website. 

wp_users : Contains User information like username, password, user email, etc. 

Managing WordPress Database using phpMyAdmin

phpMyAdmin is an open source software that provides a web based graphical user interface to manage your mySQL database. 
Clicking on Databases will show you a list of Databases you have created or have access to. Click on your WordPress Database, and it will show you the list of your WordPress Database tables. 

You can perform various tasks from phpMyAdmin such as find/replace a certain word in your post, repair your database, optimize your database, add new admin users, deactivate all plugins, change passwords etc etc etc.  Note: Before you change anything, you must make a database backup. There is no undo button. So just make the backup.

Creating a WordPress Database Backup using phpMyAdmin

To create a backup of your WordPress database from phpMyAdmin, click on your WordPress Database. On the top menu, click on the Export tab. 
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In newer versions of phpMyAdmin, it will ask you for a export method. The quick method will export your database in a .sql file. In custom method it will provide you with more options and ability to download backup in compressed zip or gzip archive. We recommend using custom method and choosing zip as the compression method. The custom method also allows you to exclude tables from the database. Lets say if you used a plugin that created a table inside your WordPress database, then you can choose to exclude that table from the backup if you want.
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Your exported database file can be imported back into a different or the same database using phpMyAdmin’s import tab. 

Optimizing your WordPress Database in phpMyAdmin

After using WordPress for a while your database becomes fragmented. There are memory overheads which increases your overall database size and query execution time. The MySQL database comes with a simple command that allows you to optimize your database. Go to phpMyAdmin and click on your WordPress Database. This will show you a list of your WordPress tables. Click on Check All link below the tables. Next to it there is a “With Selected” drop down, click on it and choose Optimize table. 
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This will optimize your WordPress tables by defragmenting tables. It will make your WordPress queries run a little faster and slightly reduce the size of your database. 

Other Things You can do Using phpMyAdmin

There are many things you can change in your WordPress website by changing values in Database using phpMyAdmin. However, it is highly recommended that you don’t ever do it unless it is absolutely necessary or if you know what you are doing. Make sure that you first back up your database before making any changes to your database. Below are some of the things you can do with your database:

· Reset WordPress Password from phpMyAdmin
· Add an Admin User to WordPress Database via mySQL
· Change WordPress Username via phpMyAdmin
· How to Deactivate all WordPress Plugin from phpMyAdmin

Securing your WordPress Database

Before we get into this, we want to emphasize that every site can be hacked. However, there are certain measures you can take to make it a little harder. First thing that you can do to is to change WordPress database prefix. This can significantly reduce the chances of SQL injection attacks on your WordPress database because often hackers target sites in masses where they are targeting the default wp_ table prefix.

You should always choose a strong username and password for your MySQL. 

1. How I would do this is start by installing a clean copy of WordPress on your server.
2. Next, import the existing database into the fresh one that was just built when you did the install.
3. Next, copy the folders and files to the new installation.
4. Edit your wp-config.php file to recognize the new database credentials.
5. If any URLs have changed (and they shouldn't) you'll need to do a find/replace in your database to replace old URLs with new URLs.

Wordpress Multi Site
A multisite network is a collection of sites that all share the same WordPress installation. They can also share plugins and themes. The individual sites in the network are virtual sites in the sense that they do not have their own directories on your server, although they do have separate directories for media uploads within the shared installation, and they do have separate tables in the database.
Compared with a typical single WordPress installation a network installation has additional considerations. You must decide if you want to use subdomains or subfolders and how you want to manage them. Installing themes and plugins is different: for example, each individual site of a network can activate both, but install neither.

To enable the Network Setup menu item, you must first define multisite in the wp-config.php file. 
Open up wp-config.php and add this line above where it says 
/* That's all, stop editing! Happy blogging. */. 
If it doesn't say that anywhere, then add the line somewhere above the first line that begins with require or include: 
/* Multisite */
define( 'WP_ALLOW_MULTISITE', true );

I have a multisite that was set up on WordPress 3.4. That means that uploads for sub-sites are stored in wp-content/blogs.dir/{blog_id}/files and are served through ms-files.php.
In WordPress 3.5, ms-files.php was disbanded completely for new installs and uploads are stored and accessed at wp-content/uploads/sites/{blog_id}.
Is there anyway I can switch my install from the pre-3.5 way of serving/uploading files to the new way? I would like to continue serving uploads through files/ for current blogs, if possible.

