One with Jesus

Lesson 7 – Outline


1. As Jesus is, so are you—right now—in this world.

“Herein is our love made perfect, that we may have boldness in the day of judgment: because as he is, so are we in this world” (1 John 4:17, emphasis mine).

A. It’s not your body, nor your soul, but your spirit—the born-again part of you—that’s as Jesus is.

B. Over time, you’ll see radical changes manifest as you continue believing this truth and releasing God’s corresponding power from within your born-again spirit.

2. You are one with Jesus Christ right now.

“But he that is joined unto the Lord is one spirit” (1 Cor. 6:17).

A. “One” means “a singular one to the exclusion of another.”

B. In your spirit, you are completely one with Him.

3. You can believe and experience these truths.

A. You can be transformed by renewing your mind to the point where you prove— manifest to your physical senses—the good, acceptable, and perfect will of God (Rom. 12:1-2).

B. By embracing the Word, you’ll be able to see the perfection that’s in your spirit start flowing out through your soul and body to impact your life and those God touches through you.

4. If you think what you can see, taste, hear, smell, and feel is all there is to reality, you won’t be able to walk in all of God’s will.

A. You won’t experience the power and ability of God within if you can’t perceive things beyond your body and soul.

B. If you think that God’s power is with Him somewhere out there, you’ll doubt you can ever attain it and will eventually become discouraged.

C. You must believe you are one with Him in spirit and that it’s your responsibility to release His power from within in order to see it manifest.

5. As I kept digging into God’s Word, I realized that I’m not just a man anymore.

A. One-third of me is complete, identical to and one with Jesus, and wall-to-wall Holy Ghost.Because of the confidence, security, and faith this has given me, I can confront and overcome problems now that I wasn’t able to before.

B. As you keep digging, these truths will do the same for you.

Unbelief

- ‘I do believe …. help my unbelief!’
What it is

Unbelief is a funny word. Yet it is used time and again in the bible, by Jesus and others. What does it mean.  

What it isn’t 

Unbelief is not zero belief. In fact that is impossible. Everyone believes in something. Everyone has a trust that a certain course of action have a corresponding result.
Unbelief is not Lack of faith. The NIV erroneously translates ----- to be lack of faith in Matt 17 then goes on to undermine its own point by saying that only a tiny amount of faith is needed. 


My definition of unbelief is anything other than belief in God.
It is any other paradigm, any other agenda, 


The age card
I never wanted to use the age card and never did until 9 October 2011, when the Lord toldx me to use oit as a testimony. So I spoke about my age, about the doctor codifying the family medical history with horror. 

About unbelief meaning belief in anything other word other than God’s word. Belief in facts. How can you not believe in facts? By believing a greater fact. God has made you and he’s able to remake you if you are broken and moreover his desire is to do just that. No matter what the condition of your heart.  
I play the age card

‘I do believe …. help my unbelief!’
There is a fabulous passage of scripture where a man addresses Jesus with a plea so perfect, a plea that is every bit as relevant today as it was back then: ‘Lord I do believe. Help thou my unbelief’
If that account had occurred in our culture today, then in a modern day context, it would have been spoken like this: ‘Lord I do believe in you… but I also believe in the word of the doctors.’  Or: ‘Lord I want to believe in you, but I’ve believed the word of the doctor for so long I find it difficult.
Lord please help me roll back the influence of the world system so that I can believe what you are telling me. 

What a great prayer that is for today: ‘Lord I do believe. Help thou my unbelief’

Unbelief is not zero belief. It is a competing belief. It is a belief in something other than God. Almost universally today it means belief in what our scientific culture tells us. When that takes supremacy over what the bible says about us, we find ourselves operating in unbelief. 
Jesus told his disciples in Mark 9 that the reason why they could not bring healing was because of their unbelief. 

















NIV:
Mr 9:24  Immediately the boy’s father exclaimed, "I do believe; help me overcome my unbelief!"

Ro 4:20  Yet he did not waver through unbelief regarding the promise of God, but was strengthened in his faith and gave glory to God,

Ro 11:20  Granted. But they were broken off because of unbelief, and you stand by faith. Do not be arrogant, but be afraid.

Ro 11:23  And if they do not persist in unbelief, they will be grafted in, for God is able to graft them in again.

