My apologise for not replying sooner but I have been considering the alternative you suggest to downgrade my licence application to PPL. Obviously this vastly reduce privileges when all I wanted to do was revalidate the FI rating component of my current UK CPL. I understand that administrative changes are in process requiring the imposition of EASA licences and that the issue of a new CPL under EASA requires, as it does under CAA, a current Class1 medical. 
I am advised to ask you to please let me know the clause of law which states that changeovers to the EASA licence are on the basis of a new issue only (and not that of an applicant’s current status). In the circumstances, a decision to apply the requirements pertaining to the issue of a new CPL to a changeover of administration of my current CPL, would appear to be discriminatory as it effectively enforces a revocation of privileges.
