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INTRODUCTION

I only had one message from the Lord in the whole of 2012. My wife Mandy, gets them by the bucket load all the while, but in the entire year I only had one clear word. I knew it was an important word and that I needed to tell people about it: 

The Holy Spirit IN YOU is able to minister TO YOU about things he has written in the bible FOR YOU.
I had a question. It kept going around and around in my head - Why did the bible begin to make sense to me after I accepted Jesus? What made it suddenly come alive? Before then it had just been so much gobbledigook. What on earth could cause it to change so much to me? How could that be?

It was around the time that Mandy was writing a book titled ‘What just happened’. Her book was about getting saved, and it got me thinking about that time in my life. And I remembered that when I was born again the bible began to make sense to me. 

So I asked the question., I was laying awake in bed. It was the still soft blackness of a dark night. And for a long time there was silence - just the ticking of the little travel alarm clock on the dresser, counting out the seconds. 
And then, like an express train, the answer came: When you were born again the Holy Spirit in you began to witness to you about the things He has written in the bible for you.

Wow!

Can you say that again please? (I actually said that, and the Lord actually did repeat it word for word, back to me):

‘The Holy Spirit IN YOU is able to minister TO YOU about things he has put in the bible FOR YOU.’

Double Wow!

I had to get up and write it down. That express train had carved a gulley right through my interrupted sleep-time. I knew I had to remember it  and chew upon it and study it and turn it around and look at it every which way; Yes and to preach it too if anyone ever gave me opportunity to preach. (It transpires that preaching engagements are thin on the ground so while I wait I am writing it down!) Whatever, I  know it is a mega message.  
‘The Holy Spirit IN YOU is able to minister TO YOU about things he has put in the bible FOR YOU.’


Thank you Jesus. 

In You!

When you are born again the Holy Spirit comes to live in you. He is not walking alongside you chatting to you like a pal, He is in you. 
Not with you but in you. 
This was a struggle for me to understand but in you means mingled together with your inmost being. Don’t think of Him as one who is discussing things with your conscious mind, but rather as one who has become part of your guidance system. He is way down in the boiler room influencing your actions on an unconscious level. He is in a place that is not generally accessible to your day-to-day thoughts, down at your very centre. It is like the Holy Spirit is in your DNA somewhere but really He is in your born again spirit, the part of you that lives forever, the part of you that Almighty God brought alive. 

I say ‘He’ is inside you because the Holy Spirit is not an ‘it’ hanging in the air, like a gas or a vapour. The Holy Spirit is a person!  That’s how the bible describes Him. He is the comforter, the one able to lead into all truth.


Yes the Holy Spirit (also known as the Holy Ghost) is the third part of the Godhead - the ‘Trinity’. It is difficult for our tiny brains to wrap around the fact that God exists in three different personalities. Yet they are not separate. No one part of the Godhead ever acts independent of the other. So for example the bible records the spirit being present during creation and when Jesus was baptized. Jesus himself made reference to all three: To the Father; To himself as the Son; and to the Holy Spirit. 


 
And the Lord had me to understand it is the same Holy Spirit who wrote the bible. (Even that was a new wrinkle in my brain!) I had always understood that 40 different people wrote the bible over a period of 1,500 years, and of course in the practical sense, that is absolutely correct. However those 40 people were all motivated, led, energized and inspired by the one Holy Spirit. 
Yes the Holy Spirit of God (also called the Holy Ghost) is the same person who caused all those people to write down the ideas and words that God wanted recorded by men. 

Oh He used the hand of Moses and David and Paul and all those people but He put His words into their keeping. 


Nothing the Holy Spirit ever inspires you to do will disagree with what has been set out in the bible. The bible is the settled word of God (Psa 119:89). It’s not about to be revised in the light of new discoveries. The bible is the complete work of reference from God to His creation man. 

It was written by the Holy Spirit, the same person who is in you. 

