
Born into world = born sinful

Didn’t deserve to be born sinful!

Born again from above = born righteous  

Didn’t deserve to be born righteous!

Jesus didn’t need to be tortured in order to be the lamb of God.

Jesus paid such a high price in order that we could have a good life.

God is the God of life. If you are born again, you have the life of God!

If you are born again you already have the life of God in you. 
Or this one:
In this way, love is made complete among us so that we will have confidence on the day of judgment, because in this world we are like him. (1 John 4:17)

The second scripture speaks of not being scared on the day of judgment (‘having confidence’) - Why? Because in this world we are like him (like Jesus). Not will be like him but ARE like him. That is Now-ness too, but this scripture has more: When it says we are ‘like him’ we have to ask: Like him when? When he was on earth? No, like him NOW, glorified and sat at God’s right hand! That’s double Now-ness!

God’s inestimable goodness is in the fact that He has gifted to mankind free will. It’s a real thing with real consequences. He is not about to take it away. 

It has been sealed so that nothing can contaminate it. (2Cor 1:22)


It’s in the Words (section removed)

I found out for myself the power of words. It began for me with the revelation that the Lord Jesus had taught us to speak to things that are in our way. (Not speak to people, but speak to things!) 
You may ask ‘where did Jesus say that we should speak to things? ’ The answer is he didn’t directly! He did it by example. It was in response to Peter’s shock and amazement that the fig tree had withered (in Mark 11:21) that He said: 
‘I tell you the truth…’ - And you just know he is not saying that because everything else he said was a lie! No, he was saying: ‘I need to emphasize this because you are going to find it hard to believe!’ 

The text goes on (Mark 11:22-24):
"Have faith in God," Jesus answered.  "I tell you the truth, if anyone says to this mountain, ‘Go, throw yourself into the sea,’ and does not doubt in his heart but believes that what he says will happen, it will be done for him.  Therefore I tell you, whatever you ask for in prayer, believe that you have received it, and it will be yours. 
A mountain is a tangible, inanimate object that is in your way, something that is insurmountable. It’s hard to go around it and nearly impossible to get over it. 
Jesus taught Peter, and us, in this example to speak to the problem. Not to speak to God about the problem but to address the thing itself. 
It would be wrong of Jesus to give that example if he hadn’t also given believers the authority to operate like that. In the natural, I have no power to speak to any mountain that is in my way, be it a pain in my chest or a bill that I can’t meet, but Jesus has! As a born again believer in His name I am able to speak in authority to things that the devil puts in my way.


The bible tells me to resist the devil and he will flee (James 4:7). I have to use my words to actively fight against all the devil’s devices as they appear: Against sickness, depression, doubt. 

If you try this for your self, you will find it is almost one hundred percent effective when the things you are speaking to are new-born things. Don’t wait for the pain or ache to become chronic before doing something. The very first twinge - the first time your body gives you notice of any dysfunction coming upon you, no matter how small - speak to it in the name of Jesus. 
Most people don’t react this way. They will reach for the medicine cabinet or call the doctor at the first sign of pain or sickness. 

My advice is to speak to it straight away, and out loud if it’s appropriate (that is more effective), or else shout it as a ‘loud thought’. Speak to the symptom, if it’s a pain in the chest point to it and say: ‘Pain in my chest be gone in the name of Jesus.’ On the other hand, if the Holy Spirit gives you an insight into the source of the dysfunction, then speak to that. For example a pain in the chest can have a source in the stomach, in the muscles or in the heart. If you don’t have discernment then don’t invent one. But if you do, speak healing and repair over the faulty part. Speak to it and then just go about your life as normal. Try not to ‘monitor’ the ache or pain. In fact, ignore it. 
WHY? 
Because when you act in a manner consistent with what you have just said, that action itself is one of faith.
James 2:17 says: Faith without works is dead. 
- Faith without a corresponding action is incomplete, still-born.


Because ALL have sinned and fallen short of the glory. The glory is God’s standard. The glory is the ten commandments and all the commandments. The glory is God’s perfection and everyone falls short of it. We all need the saviour and if that wasn’t so, Jesus need never have come.  

