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In you, To you and For you

I know I have a powerful starting point for a book and I hear the Lord counsel me in this way: ‘Don’t worry about what learned people say. You only have to look in their garden to see what has been planted there. You didn’t need to be there when they sowed the seed. When you see sickness you can be sure that in some way a word has been said like: ‘well you’ve got to die of something’..
This whole book is written around just one revelation. The Lord told me to write it to help people who are in a struggle. To help those especially who are caught in condemnation 

The Holy Spirit IN YOU is able to minister TO YOU about the things he has put in the bible FOR YOU.
The Lord told me this in answer to a question. Why did the bible come alive to me after I accepted Jesus?
How come it began to make sense to me all of a sudden? Before, it had been so much gobbledigook, just unintelligible. 
It was around the time that Mandy was writing a book titled ‘What just happened’. It was about getting saved, and it got me thinking about the fact that when you become born again the bible begins to make sense to you. 
So I asked the question in the still of the night and for a long time there was silence. And then came the answer: When you are born again the Holy Spirit in you begins to witness to you about the things He has written in the bible for you.
‘The Holy Spirit IN YOU is able to minister TO YOU about things he has put in the bible FOR YOU.’
(I knew I had to put some bits in capitals to make the point!) 

When you are born again the Holy Spirit comes to live in you. And the Lord had me to understand it is the same Holy Spirit who wrote the bible (by using 40 different people over a period of 1,500 years). That same Holy Spirit is able to highlight to you the things He has already written in the bible - things to bless you, to help you, to educate you, to cause you to relate to God. 
That’s how much God loves you! He ministers to you on a personal level through the Holy Spirit.
Nothing He ever inspires you to do will disagree with what has been set out in the bible. The bible is the settled word of God (Psa 119:89). It’s not about to be revised in the light of new discoveries. The bible is the complete work of reference of God to His creation man. 
He who is in you is greater than He who is in the world. 1Jn 4:4


So now, every day I speak God’s word over myself.  I say it over and over, repeating it until I imagine that I can hear God himself saying it to me. It’s like I am there when Moses or Paul or David are writing it down and suddenly they stop;  look up at me over the eons of time, and say: ‘this one is for you!’ The Holy Spirit can do that. He wrote then bible. Oh he used the hand of Moses and David and Paul and all those people but He put His words into their keeping. It’s the same Holy Spirit who is in you.

It’s for you!
I speak the word of God over myself everyday. I didn’t always do this. 
I began doing it after receiving a revelation about Mark 11:23 that blew my mind. Jesus, sounding a little exasperated, explaining to Peter how he had made the fig tree wither just by speaking to it: 
‘I tell you the truth’ he said. (And you just know he is not saying that because everything  else he says is a lie! No, Jesus was saying, I need to emphasise this bit because you are going to find it hard to believe!)  
The text reads (Mark 11:22-24):
 "Have faith in God," Jesus answered.   "I tell you the truth, if anyone says to this mountain, ‘Go, throw yourself into the sea,’ and does not doubt in his heart but believes that what he says will happen, it will be done for him.  Therefore I tell you, whatever you ask for in prayer, believe that you have received it, and it will be yours. 
A mountain is something  that in your way, something that is insurmountable. In the natural you can’t go around it and you can’t get over it. 

Really I think this applies to anything that is in God’s will (ie. is something He has provided for us). I think we have to appropriate it by confessing it (speaking it out) in faith - but it’s no good trying to apply faith in God to something that is obviously against His will. - For example if I speak revenge over someone, I cannot expect God to operate on that word because it is not in His will that I go around settling scores. On the other hand, I can be sure from the way Jesus acted on earth that God always wants to heal so I can pray for healing with confidence it is God’s will. 
It is always a more powerful word if we find a scripture to go along with what we are asking. The bible is full of great scriptures we can use (indeed they are meant for us to use). Psa 103:3 comes to mind: (The Lord) …’who forgives all your sins, who heals all your diseases’.,

A famously succinct description of the power of our words is found in
Proverbs 18:21 - Death and life are in the power of the tongue: and they that love it shall eat the fruit thereof.
You get what you say! Good or bad. 
Words are mentioned everywhere in the bible as instruments of power. Right from Genesis chapter 1 where God creates by speaking: - ‘Let there be light.’ And I guess that Jesus’ whole ministry can be described as teaching by example to speak only words of faith.


You may ask ‘where did  Jesus say that we should speak to things? ’ The answer is He didn’t directly! He did it by example. I was speaking about something that I personally have been using for about 5 years, and I was amazed how quickly things changed.
