From 1981 to 1986 Dave was part of the ELECTRIC LIGHT ORCHESTRA group (guitar, synth, vocoder + back-up vocals). He was a musician on ELO's album SECRET MESSAGES and also worked on Jeff Lynne's ARMCHAIR THEATRE solo album, released in 1990.

zn102 (‘Zee en one oh two’) is the name of the lady in the futuristic song 'Escape from the Citadel' (a track on the EarthRise album that I recorded with Richard Tandy). 

Acoustic pop group MOrganisation will be playing their new single release ‘ON A PLANE’ beneath a retired nuclear bomber at Wellesbourne Airport, near Stratford-on-Avon on Saturday 26 November. The aircraft is a Vulcan bomber and the group MOrganisation, led by ex-ELO guitarist Dave Scott-Morgan (who is also a Flight Instructor at Wellesbourne), are playing a special concert for members of the plane’s support team (known as 655MaPS). The stage will be directly under the open bomb bay! 

The delta-winged Vulcan is one of the most iconic aircraft ever flown. The precursor of Concorde, it was part of the UK's nuclear deterrent force throughout the 60s and 70s. XM655 is the third from last Vulcan to be made. Delivered to the RAF in 1964, it has been at Wellesbourne since 1984 and is one of the few remaining in ground running condition and the only one with uprated Olympus 301 engines. A Fast Taxi is carried out every summer to show off the aircraft and raise funds to support its preservation.

No I didn’t start really young. I was 21 when I got my first guitar. Musically speaking, I came through the ranks of Birmingham’s rock ‘n’ roll scene of the ‘Brumbeat’ era (as it is now called). Local groups started playing my songs, and some made records of them - like Ian Campbells folk group, The Move, The Ugly’s, Magnum. In the 80’s I got a job playing with my old mates in the Electric Light Orchestra, who were by then, a mega famous world class act. I was on guitar, keyboards and vocals and was with them for 5 years from 1981 to 1986. (Curiously, Jeff has just now got back in to playing live again with his team now rebranded as ‘Jeff Lynne’s ELO’).

No it's definitely not PC - to write songs about revolution or politics or disasters etc. In fact it's quite definitely PI (Politically Incorrect).

And it’s not something I particularly want to do - be 'Politically Incorrect' - but the things I write about often find themselves in that category. My massive hit in Europe – ‘HIROSHIMA’ – was about the place and the terrible event of 1945.

The fact is that I often write songs just out of a need to say something - the need to shout out, scream or throw myself under the wheels as the motorcade of another earth-shattering event sweeps on by. 

On my shelves there is a track called 'Drive on to Moscow', written around the same time as 'Hiroshima', with the late Carl Wayne singing. There is also a song called 'Freedom' inspired by the personal account of revolution by my Romanian friend Miti. I've included that here.

In 2014, in conjunction with Phil Hatton, I co-wrote the song ’21 TODAY’, in memory of the Birmingham Pub Bombings of 40 years before, in which 21 died.

A life long friendship with ELO’s founding members Jeff Lynne and Richard Tandy resulted in him joining the world famous Electric Light Orchestra in the 80’s, playing on the album ‘Secret Messages’ and touring. As a writer, Dave had a European hit when his song ‘Hiroshima’ was recorded by the German artist Sandra.  In 1988 Dave became a born again Christian and soon after began to write inspirational songs. Dave’s first Christian music album was the CD ‘Call’ released in 1997.

Mandy Scott worked for a Birmingham church and for a time was a missionary in the Philippines and the Middle East before marrying Dave (who became Dave Scott-Morgan). 

Since then, together Dave and Mandy pioneered and pastored ‘Church on the Hill’ in Birmingham for 10 years. More recently Mandy runs a training business called ‘Lifeware’ and Dave works part time as a Flight Instructor.

On this anniversary of the Hiroshima bomb, 70 years ago, my mind ponders the strange forces that caused a nation's calamity to morph into a personal blessing, with cries of: "Thank you for remembering".
It's a slippery thing ...what makes a hit record? After all my years of writing music, who would have thought that a song that started as an epitaph to an atom bomb victim would unaccountably become my biggest European hit? But there IS the shadow of a man at a place called Hiroshima, and that is how the song was birthed.

...The seventies had opened for me with Lou Reizner, A&R executive and head of Mercury Records European operations, coming up to Birmingham, England and signing me up as a songwriter and recording artist. But by 1972 I was in dispute with him about my publishing agreement. Although Lou had let me go as a recording artist, he resolutely refused to let me go from the song writing deal. He suggested I speak with his lawyer in New York, one Marty Machat. Marty, one of the pioneering entertainment lawyers, was a small guy with a big presence. I've heard that Hitler was the same. Anyway Marty bless him, told me that my publishing contract could be terminated no problem, providing that I sign over to Lou's publishing company – I think it was thirty three and a third per cent – of all future song writing income.
"What?" I recoiled, but Marty was way ahead of me in cool: 
"Rod Stewart can do it. Why can't you?" was his parting shot and I had nothing to follow that.
I had known Lou Reizner as a paragon of virtue in the business of self-care. He was for sure a picture of health, a pin-up for a body builder mag, had there been such a thing back then. It wasn't a surface affectation. I can describe Lou, without disrespect, as a complete health nut. Of course, unlike me, he didn't smoke or drink alcohol. In fact he would only drink bottled water shipped in from France. He ate all the right kinds of foods – strange stuff that I had never heard of. Nutty things floating in strange sauces, cardboard wheaty flakes that stuck to the roof of your mouth, to be washed down with the inerrant juices of some obscure, but healthy vine. (Dinner time at Lou's place had been a pinnacle of torture for me, there were no beans on toast or chip butties to be had there!).
So when I read the newspaper cutting reporting that Lou Reizner had died in June 1977, aged just 44, after a protracted illness, I found it deeply shocking. I knew so well the priority he had set on things that should have guaranteed his eminent longevity.
It was about a year after Lou died that ‘Hiroshima' first became a massive seller in Germany... I never did get out of that publishing deal, eventually it just expired of old age. But the song ‘Hiroshima', which Lou had spotted back in 1970 and made the flagship for the ‘Wishful Thinking' album was to become a European hit not just once, but twice.

...In the 1990s, the German singer Sandra released that song again as a dance track. I did not particularly like it... she had changed some of the words as the German public may not have understood 'neath to be an abbrevaition of the English word 'beneath'. The story goes that the East Germans got to like the song and requested it via West Berlin radio stations, so that it rose out of the ashes from behind the Berlin Wall to become a call from a different people to remember their plight and a blessing to me again.
