Germany. 
The next bit was different: we went on a video recording rampage around Europe and America 
playing ELO’s new releases ‘Calling America’ and ‘So Serious’. - At Montreaux in Switzerland, on 
Terry Wogan’s TV show in the UK and Dick Clark’s ’American Bandstand’ in Los Angeles 
(‘How do you keep so fresh’ Dick Clark asked Jeff, proffering a microphone to his lips - 
‘I use shower gel, Dick’ Jeff replied with a mischievous grin as Dick huffed a nervous laugh and 
we all tittered in the background).

Headline: Cheeseburgers in Paradise... Literally.

If I remember right it was the summer of 1991. I stilled lived in my home town of Waimanalo, Hawaii. I was a junior in high school, and I was the singer of a local band.

Like any young musician I dreamed of being a rock star but the reality of actually one day landing a record deal seemed a million miles a way.

As beautiful as Hawaii is, it's always been the kind of place for which the saying, "the nail that sticks out gets hammered down," is pretty fitting. Let's just say that there weren't many of us walking around with long hair and leather jackets, especially back in 91, and finding band mates was not an easy task.

Musicians in short supply, I found myself in the center of a struggling music scene made up of guys that were for the most part, much older than I was. This meant that I was often

volunteered up as a roadie, driver, or whatever else anyone needed in a number of the local bands who were much further along than I was. Truthfully I just wanted to hang out.

I wanted to be in the clubs, hang out with guys that were more or less rock stars in my eyes, and just soak up the real world of music. I looked up to these guys and I felt indescribably cool just to be hanging out with them.

Well, on one of these excursions I was hanging out back stage of the Battle of the Bands at Hawaii's state fair and waiting for my turn to help load gear up onto the stage. I wasn't playing or anything, I was just there so the drummer of one of the bands could look famous enough to have some kid carry his gear. And once more, I was stoked to do it.

Some of you may be to young to remember her, others not so much, but country music legend Chrystal Gayle happened to be the headlining act that night and she had just finished up her set. I was sitting on the tail gate of a friends truck when she happened to drive by, exiting the venue. As she drove past she saw me sitting there and waived before disappearing into a cloud of dust and break lights.

Now truth be told, I can't really claim that I was the world's biggest Crystal Gayle fan or anything. But isolated as I was as a teenager in Hawaii, that was the first real rock star (or country music star as it were), I had ever seen. And she had just waived at me. I kept my excitement to myself (already well versed in the to-cool-for-school facade), and just took the whole thing in.

I can remember sitting there in the back stage "musicians only" parking lot with my guitar player, and an absolutely awful cheeseburger in hand. I had seen behind the curtain of rock and roll. I was not just a guy who sang and played a guitar but I was a guy who now knew what it was to load gear, hang out back stage, and breath in the dust kicked up

by Crystal Gayle's car. Now I realize that this might sound so absolutely small time in the grand scheme of things, but I was floored. I absolutely loved it. 

Fast forward two decades, 3 record deals, several tours, Woodstock, and a million other musical experiences along the way and it's still that feeling that I crave when I think about my life and career as a musician.

I don't mean to sell the creative process short. Needless to say, it's essential. For the listener it's everything. But to some extent almost anyone can make music. 

But when it comes to BEING a musician, it's that muscle memory. It's knowing the rest stops along the 5 freeway by memory because you've toured that stretch of the country so many times. It's the familiar smell of stale beer, cleaning products and piss that hits you when you enter a bar in the afternoon before the air conditioners have been turned on. It's the feeling of that hangover as you drive blurry eyed and dry mouthed to the next city on your list of tour dates. It's hanging out in the laundry matte across the street from the show while you wash your close and wait for the headliner to finish their set so you can get paid and split for the hotel. It's the familiar weight of your guitar case in your hand.