In theory:
Move images from blogs.dir/SITENUM/files/ to /uploads/SITENUM/ (or make an alias)
Edit all sites so they don't look in /files/ but in /uploads/SITENUM/

1. .htaccess, remove the ms-files.php line

2. Search/replace each posts table for each site, changing /files/ to /uploads/SITENUM/

A walk-through can be found here (dumping ms-files), this is not a trivial hack! It involves command-line usage, sql, and using a mu-plugin.

In your style.css file, you can specify:

How can I improve the performance of my WordPress website?    123-Reg
This article will outline some tips and tricks for making the most of your WordPress website hosted on a 123 Reg Premium Hosting package.

There are several stages of optimisation you can implement on your website to help your improve your performance meaning your loading times decrease and your website is a faster, more user-friendly site for your visitors.

Please note: You can also read this article for more general tips for running a website on your hosting package.

Linux not Windows

Most hosting packages come with both Windows and Linux operating systems. While both have their good points, Linux is the favoured platform for Content Management Systems such as Joomla, Drupal, and in particular – WordPress.

Optimising your database

One of the best ways of improving the performance of the website is to tidy up your database. This can be done for you by using phpMyAdmin; which will clear any unnecessary data from your database, leaving just the information you need to keep. How to optimise your database

From your hosting control panel, click on the MySQL Databases button in the Web Tools section.

For the Database you want to edit, click on the Manage button.

From your phpMyAdmin control panel, click on the database from the left hand side column.

Click the Check All link at the bottom of the list; this will select all of the tables in your database.

From the drop down list underneath the list of tables, select Optimize table.

Once complete, you will see a message that your SQL Query has been executed successfully.

Browser Caching

Caching allows your vistor’s browser to remember images on your site. This means that once they’ve visited once, the user won’t need to download the image again, which vastly increases the load time of your website.

This also applies to other elements of your page, such as scripts and stylesheets.

To enable browser caching, you will need to add the below code to your .htaccess file, in the same way as you did with GZIP Compression.

Optimising Images

Optimising images essentially means not having images that are larger than they need to be. Large images can impact the speed of your website’s loading, and downsizing will mean that there your site is faster.

There are plenty of tools and plugins that you can use to reduce the size of images without compromising on the image quality. Once such example is Kraken.io which will allow you to upload your images, and resize them in both lossless and lossy quality.

WordPress users can also use plugins such as WP Smush.it to automatically reduce images sizes without losing image quality, it even works on images you have already uploaded!

Redirects

Using a redirect on your website can increase the loading time as the browser will have to make the same requests twice. You should place your website files directly in the root folder of your hosting space rather than a subfolder, and then use a redirect rule to pass requests further down.

Plugins

Running a high number of plugins on your WordPress account can slow down the performance of your website, as each of these plugins may run, or attempt to run, every time your site is loaded. Multiple plugins can really mount up the loading time, causing considerable impact on your website’s performance.

If you find that you are experiencing high loading times, and have plugins installed, try uninstalling them one by one, to see which one was affecting your site’s performance. Then, if it is not essential to your site, you can decide whether or not it’s worth keeping if it jeopardises the performance of your site.

To deactivate or remove plugins, simply log in to your WordPress control panel, then select the Plugins option from the menu bar. If the plugin is active, click on the deactivate button; or to remove the plugin altogether, deactivate it, and then click on the Delete option.

Tip: Disable Caching plugins

Despite what they advertise, caching plugins are not recommended on a shared hosting environment as they are more designed and suited for VPS and dedicated packages. They can diminish performance rather than improve it.

Example of popular caching plugins are WP Super Cache and W3 Total Cache.

Change your Theme

Looks can be deceiving and so can WordPress themes. A theme can look clean and elegant but it could have been concocted with duct tape and black magic, which can seriously hurt the performance of your site.

Try different themes and balance between looks and efficiency.

Minify your code

Essentially, this means removing white space from your code. This white space is used to make your code easily readable to the human eye, however, from a computer’s perspective, this just leads to an increased file size, increasing the loading time.

Taking out the white space can be done by hand, or there are third party tools that can be used to do this for you. These are especially useful if you have long pages of code: HTML Minifier and Better WordPress Minify.

Put your Stylesheets and Scripts in the right places

Making sure your stylesheets (.css) and scripts (.js) are in the right place can do wonders towards improving your site’s speed. Your stylesheet should be linked at the top of your page code, while your scripts should be added at the bottom of the page code. Placing these incorrectly can mean that your browser has to process the entire HTML document before it can display the page, meaning that any visitors will see a blank page for a few seconds before seeing your content.