1Ti 1:13  Even though I was once a blasphemer and a persecutor and a violent man, I was shown mercy because I acted in ignorance and unbelief.

Heb 3:19  So we see that they were not able to enter, because of their unbelief.

KJV:

Mt 13:58  And he did not many mighty works there because of their unbelief.

Mt 17:20  And Jesus said unto them, Because of your unbelief: for verily I say unto you, If ye have faith as a grain of mustard seed, ye shall say unto this mountain, Remove hence to yonder place; and it shall remove; and nothing shall be impossible unto you.

Mr 9:24  And straightway the father of the child cried out, and said with tears, Lord, I believe; help thou mine unbelief.

Mr 16:14  Afterward he appeared unto the eleven as they sat at meat, and upbraided them with their unbelief and hardness of heart, because they believed not them which had seen him after he was risen.

Ro 3:3  For what if some did not believe? shall their unbelief make the faith of God without effect?

Ro 4:20  He staggered not at the promise of God through unbelief; but was strong in faith, giving glory to God;

Ro 11:20  Well; because of unbelief they were broken off, and thou standest by faith. Be not highminded, but fear:

Ro 11:23  And they also, if they abide not still in unbelief, shall be graffed in: for God is able to graff them in again.

Ro 11:30  For as ye in times past have not believed God, yet have now obtained mercy through their unbelief:

Ro 11:32  For God hath concluded them all in unbelief, that he might have mercy upon all.

1Ti 1:13  Who was before a blasphemer, and a persecutor, and injurious: but I obtained mercy, because I did it ignorantly in unbelief.

Heb 3:12  Take heed, brethren, lest there be in any of you an evil heart of unbelief, in departing from the living God.

Heb 3:19  So we see that they could not enter in because of unbelief.

Heb 4:6  Seeing therefore it remaineth that some must enter therein, and they to whom it was first preached entered not in because of unbelief:

Heb 4:11  Let us labour therefore to enter into that rest, lest any man fall after the same example of unbelief.

The Noun Apistia


Definition: unbelief, unfaithfulness, distrust.

The noun ἀπιστία [apistia], derived from apistos, signifies “unbelief” [Thomas 570].

BDAG say it refers to “(1) unwillingness to commit oneself to another or respond positively to

the other’s words or actions, lack of belief, unbelief; (2) lack of commitment to a relationship or

pledge, unfaithfulness.”

This word occurs 11x in the NT (Matt. 13:58; Mark 6:6; 9:24; 16:14; Rom. 3:3; 4:20; 11:20, 23;

1 Tim. 1:13; Heb. 3:12; 3:19)

Matthew 13:58 ... 58 And He did not do many miracles there because of their *unbelief.

(NASB95)

Mark 6:6 ... 6 And He wondered at their *unbelief. And He was going around the

villages teaching. (NASB95)

Mark 9:24 ... 24 Immediately the boy’s father cried out and said, “I do believe; help my

*unbelief.” (NASB95)

Mark 16:14 ... 14 Afterward He appeared to the eleven themselves as they were reclining

at the table; and He reproached them for their *unbelief and hardness of heart, because

they had not believed those who had seen Him after He had risen. (NASB95)

Romans 3:3 ... 3 What then? If some did not believe, their *unbelief will not nullify the

faithfulness of God, will it? (NASB95)

Romans 4:20 ... 20 yet, with respect to the promise of God, he did not waver in *unbelief

but grew strong in faith, giving glory to God, (NASB95)

Romans 11:20 ... 20 Quite right, they were broken off for their *unbelief, but you stand

by your faith. Do not be conceited, but fear; (NASB95)

Romans 11:23 ... 23 And they also, if they do not continue in their *unbelief, will be

grafted in, for God is able to graft them in again. (NASB95)

1 Timothy 1:13 ... 13 even though I was formerly a blasphemer and a persecutor and a

violent aggressor. Yet I was shown mercy because I acted ignorantly in *unbelief;

(NASB95)

Hebrews 3:12 ... 12 Take care, brethren, that there not be in any one of you an evil,

*unbelieving heart that falls away from the living God. (NASB95)

Hebrews 3:19 ... 19 So we see that they were not able to enter because of *unbelief.