He who is in you is greater than He who is in the world. 1Jn 4:4


You better believe it. If you are a born again believer, He’s in you!
In olden times the Holy Spirit only ever visited upon people at special times but since the advent of Jesus he has been sent into the world as the guarantee, a seal, the deposit for every believer. This is the surety that what has been written is correct and reliable. (Gal nn)
(Have you ever considered for just one minute the simple fact that if the bible is not correct; if it is not what it says it is; if it is not the word of God, then every church, fellowship, every believer, all those called ‘Christians’, are absolutely wasting their time!)
 
That same Holy Spirit is able to highlight to you the things He has already written in the bible - things to bless you, to help you, to educate you, to cause you to relate to God. 
That’s how much God loves you! He ministers to you on a personal level through the Holy Spirit.

How is He able to lead me into all truth?  
When is He accessible to me then? A Psalm says be still and know that I am God. There is a place in stillness, when you are able to turn down the volume of the world and listen in silence.
Paul wrote a great deal about the Holy Spirit becoming accessible though speaking in tongues. This is a contentious issue, because speaking in tongues is speaking words unintelligible to the natural mind. 

Why God wanted them is another matter 
To you!

If the first bit isn’t true, the second doesn’t apply. 
He has to be in you before he can do anything to you! 

So again, don’t bother reading this unless you are born again and by definition, you have the spirit of God living in you. 

When the Holy Spirit is in you he is able to minister to you. 
What does it mean minister to you? 
It means to be of service to you!

To which bit of me? 
He is able to minster (to be of service) to your mind AND also, by extension, to your body. The Holy Spirit in you ministers to your natural mind, through thoughts; words, pictures and ideas which well up from the spirit within. 
As your mind receives and accepts this life giving word, the outflow of the Holy Spirit’s goodness is able to minister to your natural body. 
Notice that the direction of flow is from within to without. You cannot receive healing in your body from the spirit of God inside, if your mind is rejecting the word of the spirit. Your mind is positioned between your spirit and your body! Doubt and unbelief can inhibit the operation of God’s goodness in your life. 

Renewal
How do I get rid of doubt and unbelief?
That’s a good question, because it is everywhere:  You cannot speak to anyone or switch on the TV or pick up a paper, without catching the ideas and words of unbelief.
The only way to gradually turn the volume down of this is to ‘Renew your Mind’ (Rom 12:2). It’s your mind that rejects the word of God’s spirit, because it has been soaked for so long in the word of the natural world - the word of unbelief.  
To ‘renew your mind’ means to bring your thinking more into line with how God thinks. It’s called a renewal because your mind was designed to think thoughts of faith and to believe in a supernatural God but the world will quickly contaminate and overwhelms us with belief systems that are going the other way. Belief systems that are completely carnal (the word ‘carnal’ means natural). 
So how do we do that? 
Practically speaking, you renew your mind by reading God’s word. 
It is as simple as that. 
God’s word has the power to make you think a little bit more like God thinks. The more that you read it, the more you are able to turn down the volume of the world. The more you read of the bible, the more you are able to turn up the volume of God in your thought system. 
God’s word is able to affect your deepest beliefs. Your philosophy is probably very sound but the fact is, God’s philosophy is better! The more you read His word the more you begin to take on board God’s way of thinking; It’s imbibed at a heart level.  
Remember the Holy Spirit is already in you, but He’s not in your mind. He is in your spirit which has been born again by God (and not by anything you did). 
In fact let’s be clear about this: You didn’t do it. No man can do it. If they could, they would all want to be born again by taking a pill or something! 
But only God can bring your spirit to life. 
God modelled you with a perfect spirit but you were born into a fallen world and into a state of spiritual death.  
Now because you didn’t do it, you cannot accidentally undo it. You were not the author, God was! Many worry about losing their salvation. Yet salvation is not something to be won or lost. It is a gift and although I imagine it is possible to give such a gift back if you really, really , really, were to set your mind to it, giving up the gift of God is definitely not something that can happen by accident. 
You see you didn’t do it. God did.