The ‘Now-ness’ of the gospel is in the promises of God which are in the New Testament.
But if I search for this now-ness it in my mind - in my thoughts or my emotions - or in my body, I will be disappointed and disillusioned. I might even fall under condemnation. 

Religion tends to speak in different terms. The promises of glory, deliverance and victory are presented in a future tense. But read it for yourself. The New Testament is full of Now-ness! 

There is a deep truth in this: In the Old Covenant, the Spirit of God never came to reside inside men, it only ever visited upon them for a short time. When Paul talked of a new creation he was speaking about the new age, the age where Christ had come and paid for the sins of mankind. The age where the Spirit of Almighty God lives in men as foretold by the prophet Ezekiel: 

Ezek 11:19  I will give them an undivided heart and put a new spirit in them; I will remove from them their heart of stone and give them a heart of flesh.


What we need is more now-ness! 
We need to get more of the Now-ness of the gospel into our thinking. Stop thinking in the old religious mindset that all the blessings of the kingdom of God (eternal life, healing, deliverance, favour) belong in the future, and accept that the New Testament is speaking about the now. 

One of the ways of appropriating the now-ness of the gospel is in the words we use in prayer.
For example, when you hear yourself praying for God ‘to be with’ you, remember you are speaking to the one who has promised in His word: ‘I will never leave you or forsake you.’ (Heb 13:5). So check yourself. Is this really what you want to say to Him? 

It has become a religious thing to ask God ‘to be here’ and if you are ignorant of that scripture in Hebrews then it’s no big deal. But if not, maybe instead you’d want to thank the Lord for being here and then make your request to Him.

The same thing apples to songs also. Often in church, we sing a lovely song which has a chorus ending with the words: ‘I’m lost without you.’ I must admit to not singing that bit…

The problem is also one of terminology.  The bible speaks of men having a ‘spirit, soul and body’(1 Thess 5:23). 
For body of course, read body. But for spirit read eternal life-force, for soul read mind. 


Harry was sincere when he said he didn’t believe in God. In his mind he does not believe in God. His mind is the place where decisions are made and Harry had decided against believing in God. (It is his choice to make. God will not ride roughshod over anyone’s free will. If Harry does not submit himself to God, the Lord will not force him). 

The spirit of Harry was also being sincere when he prayed to God. In his spirit, down at his core, Harry knows there is a God, no matter what the mind might say to the contrary (see Romans 1:19 for Paul’s take on this issue). The spirit of Harry was responding sincerely to the prompting of his homing beacon.
The spirit is the thing that exists forever, either in permanent joy with God (paradise) or in permanent torment apart from God (hell). It is the centre, the kernel, the boiler room. It is what your nature is. 
(Before being born again, you were by nature a child of the devil. Now you are by nature a child of God).  

Although the mind can over-ride the dictates of the spirit it, in fact it is the spirit which is the parent force. You can be immensely more successful as soon as you begin to recognise this fact and operate accordingly. 

Back to the story… 
What happens afterwards? Well Harry and his shipmates survive the depth charging and he quickly forgets the frightening trauma he experienced. None of his shipmates rib him about it, or mention it even. After all, they were all praying too, and they feel a bit hypocritical about it.  Soon Harry is saying the same things he did before, (that God doesn’t exist, just a crutch for weak people) but now he leaves out the bit about hypocrites being in church because he knows that some of them are on submarines! 

Down in his ‘knower’ Harry knows that his stated belief is inconsistent with the reality that he came into contact with for a short time. But he has decided that what happened to him was an aberration caused by the stress of the moment; maybe there is a God but if so, why did he let Harry be depth charged in the first place? He knows something is out of sync but he doesn’t want to think about it. Harry doesn’t realise it but deciding not to think about it is a decision just the same! 

Let’s make the story have a better ending:


Harry realises has a choice. He can change his mind (or ‘repent’ -the word ‘repent’ means to change your mind). He can open his heart (his deeper thoughts) to the fact that he really did pray to somebody else when they were being depth charged, or else he can continue dismissing it all as an aberration. 
Harry decides there is something more and he ends up through this experience becoming a born again believer. Isn’t that great. Multitudes in heaven applaud him (but his pals on the submarine do not feel so blessed!)