It's the comradery you feel with your tour mates and the melancholy of knowing that despite promises to the contrary, you're never going to keep in touch. And it's a million other little subtle experiences that define what it means to be a musician. At least that's the way it's been for me. It's not the guitar chords, or the number of albums sold, but rather it's knowing those things first hand that makes me a musician, a veteran. And it's knowing that you are one of a small percentage of the population to not only have seen, but to have lived behind the curtain that makes this whole crazy thing worth while.

But perhaps even more importantly than all of that, it's YOU, the listener, that makes all of it matter.

Anyway... I was sitting around late one night with their guitar tech, Justin, in my old apartment on Beachwood drive. We were getting drunk on Jameson and talking about how sad it was that Johnny Cash was probably going to die soon. His wife had past away and he himself was sick. 

Now I'm probably not unique in saying that Johnny Cash is one of my heroes. He's a bad ass and there are few like him. Justin and I sat around lamenting about the idea of a world

without new music from the infamous man in black. We continued talking about JC, and as you do, we continued drinking. The night drew on and eventually we decided to call it. We said our good-nights and Justin headed down the stairs of my building. 

As soon as the door shut I fired up the computer. This was back when all I had was dial-up and AOL. Man, crazy how fast times change.  Anyhow, the computer clicked and buzzed and finally that old familiar "you've got mail" chimed. Immediately staring back at me was the breaking news headline exclaiming that Johnny Cash had died.

Shocked, I ran to the balcony and yelled out to Justin, "Dude, I think we may have just killed Johnny Cash!" It was one of those weird moments like when you're talking about someone you haven't spoken to in years and then the phone rings and it's that very same person on the other end of the line. You can't help but feel that there is some psychic connection at play. So imagine how we felt when only seconds after concluding an hour long discussion about the inevitable death of Johnny Cash we hear the breaking news that he had passed away. To this day we joke (in that way that is not entirely a joke), that we were some how psychically responsible. Who knows what really happened, but at the very least it was friggin' weird.

Of course neither of us knew how to actually play a cello. Never mind that. We’re only mining… The voluptuous wooden beasts duly arrived from the prop department and almost immediately, Lou’s experience as ELO’s orchestral arranger came to the fore and he suggested that we needed to rehearse our stroking movements. If we didn’t get the arm swings right, our elbows could crash into each other!  
So with all due diligence we rehearsed the dance of our arm movements for different parts of the song so that our arms went in unison of direction. It all worked swimmingly well. Lou and I dressed in black leather jackets sitting at the back beside Bev the drummer, stroking our musical wardrobes with a nonchalant ineptitude as we mimed to the track. 
Everything was fine until the end of the track, which was a fadeout…
The sound of cellos being played by fratricidal imbeciles is somewhat akin to that of saucepan lids being sharpened on iron railings. Somebody had put chalk on the strings to minimize this but as we rehearsed our parts over, the chalk wore off.

To be honest, I would suggest you to use CMS (Like WordPress) which has great plugins available. Achieving digital media protection is not an easy thing to do. 

You will have to take care of download, payment gateways, media protection etc stuff. Which from scratch can take over 5-6 months. You can simply use CMS and plugins and setup a store in few days :-)

Setup a wordpress blog and install this plugin (http://wordpress.org/extend/plugins/music-store/). It has most of the things you need..

iPad / iPhone:

iPads / iPhones requires an App to download zip files (e.g. ‘Documents’ by Readdle)

‘Documents’ by Readdle is a free App to enable iPad/iPhones to download & manage zip files.

Musicians who upload their music to Amazon mp3 via Tunecore do so at 1411kbps. The mp3s are reduced to 256kbps but there is also the option for a CD on demand service where the 1411 kbps files can be purchased in CD format.

…downloadable music in three file qualities... A standard 128Kbps MP3, a CD quality 44.1 FLAC file, and a Studio Quality 24bit 96Khz FLAC file. The latter being a download of around 130mb per song. 