So Almighty God is able to minister all of His goodness to you. And here’s the beauty of it: He wants to minister His goodness To you. 
Don’t ever thin k that you receiving a blessing from God is depriving somebody else of a blessing. That thought is born of the sort of unbelief which places limits on God’s power and is not true. 
The lights will not dim one iota in heaven if everyone who is sick on planet earth gets healed at the same time! 


- means to my finite mind. The Holy Spirit is able to minister to my thoughts 
(this is called ‘renewing’ your mind Rom 12:2)


So now, every day I speak God’s word over myself.  I say it over and over; Repeating it until I imagine that I can hear God himself saying it to me. It’s like I am there when Moses or Paul or David are writing it down and sometimes they suddenly stop,  look up at me over the eons of time, and say: ‘this one is for you!’ The Holy Spirit can do that. He wrote those thoughts in the bible. 

Jesus said that He had to go away but that He would not leave us alone. In fact He said it would be better for us to have the Holy Spirit with us, Better than what? Better than having Jesus himself!  


I suppose you could argue that it is for God inasmuch as through it, the Almighty is able to set forth His intentions, and most importantly, to let men know about His true nature: His uncompromising perfection and goodness. 
You could say that at one time the outline was complete but it was in black and white. Then 2,000 years ago, Jesus came and brought it all into fantastic colour. One day that picture will become three dimensional, when we are in eternity. 

Because I know and believe in God’s goodness, I believe the spiritual realm must also be ordered by laws which God has built into 

It’s no wonder that bible is the biggest seller by far in the world of books. 
For you!
This is the most amazing thing. 
God has put things in the bible for you (well not just for you, - it’s for me too - and everybody!) He knew you would have questions that only He could answer and He knows where the answers are located in His book. To put it another way, God knew that you would have need of help at various times , and in His great goodness, He provided it.
 
Think about it like this: - God has not written the bible for his own benefit! The fact that there is a bible on earth does not directly benefit Him one iota. He doesn’t need to be ministered to and He knows the things He has promised to do, the rules He has made and what He has said. He doesn’t need them written down in a book to remember them. 
Even if that wasn’t so, God is a spirit and from the little I understand of the divine spirit realm, I am clear that it has no need or use of paper and pen. Only physical beings can make use of such things and in fact the only beings that can make use of this book or any book on planet earth, are human beings. 
The bible was written for men. 
Through it Almighty God is able to make known His intentions, and more importantly, to let men know about His true nature: His uncompromising perfection and goodness. 
Let’s make no mistake about it, God has written the bible for the benefit of His prize creation, mankind. 
That’s you and me! 
Does that encourage you? It should.

In the bible God has tailored every thought and concept into word pictures that enable us to behold what cannot be seen with physical eyes. He did it through stories of people, through poetry and through an historical record. And the result is a complete picture. 
That picture will not change. God is not going to change what is written in the light of new ‘discoveries’. In fact there is no such thing as a new discovery to God. 
Gravity, Magnetism, Electricity, all existed at the first week of creation. They are laws built into the physical universe . Electricity did not suddenly come into  being when Edison connected up his lamp in the 1860s, it was always there.

Yes God has made this wonderful universe and arranged it so that its physical realm is ordered by laws. These laws are so reliable that our science is able to manipulate them successfully. 
Now the bible teaches that the physical world is a creation of what exists in the spiritual realm - the parent realm. Can you imagine that God set all these precise laws into the physical realm and left the parent spiritual realm to be haphazard and willy-nilly? 
No that cannot be so. 
The spiritual realm might seem haphazard to us but that is because we don’t understand the laws at work. We can only use the laws of the physical universe that we understand. (Really was don’t so much ‘use’ them as ‘cooperate’ with them). In the same way to the extent that we can understand the laws God has invested in the spiritual realm, we will be able to cooperate with them. 


So healing comes to one person and not to another and we can’t understand why that is. But the same law must apply. God is s God of order. 


 in order that men would have an account of Himself 
be of benefit and use to you and me.  