This is because what has really happened has taken place down in the spirit. For most of the time - when we are in what might be called ‘normality’ - the spirit part of us is simply not accessible. The spirit becomes visible at the fringes of ‘normality’ - when we are in love, when somebody close dies, when there is real danger. 

The new creation is in my born again spirit. Paul speaks about it as being like a new species, one that has never existed before. 


They know something happened to them when they accepted Jesus as saviour, but often when they look at their thoughts or feelings, they are largely the same as before. They find they have the same predispositions, failings, prejudices and shortcomings. 
And they wonder what happened. They even begin to think that maybe it was an aberration that passes. 


Looking at the scripture passage above, can I add this thought:  
I can’t help but notice that Paul does not say that Christians have to obtain this ‘weapon’ somewhere - he speaks about it as something we already have. So what is that? - It’s the Holy Spirit inside you: (Wow, it’s a weapon too!) 
And then the passage goes on to reveal where the battleground is:  It’s in  the MIND, in the place where thoughts and ideas war with our logic and try to tell us the bible cannot be true because of some powerful argument or some high thing that a clever man has said. Read it for yourself in 2 Corinthians chapter 10.


I hope you don’t mind that in this book I use the term ‘soul’ to describe the ‘mind’ of man - the ‘soulish’ realm of thoughts and emotions.

All of this makes the word repent come alive because ‘repent’ means simply to change your mind. If you can change your mind, God can change your heart!
Nevertheless, as a born again believer, a massive change has taken place in your spirit. But in your flesh, the way you look and act, the observable change will be according to how much you have transformed your thinking to accord with God’s thinking (Rom 12:2). A proverb says ‘as a man thinks in this heart, so is he’ (Prov 23:7) 


In practical sense this means speaking what we know of God’s opinion in thoughts, in prayers, in songs. It is speaking God’s opinion in words.

The way of appropriating the now-ness of the gospel is in the words we use

Understanding the power of words is all part of what I call 
God’s provision for keeping you healthy.
This is a big subject, and to do it justice I need to write about it in a separate book dedicated to the subject. but for now let me just leave you with one important element of it which I found (thanks to Joseph Prince) concealed within the ordinance of the Lord’s Supper:

Harry’s Game

Harry faces up to the fact he really did pray to someone when they were being depth charged and that in an inexplicable way, he feels that somebody heard his prayer. Harry remembers something from years ago about Jesus being God’s son and although he doesn’t understand it, he goes to his bunk and calls on God and Jesus to help him, to be with him. He thanks God for the rescue from peril ands prays that he will never again feel the terror of facing death without knowing he is at peace with Almighty God. In his heart he recognises his need for God’s saving grace. 


The next day Harry finds a little bible and begins to have an interest in reading it. Everything he reads makes sense to him on a heart level. 

He tells his shipmates that he now believes in God and very soon the ribbing starts. It begins with well mannered jokes, calling him ‘reverend Harry’ but before long it has turned quite hostile with some of his former mates not wanting to speak to him or hang out with him any more. 

After a while, in his thinking and feelings, he wonders if anything has really changed. The only thing that has changed for sure is that some of his old pals don’t want to know him.
(Actually, the persecution of other is by far the most reliable evidence. No matter how careful you are as a Christian in your dealings with others, you will be persecuted by non-believers). 
They are responding to that thing down in their fallen nature which is in rebellion to God. The Christian represents God, so the Christian cops for it!  That is persecution, and Jesus’ finished work on the cross has redeemed us from every curse and every sickness but NOT from persecution! 

Here is another illustration: 

Alice

Somebody named Alice is angry at her Mom. She is not just angry, she is livid: 

‘I never want to speak to her again’ she says loudly to her friend as she is recounting the awful things mom has done to her. 

As she is talking, the phone rings and it’s dad to tell her that mom has just died of a heart attack. 
Suddenly Alice is overcome with tears. She motions her friend away, unable to speak, and breaks down on the couch.