Briefly: CD audio is digitally sampled at 44kHz, which sampling theory says can capture any frequency up to 22kHz - the upper limit of human hearing. The volume levels are then quantised into 16-bit quantities, which can represent 65,536 discrete values for the loudness. 24-bit audio is often sampled at 96kHz or 192kHz; those 24 bits can represent 16.7m discrete loudness values. By contrast MP3s are compressed by an algorithm that throws away parts of the sound that long laborious testing determined could not actually be heard. 
The happy medium between small file sizes and true CD quality audio is a 256kbps bit rate. This offers vastly superior sound quality over 128kbps, without eating up too much disk space. The difference in quality between 128kbps and 256kbps is vast and immediately obvious -- your favourite tunes encoded at 256kbps will sound stunning in comparison to the same tracks encoded at 128kbps. Consider this bit rate if you own a player with 4GB of memory or above, or if you only carry a few albums with you at any one time.

Using a bit rate of 128 Kbps usually results in a sound quality equivalent to what you'd hear on the radio. Many music sites and blogs urge people to use a bit rate of 160 Kbps or higher if they want the MP3 file to have the same sound quality as a CD.

There are scientific studies that prove that MP3s above 256 kbit/s and AACs above 192 kbit/s are not distinguishable from the originals even with good audio equipment.

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What is SEO?

<meta name="keywords" content="keywords,html keywords,meta keywords,keyword data" /> 
This meta tag is not very important. Most search engines don't use the keywords meta tag because it can be manipulated so easily by the web page writer. In other words, many page writers used to put random keywords into the keywords tag, in the hopes that the page would be optimized for those (probably more popular) phrases.

A More Important HTML Meta Tag Than Keywords: Description

If you are going to include meta data on your web pages, you should ignore the keywords tag, and instead use the meta description tag. This is meta data that nearly every search engine uses to describe your web page in their index. And that extra information could mean the difference from a customer clicking on your site for information or someone else's.

HTML Keywords and Search Engines

Instead of using the keywords meta tag, you should think about keywords in the actual content of your web page. These are the terms that the search engines will use to evaluate what the page is about, and thus where it should appear in their search results.
This allows you to first write content that is useful, and then focus on search engine optimization to optimize that content for the keywords you are focusing on for that page.

How to Choose HTML Keywords

When you are choosing the keyword phrase for a web page, you should first focus on just one phrase per web page. It is not a good idea to try to optimize one web page for many different things, as this will confuse not only the search engines, but more importantly your readers.
One strategy that may seem counter-intuitive, but works well for many sites is to choose “long-tail” keywords. These are the keywords that don't get huge amounts of search traffic. Because they aren't as popular with searchers, they aren't as competitive and it's possible to rank higher in search for them. This gets your site noticed and gets you more credibility. And as your site gains credibility it will start ranking higher for more popular terms.

HTML Keywords Generators and Other Keywords Tools

Another way to determine the keywords in your HTML is to use a keyword generator. There are many online tools that will analyze your web page content and tell you how many times various phrases are used on your page. These are typically called keyword density analyzers. That previous link shows you some free ones that I have found, or you can check out keyword density tools recommended by other About.com readers.

4. The Q2HD should now be connected to your computer.

5. When you are done, be sure to eject the Q2HD if you are using it as a card reader or a webcam.

There is no exact dimensions of the slider. The Width of the slider is full-width which means width is 100% and the height is 500px. If you don’t like the position of the image in the slider, you can adjust it. Download Simple Custom CSS WordPress plugin then go to Appearance -> Custom CSS and add this sample code, .slides .slide-thumb img{top:20%;}
This may be simple, but how do we add images to the slider on the home page?


Hi Sean, the slider shows the latest posts by default. You can also control which posts appear in the slider by using the core ‘sticky posts’ feature. So just set a featured image for each post and you are good to go. If you are not seeing the slider or posts on your home page it may be that you have a static page set as the home page.