And here’s another amazing statement: God knew since before the foundation of the earth who would be in heaven at the end of the age! That doesn’t mean that He pulled the strings and controlled everything along the way. Does that sound like a contradiction? Not if you are outside time and able to see the end from the beginning like God is. 
We are stuck; only ever able to travel in the one direction - from past to present, to future.  

Here’s another thought: The bible clearly shows that God holds men accountable for their actions. 

The whole reason for Jesus coming was because God in His love, saw that men needed a savior to pay the price for their wrongdoings and failure. (To ‘sin’ means to miss the mark. The mark is God’s perfect law, and we have all missed the mark).

It would be totally unjust for God hold us accountable for our actions
if in fact, He was the one controlling our actions. 
God is not unjust. In fact God cannot be unjust. In the same way he cannot lie; he cannot fail. 
No, God is only in control of that which we submit to Him. For example, many people in churches have submitted to the authority of God over their Sunday worship but they do not submit to Him when it comes to control over their wallet! Many trust God for their eternal salvation but if they suddenly have a pain in the chest they immediately call for a doctor, because they have not submitted their health to God. 
Many inside and outside church think that God’s interest is only in spiritual matters and anything practical, like health or finance, we have to take care of ourselves. That is not the message of the bible. Jesus spent more time talking about money than talking about heaven. He knew that was in our domain of need.

is only interested in what happens to us after we die. 
God is only in control of those things submitted to Him. 

If God is in control of our every action, then He cannot in justice, accuse men of doing the wrong thing. 

I speak the word of God over myself every day. I didn’t always do this. 
I began doing it after receiving a revelation about Mark 11:23 that blew my mind. Jesus was explaining to Peter how he had made the fig tree wither just by speaking to it: 
‘I tell you the truth’ he said. - And you just know he is not saying that because everything  else he said was a lie! No, he meant I need to emphasize this because you are going to find it hard to believe!  
The text reads (Mark 11:22-24):
 "Have faith in God," Jesus answered.   "I tell you the truth, if anyone says to this mountain, ‘Go, throw yourself into the sea,’ and does not doubt in his heart but believes that what he says will happen, it will be done for him.  Therefore I tell you, whatever you ask for in prayer, believe that you have received it, and it will be yours. 
A mountain is something  that in your way, something that is insurmountable. In the natural you can’t go around it and you can’t get over it. 

Really I think this applies to anything that is in God’s will (ie. is something He has provided for us). I think we have to appropriate it by confessing it (speaking it out) in faith - but it’s no good trying to apply faith in God to something that is obviously against His will. - For example if I speak revenge over someone, I cannot expect God to operate on that word because it is not in His will that I go around settling scores. On the other hand, I can be sure from the way Jesus acted on earth that God always wants to heal so I can pray for healing with confidence it is God’s will. 
It is always a more powerful word if we find a scripture to go along with what we are asking. The bible is full of great scriptures we can use (indeed they are meant for us to use). Psa 103:3 comes to mind: (The Lord) …’who forgives all your sins, who heals all your diseases’.,

A famously succinct description of the power of our words is found in
Proverbs 18:21 - Death and life are in the power of the tongue: and they that love it shall eat the fruit thereof.
You get what you say! Good or bad. 
Words are mentioned everywhere in the bible as instruments of power. Right from Genesis chapter 1 where God creates by speaking: - ‘Let there be light.’ And I guess that Jesus’ whole ministry can be described as teaching by example to speak words of faith.


You may ask ‘where did  Jesus say that we should speak to things? ’ The answer is He didn’t directly! He did it by example. I was speaking about something that I personally have been using for about 5 years, and I was amazed how quickly things changed.

I know I have a powerful starting point for a book and I hear the Lord counsel me in this way: ‘Don’t worry about what learned people say. You only have to look in their garden to see what has been planted there. You didn’t need to be there when they sowed the seed. When you see sickness you can be sure that in some way a word has been said like: ‘well you’ve got to die of something’..
The Holy Spirit is a person.

He is in your born again spirit.
which means your BA spirit is perfect, just like Jesus. So the bible makes bold declarations such as: ‘as He is so are we in this world’ (1 John 4:17).. 