Although her mind had been full of hatred and hostility toward Mom, the real Alice is overwhelmed in an instant by the deeper, more powerful reality from within. The spirit within her loves Mom. Which is the true Alice? Is it her mind which is smarting from hurts, or her heart (spirit) which is filled with sadness and remorse. It’s up to her.

She immediately has the choice. She can repent - change her mind - or she can continue hating Mom. How she decides affects everything down the line in the future. After the shock is gone, either the love that is in her spirit will prevail or else the hatred that is in her mind. It is up to Alice. 

The bible says the carnal mind is death (Rom 8:6) but to be spirit minded is life and peace. To be ‘carnal’ means to follow the prompting of the 5 senses, to operate according to the flesh. To be carnal also means allowing emotion to dominate us, to be angry when you feel angry and vengeful when you feel hurt. The bible says this is death. 


Which one is true?
Both are true, but one is true for the temporary natural part of Alice while the other is true for the eternal spiritual part of Alice. 
The quicker Alice chooses God’s reality, and allows that to dominate her actions in these situations, the more successful she will be in both realities!


God’s provision for staying healthy 

This is a big subject, and to do it justice I need to write about it in a dedicated book but for now let me just leave you with a scripture that describes the power of words perfectly. It’s in Proverbs 18:21 (KJV):  
Death and life are in the power of the tongue,

Death and life are in your words. You get what you say, good or bad! 

 
I hope I don’t need to point out that I am not talking about a massive disabling pain - that  is impossible to ignore anyway. I am speaking about the first nagging onset of something that might become a disability. 


2.  Countering toxic words. 

You can’t stop the world bringing you words which are full of doubt and fear but you should not allow any word that goes against the promises of God to go unchallenged. Whenever a toxic word comes at you, you are in danger of going into what Peter Gammons calls the ‘devil’s territory’.  

If you ever cross a border into another country, things change immediately. The minute you step across the frontier, the laws are different. To make an extreme example, if you cross the 38th parallel into North Korea, straight away a policeman can take your possessions off you and it’s no good you complaining about it. You have placed yourself under the jurisdiction of North Korea by going there! 
Likewise when you cross over into the devil’s territory, he has a legal right to take the good things from you that God has blessed you with. Ooh-er. So where is this ‘territory’ exactly? 
The ‘devils’ territory’ is not a place or a country at all, but a state of mind - the one characterised by fear and doubt. When you hear a toxic word and don’t challenge it, you are inviting fear and doubt into your mind’s eye and by doing so you are crossing into the place where the devil has a right to take from you anything that God has given, or is giving you. 

Look at it the other way: When you are operating in faith and hope you are on God’s territory. On that ground you are not easily side-tracked by the bad reports you get to hear. You are in a state of mind that says: ‘ God loves me and is plugging for me to succeed.’ Now if I am aware that God loves me then what my doctor, or my banker or my partner says to me cannot shake the ground under me quite so easily. 

So be careful. When you hear a word of doubt or fear you are heading for the frontier (and it might just sound like grumbling or complaining). The land beyond loves you to hear you talk about failure and sickness. It’s the devil’s land and speaking death is what people do when they are not in faith. 




For example if you have the revelation that God has redeemed you from the sickness that killed your dad, then when somebody brings to you the medical statistics that say you are pre-disposed to die the same way at the same age, that to you is a toxic word. It is a fact but it is not the truth! 

 ‘But it’s a fact!’ I hear you plead, ‘so it’s the truth! What’s wrong with that?’. No, facts are not necessarily truth. At best a fact is a half truth. A half truth is a fact that doesn’t factor in God (or the effect of God).  

For example, the ten spies spoke about the giants: ‘they’re too big for us.’ That was a fact. So why did God call it an ‘evil report’? (Num 13:32) What can possibly be ‘evil’ about the reporting of a fact. Surely it’s just telling it like it is - It’s just the truth isn’t it?

NO. 

The fact was the giants were too big for them. The truth was they were not too big for God. 


You have to neutralise any fact, statistic or word that runs counter to your revelation of God’s promises. And you neutralise it with another word. If somebody says ‘you’ll catch a cold’  
if you hear somebody within earshot (could be a doctor, could be a pal, say that 30% of men catch  

What I allow into my thought stream. All kinds of tributaries want to empty into your stream. Some will pollute it. 