He wrote the bible.




The challenge is simply to believe in the bible. To believe it at a heart-level of knowing. Whether or not it makes sense to my natural mind, I have to know it is God’s word and therefore it is the truth.

So when the bible says that as a believer I possess something already, the challenge is to believe I possess it even when I don’t feel like I have it! In a very real sense it is putting God’s opinion above my own opinion. If the bible says I have the attributes of peace and love (Gal..) then the bible is declaring that God has placed these qualities in my born again spirit. They are not in my mind until I renew my mind. 
Christianity is all about Right Believing. 
Right Believing, if it is sincere, produces Right Living.  


I used to believe that God moved in my life proportionate to my holiness. Now I know that God moves in my life proportionate to how much I can believe the gospel. The fact is it’s not easy to believe that all the blessings of God flow from what Jesus has done and has nothing - zero - to do with anything I do. But that is the gospel, that is the ‘good news’. In the natural, it is easy to understand that if do good, I get good. If I do bad, I get bad. But it’s not easy to understand that God arranged for Jesus to get all my badness so that I could get all His goodness. 
God doesn’t love me or move in my life proportionate to how holy I am living. He loves me independent of how I am living and He is able to move in my life solely in accordance with my heart-level belief in the good news of the gospel. 

The gospel of God - the good news of the New Testament - is simply that all the blessings of God flow from what His son Jesus has done and has nothing - that is zero - to do with anything you or I do. If I imagine that the blessing of God flows to me because of my holiness then I am under a form of law and I am deceived. 

Galatians teaches that those who are under any form of law will not inherit the blessings of righteousness by faith. In Gal 4:30 It paints a word-picture of this it through Hagar the bond woman and Sarah, Abraham’s wife: ‘the son of the bond woman will not share in the inheritance with the son of the free woman.’ 

It is totally to do with God’s goodness and nothing to do with you!

Remember belief comes first, then actions corresponding to that belief.

God is not counting men’s sins against them. But the devil is! 
The devil is a master lawyer and he is totting up and remembering your sins. At some point in time, he will remind you of them and tell you that it’s because of your bad behaviour that you are out of God’s favour. He will tell you that your failings are stopping God’s blessing in your life (healing, peace of mind or provision). If you believe that, you will begin to ‘come under law’, that is to operate according to law. You will actually be operating under the devil’s law because God is no longer counting your sins! The bible says so (2Cor 5:19).God has placed all your sin upon Jesus and all His wrath fell upon His son to pay for your debt. 
If I am under any system of law (for example if I believe God’s blessing devolves from my good actions) then the devil has got me. I am operating in a law-based system. Satan has a legal right to me because God has put a higher law in place - that of trust on the finished work of Jesus. 





PART TWO   -   UNDERSTANDING


Definitions
These are a few terms which I have found particularly needful of interpretation. It seems to me that these have, over the years, been misapplied to the extent their original meaning has mutated into something different. I believe the cause of much ineffectiveness and condemnation in the body of Christ is due to the popular misunderstanding of these biblical terms. In my opinion, it is vital that we understand some words correctly if one is to walk in the light of the glorious gospel.
1  To Fall from grace

What does it means to ‘fall from grace’?
Many people think that to fall from grace means to fall into sin but that is not true. To fall from grace means to stop operating in the belief of righteousness by faith. When you do that, you fall back to operating in the belief that your actions are helping to make you righteous. 
(Remember the word ‘righteous’ means right standing with God) 
If you believe that your actions are in any way, gaining you browny points with God, then you are operating under law. 

If to fall from grace means to fall into law, you have to ask the question therefore, what is the Law? 
At its root, the Law is the easiest thing in the world to understand: You do good, you get good. You do bad, you get bad. That is diametrically opposed to the good news of the gospel which is You believe in Jesus, you get good. You reject Jesus, you get bad. 
Notice that it’s easy to understand the Law. It’s natural, it makes sense to the mind. It’s not easy to understand grace. Without the Holy Spirit revealing the goodness of God to you cannot take it on board in the natural. (2Cor 2:14)

The word-picture is made compete in the Ark of the Covenant. Moses was instructed by God to place the tablets of stone on which the law was written in the bottom of the Ark, with the mercy seat of grace above. And so when we fall from grace we fall from the higher place to the lower place - from the mercy seat of grace to the Ten Commandments of the law below..  