Think of it like a stream. The centre of the stream is when you are aware of God’s goodness. You can’t swim but the power of God ius keeping you afloat. But all the while the devil is trying to divert your stream. 

The devil comes to steal, kill and destroy (John 10:10). 

These things were all part of the first century church but in successive centuries the church bureaucracy in Rome gradually diluted and dispensed with the teaching until all supernatural miracles were no longer part of the atonement.  Contrary to religious convention, God does not get automatic glory from you being sick and poor. If you are unsure about this, consider this fact: None of the disciples died from sickness. They were all able to keep themselves well.

The importance of neutralising toxic words spoken by others and by ourselves. This includes words spoken or read by you, or by anybody within your earshot.

Let’s face it, you have to stay in doors to avoid them! Even there you are not safe because the TV will bring you plate loads of things which are anti-God, anti-faith, anti-belief and pro doubt.

First, you cannot use this principle to obtain something which is not God’s will for you to have. For example: I might pray that I be made poor so that I might glorify God in my poverty. But understand this: the devil will hear that prayer and he WILL make me poor, and maybe God will get glory out of it if I continue to serve him. But here’s the real issue: God says in his word that He wills me to be ‘prosperous and in good health’ even as my soul prospers (3 John 1:2). God will not give me anything that is not in His word. And seeing how His word assures me that I have been redeemed from every curse (Gal 3:13) and have become the recipient of every blessing that God has (Eph 1:3), then the devil will be happy to oblige me with what I have been redeemed of, but God will only provide that which He has promised in his word. 

Secondly: Don’t ever think that your receiving of a blessing from God is depriving somebody else of a blessing. That thought is born of the sort of unbelief which places limits on God’s power and is not true. 
The lights will not dim one iota in heaven if everyone who is sick on planet earth gets healed at the same time! 

Finally let me leave you with a scripture that describes the power of words perfectly. It’s in Proverbs 18:21 (KJV):  
Death and life are in the power of the tongue,

Death and life are in your words. You get what you say, good or bad!

The bible shows that God holds men accountable for their actions. He would be totally unjust to do that if He was really the one controlling their actions.

I know I have a powerful starting point for a book and I hear the Lord counsel me in this way: ‘Don’t worry about what learned people say. You only have to look in their garden to see what has been planted there. You didn’t need to be there when they sowed the seed. When you see sickness you can be sure that in some way a word has been said like: ‘well you’ve got to die of something’..
It blessed God that Abraham (or Abram as he was then) believed him. The bible says God credited it to him as righteousness. (The word ‘righteousness’ means right standing before God.) Abraham had right standing before God because of what he believed not because of what he had done.

Time

And here’s another amazing statement: God knew since before the foundation of the earth who would be in heaven at the end of the age! That doesn’t mean that He pulled the strings and controlled everything along the way. Does that sound like a contradiction? Not if you are outside time and able to see the end from the beginning like God is. 
We are stuck; only ever able to travel in the one direction - from past to present, to future.  

Yes God has made this wonderful universe and arranged it so that its physical realm is ordered by laws. These laws are so reliable that our science is able to manipulate them successfully. 
Now the bible teaches that the physical realm is a creation of the spiritual realm. So the spiritual realm is in fact the parent realm. Can you imagine that God set all these precise laws into the child physical realm and left the parent spiritual realm to be haphazard and willy-nilly? 
No that cannot be so. 
The spiritual realm might seem haphazard to us but that is because we don’t understand the laws at work. We can only use the laws of the physical universe that we understand. (Really was don’t so much ‘use’ them as ‘cooperate’ with them). In the same way to the extent that we can understand the laws God has invested in the spiritual realm, we will be able to cooperate with them. 