2  Righteous / Righteousness
To be ‘righteous’ is to be Morally upright; without guilt or sin, but in the New Testament the word has been dealt a different connotation, that of ‘Right Standing with God.’ This doesn’t exclude moral uprightness - i.e. The Righteousness of God’ describes the gift of right relationship with God and this is not tied to performance or behaviour but to belief and faith in the finished work of Jesus.  
Righteousness means Right Standing with God which itself means right relationaship with God.  

The word ‘righteous’ has an old and a new connotation. In the Old Testament, the word was often used to describe a standard of holiness. behaviour. The word has been used by many religious teachers to describe the behaviour of believers. More often it is used in a negative, onerous connotation of to a preacher might thunder that ‘Only the righteous man will see heaven’ or ‘
Thus the ‘prayer of a righteous man availeth much’ (James 5:16) no longer means the prayer of one who is morally upright but the prayer of one who walks by faith in Jesus’ finished work. That in no way implies that this man is not morally upright because in the New Testament that is 
3  Suffering
When we hear the word ‘suffering’, many people interpret that to mean being in state of ill health or sickness. ‘Suffering’ can indeed mean that, but in the New Testament, the word is used almost exclusively to describe someone under the persecution of men. When people persecute you, you ‘suffer’ loss, - loss of friends, of standing, maybe even a loss of liberty. When you come under the persecution of men, you might be beaten up like Paul was. If you are, then indeed you will be suffering in your body. But this is still the suffering of persecution, not sickness. 
‘So what?’ I hear you say. 
Well, the crux of this issue is this:
When the bible commends believers for keeping the faith while undergoing sufferings, we need to understand that it is speaking of the persecution of men. Jesus has not redeemed us from the kind of suffering that comes from persecution.
But Hallelujah, Jesus has redeemed us from sickness!
The biblical record shows that none of the disciples died through sickness - and this in an age when there was virtually zero medical facilities and no wonder drugs. All of them used the authority that Jesus had given them to stay healthy. 
The record shows that they all died from being persecuted. Men killed them! John was the only disciple to die a natural death. 
Jesus had redeemed them, and has redeemed us, from sickness and wherever we see the word ‘suffering’ in the New Testament, that refers to suffering under persecution.
4  Repent
To the average listener ‘to repent’ means to be brought to your knees in state of anguish and regret but in the New Testament the English word ‘repent’ is translated from the Greek word ‘Metanoiaia’ which means simply ‘to change your mind.’ Changing your mind does not automatically include being heart broken with sorrow. Having said that, when we come to face to face with the Lord for the first time that can be a place of penitence, sorrow and regret.  
We should be ready to repent - to change our minds - every time we hear a sermon. If the sermon is any good it should reveal something to us from the throne room of God that is new. To receive the goodness of a fresh revelation, we have to change our minds! Someone once said: ‘If I can change my mind then God can change my heart’.
5  Sovereign
The dictionary definition of the word ‘sovereign’ is: 
‘First in rank, order and authority’. That describes God perfectly. 
He comes first, in rank, order and authority. For as long as she lives, the Queen is the sovereign authority over the country of England but for all eternity, God is the sovereign authority over the universe! We know from the bible that God is all powerful, all knowing and all present. But here’s the catch:,
All powerful does not mean all-controlling!
What?
Yes that is right. All powerful does not mean that God in control of everything, (And the word sovereign doesn’t mean that either!) 
Indeed, the bible shows that God does not control everything that happens on planet earth. It does? 
For example, the bible clearly indicates that God holds men accountable for their actions. He would be totally unjust to do that if He was really the one controlling their actions! 