Really I think this applies to anything that is in God’s will (ie. is something He has provided for us). I think we have to appropriate it by confessing it (speaking it out) in faith - but it’s no good trying to apply faith in God to something that is obviously against His will. - For example if I speak revenge over someone, I cannot expect God to operate on that word because it is not in His will that I go around settling scores. On the other hand, I can be sure from the way Jesus acted on earth that God always wants to heal so I can pray for healing with confidence it is God’s will. 
It is always a more powerful word if we find a scripture to go along with what we are asking. The bible is full of great scriptures we can use (indeed they are meant for us to use). Psa 103:3 comes to mind: (The Lord) …’who forgives all your sins, who heals all your diseases’.,

The whole reason for Jesus coming was because God in His love, saw that men needed a saviour to pay the price for their wrongdoings and failure. (To ‘sin’ means to miss the mark. The mark is God’s perfect law, and we have all missed the mark).

In olden times the Holy Spirit only ever visited upon people at special times but since the advent of Jesus he has been sent into the world as the guarantee, a seal, the deposit for every believer. This is the surety that what has been written is correct and reliable. (Gal nn)
(Have you ever considered for just one minute the simple fact that if the bible is not correct; if it is not what it says it is; if it is not the word of God, then every church, fellowship, every believer, all those called ‘Christians’, are absolutely wasting their time!)
 
That same Holy Spirit is able to highlight to you the things He has already written in the bible - things to bless you, to help you, to educate you, to cause you to relate to God. 
That’s how much God loves you! He ministers to you on a personal level through the Holy Spirit.

How is He able to lead me into all truth?  
When is He accessible to me then? A Psalm says be still and know that I am God. There is a place in stillness, when you are able to turn down the volume of the world and listen in silence.
Paul wrote a great deal about the Holy Spirit becoming accessible though speaking in tongues. This is a contentious issue, because speaking in tongues is speaking words unintelligible to the natural mind. 

- means to my finite mind. The Holy Spirit is able to minister to my thoughts 
(this is called ‘renewing’ your mind Rom 12:2)


So now, every day I speak God’s word over myself.  I say it over and over; Repeating it until I imagine that I can hear God himself saying it to me. It’s like I am there when Moses or Paul or David are writing it down and sometimes they suddenly stop,  look up at me over the eons of time, and say: ‘this one is for you!’ The Holy Spirit can do that. He wrote those thoughts in the bible. 

Jesus said that He had to go away but that He would not leave us alone. In fact He said it would be better for us to have the Holy Spirit with us, Better than what? Better than having Jesus himself!

How would Jesus recognise you?
- the answer is, by your glow, your spiritual glow. Not a glow that is visible in the natural but the glow of the spirit. that can only be seen spiritually. 

Everyone who is born again has a sort of mini-transfiguration. When Jesus was on the mountain with Moses and Elijah he began to glow ‘as bright as the sun’. That was the glow of his spirit seeping into his physical self and becoming visible. Your glow is unlikely to have a physical manifestation but it’s still that same kind of glow that Jesus had then. 

When you are born again, something changes on the inside. There is a change on the outside too, a change that people can see, but this has no eternal value. The biggest thing, the only important thing, is the change that happens on the inside, in your spirit. When you are born again, your spirit comes alive and begins to glow. God has brought your spirit alive! 

Once God has ‘switched’ your spirit on, and you have received it by asking for it, your spirit is that of a brand new creature (2 Cor 5:17). It cannot be accidentally switched off. 
Notice that God brings your spirit alive, but you have to ask for it. Both these have to be involved, It is not solely up to God and it is not solely up to you. 

So the answer is, Jesus will recognise you by the glow from your born again spirit, or he won’t recognise you at all. ‘Get away from me, I never knew you’. (Mat 7:23) 
‘I never knew you’ - not ‘I knew you once but you faded away’. Jesus is saying: ‘I never knew you - ever!’ He is speaking to the fellow travellers who talk the talk, even do miracles, but have never submitted themselves to Christ, have never been born again. 

One part of you (1/3) is turned on to God ands wants to follow him. The rest of you (2/3) is still in rebellion and wants to do it’s own thing. It will stay this way according to how much you renew your mind. Or you could say, according to how much you allow your mind to be renewed. Your mind is naturally in rebellion. 

The born again part of you, the spirit, is the glow within.
You didn’t do it!