That is not the same as saying that God does not have the power to control everything. He clearly does have the power and could certainly do so if that were His will. 
God has ownership and dominion over everything but right at the beginning of the bible, He delegated authority and dominion over the earth to mankind (Gen 1:26).
God places such a high value on His word that He will not take it back once He has said it (Psa 89:34). In fact, Hebrews 1 makes the clear inference that the whole universe is held together by the integrity of God’s word and would fly apart if He were ever to tell a lie!
(See the section titled: Things that God cannot do)

To summarise, on Planet Earth, God is in control of those things which are submitted to Him. Satan has a legal right to interfere in the activities of men on earth because Adam (and therefore mankind) submitted to satan in the Garden of Eden after God had given man authority and dominion over this planet. 
So, God does not move us around like pawns on a chess board. He has given mankind Free Will and He is not about to take it back. Not until the end of the age. 

This leads us to another subject which causes furrows to raise in the  religious eyebrow: There are things God cannot do! 
Not because he doesn’t have the power to do them. But rather because of His great and is perfect goodness and love. Understand this: God is indescribably good. 

Things that God cannot do
Do you realise there are some things God cannot do?

1  God cannot lie. 
It is not that God restrains Himself from lying. He CANNOT lie! God cannot be associated in any way with anything false. Everything He speaks is truth; absolutely unchallengeable for all time.

2  God cannot be unjust. 
God’s standards are so high that He is the only one able to judge and be totally fair. God is so fair, He knew that mankind couldn’t measure up to His high standards so He sent His son to be the perfect sacrifice for all men. Now because He is truth He cannot judge you for what He has judged his Son Jesus for. God is indescribably good!


3  God cannot fail.
God is the master of perfection. God is super- successful in all He plans to do. Everything He has in mind to do will succeed. He has it in mind to live and commune with His creation mankind for all eternity. The bible says it was for His pleasure that all things were created. (Rev 4:11). 


4  God cannot control men against their will.
Not because he CAN not, because he WILL not. God has the power to control men, but because He has invested in mankind freedom of will, He will not control men against their will. He made us in His own image. The bible clearly shows that God holds us accountable for our actions. He would be totally unjust to do that if He was the one controlling our actions. 

There are other issues here to do with what is revealed of God’s perfection: God gave man dominion over the earth (Gen 1:26).  The earth is the Lord’s (Psa 103..) - It belongs to the Lord. He has ownership of the world but the management of it has been given to mankind. Because He is true, just and good, he will not take back what He has given until the end of the story. 
And so here is a simple statement: If the bible is God’s word it must be the truth. 

Who are the Saints? 
I grew up believing that Saints are very special and rare group of people. My mental picture of a saint was the same as the famous paintings of them which hang in various museums. I imbibed the established church view that a Saint is a sort of super believer, a super-Christian, someone with a special place in heaven because of extraordinary exploits here on earth, often one who has performed a miracle or who has been associated with the miraculous. 
I have no problem with honouring believers who do remarkable things but I now know that the bible describes a ‘Saint’ as something quite different from my old mental picture. So my question is: 
Who are the Saints?
What does the bible speaks of?
who are these saints that the bible mentions? 

Because there seems to be quite a lot of them: 
There are saints in Jerusalem and Lyddia in Acts chapter 9. 
There are saints in Rome (Romans chapter 1). Saints in Corinth (First Corinthians chapter 1) and in Achaia (Second Corinthians chapter 1). There are Saints in Ephesus (Eph 1) and in Philppi (Php 1). 

I am quite clear that everywhere Saints are mentioned  in the New Testament there is no hint of them having a higher rank, or indeed of any particular specialty beyond that of being a follower of Christ. It is clear from the text that they are called Saints because they are believers and nothing more. 

For example Paul writes ‘to the saints in Ephesus’ and it is obvious that he is addressing all the people in the congregation of Christians gathered in the town of Ephesus.
This is super important. If saints are believers, then I am a saint!

According to the bible, a Saint is someone who is born again. Not necessarily someone whose exploits have become renowned. Not a super-Christian, and also not a dead Christian!