Yes the Holy Spirit is already in you, but He’s not in your mind. He is in your spirit which has been born again by God (and not by anything you did). 
Let’s be clear about this: 
You didn’t do it all by yourself. No man could. If they could, they would all want to be born again by taking a pill or something! 
Only God could bring your spirit back to life. God modelled you with a perfect spirit but you were born into a fallen world and into a state of spiritual death.  

Now because you didn’t do it, you cannot accidentally undo it. You were not the author, God was! Many worry about losing their salvation. Yet salvation is not something to be won or lost like a physical possession. It is a gift and although I imagine it is possible to give such a gift back if you really, really , really were to set your mind to it, giving up the gift of God is assuredly NOT something that can happen by accident. You see you didn’t do it. God did.

Communion notes

Jesus took the bread and broke it…  He didn’t ask anyone else to break it. He did it himself. 

Three years earlier, at the beginning of Jesus’ ministry, John the Baptist looked up one day and said: ‘Behold the lamb of God, who takes away the sin of the world’ (John 1:29). The ‘lamb’ was the Old Testament payment for sin; every year each man had to present a lamb for his sin; a perfect lamb; - the priest checked the lamb, not the man. 

Once
Jesus was the lamb of God and his blood paid for all men for all time: In explaining this, the book of Hebrews uses the word ‘once’ seven times in chapters 8, 9 and 10. For example: ‘Neither by the blood of goats and calves, but by his own blood he entered in once into the holy place, having obtained eternal redemption for us’. (Heb 9:12);  ‘So Christ was once offered to bear the sins of many..; (Heb 9:28)  
The book of Hebrews contrasts the Old Testament sacrifice of a goat or lamb with that of Jesus’ and you can see the word ‘once’ refers to both all time and all men...  

But here’s the strange thing: 
In the Old Testament the sacrifice was always killed humanely. Indeed it would have been wrong for the sacrificial lamb to be bruised or broken.  
But we read that Jesus was tortured in Herod’s scourging hall. Jesus was brutalised in his body, and he voluntarily suffered that. Just as it is written: 
Jesus took the bread and broke it…  (He didn’t ask anyone else to break it. He did it himself.)

Jesus’ blood paid for the sins of the world upon the altar of Calvary, and to do this he gave himself up to be killed. Why did he need to be tortured as well? You cannot escape the fact that he allowed himself to be brutalised in order to fulfil the prophecy made by Isaiah six centuries before: 
But he was wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised for our iniquities: the chastisement of our peace was upon him; and with his stripes we are healed. (Isa 53:5)   

This prophecy is directly linked to the ministry of healing in Matthew’s gospel:  ‘When the even was come, they brought unto him many that were possessed with devils: and he cast out the spirits with his word, and healed all that were sick: That it might be fulfilled which was spoken by Esaias the prophet, saying, Himself took our infirmities, and bare our sicknesses.’ (Mat 8:16-17)  

Again it is referred to by Peter, but notice that at the time Peter is writing, it is in the past tense (it has already been accomplished!): ‘... by whose stripes ye were healed’ (1Pet 2:24).  

So Jesus, the ‘bread of life’, took the bread and broke it…  In this way, the saviour signified to all believers that he would allow himself to be brutalised before being killed, so that as well as paying for our sins according to the Old Testament covenant of the sacrificial lamb, he also paid for our healing in his body according to the word given to Isaiah. 

To me this gives a whole new dimension to the instruction that the believer should ‘discern the Lord’s body’ when taking communion.  In this context to ‘discern’ means to appreciate what you are partaking of. I believe that it includes the gift of healing. 
For he that eateth and drinketh unworthily, eateth and drinketh damnation to himself, not discerning the Lord’s body. For this cause many are weak and sickly among you, and many sleep.’ (1Cor 11:29-30)
Not a few were sick - but many!

Maybe they were sick because they took communion as a symbol and did not appreciate the fullness of the sacrament Jesus had instituted when he broke the bread and said: ‘This is my body; this is for you.’ 

Healing is included in the atonement. It’s in the bread of the communion. Every time you take it say ‘thank you Lord for my healing’. Say it when you are hurting. Say it again and again, until you are no longer hurting.
