Former ELO guitarist unveils magnificent 'SEVEN' 
'Seven' is the lucky number for music fans of Beatles-style pop ... a 'must have' album of seven superbly crafted new songs to be revealed on the seventh day of the seventh month ... by a true Birmingham music hero! 
Dave Scott-Morgan, hit songwriter and former guitarist with the legendary Electric Light Orchestra (ELO) unveils his seventh album, Seven, performed with his multi-talented music creation, MOrganisation, on 7th July.     
Seven is an irresistible roller coaster ride through latter day Beatlesque pop, drawn from different wells and different times, meticulously honed by Dave Scott-Morgan and reflecting his influences and rich wealth of music knowledge and experiences gained through working with some of Birmingham's best loved bands, including The Move, Magnum, Tandy Morgan band and, of course, tripping the light fantastic with ELO!
Seven includes contributions from Birmingham legends including Tony Clarkin (Magnum), Richard Tandy (ELO) and even the late Carl Wayne (The Move).

Dave hard-wires the music and heads up the cast of his creative tribe, MOrganisation. They have been wowing audiences around the country with their absorbing set lists of Dave's original songs, rock ‘n’ roll classics and quintessential ELO hits... all laced with chat and nostalgic anecdotes from Dave’s personal archives.

Dave Scott-Morgan's name jumps out of books, websites, blogs and Facebook pages dedicated to rock & pop thanks to his work with ELO during one of the most memorable periods of the band's illustrious history.  Dave played guitar, sang backing vocals and played Vocorder during the world tour for ELO's iconic Time album, before lending his voice to the band's follow-up album, Secret Messages and later performing on ELO maestro, Jeff Lynne's first solo album, Armchair Theatre.
Dave also formed the Tandy Morgan Band with ELO's Richard Tandy in the mid - Eighties, whose recorded output includes the Earthrise album – a favourite with ELO fans the world over and which recently generated renewed excitement with its re-release. Fans also still lovingly recall the Jeff Lynne-produced Tandy Morgan single, Action, which fanned the radio airwaves through the summer of '86.   
Dave Scott-Morgan grew up just as the rock & roll boom took hold: “I found myself in the melting pot of young fellas strumming guitars and singing, and having a whole load of fun to boot. Birmingham in the Sixties was a seething hotpot of groups."
A proficient guitarist, bass player and burgeoning songwriter, Dave's first break came with the Mayfair Set - one of the top local bands to emerge from the late-'50s British beat boom and whose members included Trevor Burton and Keith Smart, who would go on to join The Move and Wizzard respectively. 
Dave's tenure with acclaimed Brum band, The Ugly's, brought him to the attention of Move lead singer, Carl Wayne, which in turn led to The Move recording two of his songs: Something became the flipside of the group's Number One classic Blackberry Way (the first ever record broadcast on BBC Radio 1) and This Time Tomorrow was the B-side of Curly. Dave also penned the huge European hit, Hiroshima, performed by both Wishful Thinking (1969) and later, by Sandra. 
He joined iconic Birmingham hard rock outfit, Magnum, as bassist / singer, just as they were starting out in the early 70s.
Dave Scott-Morgan is both 'Jack' and 'master' of most trades when it comes to making great music.... singer, guitarist, songwriter, band leader and more. "I’ve become a record company and a publisher too.  As well as all that I’m down in the boiler room doing my proper job – writing, recording, playing gigs and loving every minute of it!  I record all my songs at my home studio, affectionately known as Grimm Doo." (Dave Scott-Morgan)
That's not all! When Dave's not creating music he teaches people to fly aeroplanes at Wellesbourne airfield near Stratford-on-Avon. 
Seven, the new album by Dave Scott-Morgan's MOrganisation, is released on Sunday 7 July.

THE WHEEL 
Things can always be better and things can also be much worse. What things? - things you can’t see because the wheel is spinning too quick. But when it slows down you get to see that those ‘things’ are the spokes which have been holding everything together all this time. If you’re playing it now you’re listening to Nicla Vece on beat box and Alex Lowe on guitar. 

DRIVE ON TO MOSCOW 
A song retelling the angst of two despotic warriors who reached for the heart of Russia and were seriously vanquished before it. I guess it’s also a metaphor of life in that we can get fixated on a goal that is just unreachable. Ugh – tell me about it! The other thing worth mentioning is that the late Carl Wayne can be heard singing on this (check out the last minute), which places the song’s timeline back to sometime in the last century!
TANYA 
A song for love and a song for Russia – it opens with a Russian proverb: ‘We are a dark people’. Originally written about a girl with the cover name of ‘Tanya’ (real name Tamara Bunke), a lover of the revolutionary leader Che Guevara. They both died in Bolivia in the 60s. “Will my name one day be forgotten and nothing of me remain on the Earth?” she wrote in a poem. Extra guitar parts are by Martin Smith.

DON’T LEAVE ME NOW 
I’ll do anything. I’ll go where I don’t want to go, I’ll hang out with people I hate, I’ll change my hair style, my religion - Whatever. I’ll do what it takes, just don’t leave me! Guitarists Alex Lowe and Steve Hudson (in Scotland) helped me get the right flavor of despair for this song about the blackness of separation.

LONG TIME COMING 
That train just keeps on rolling and we keep on looking out for the destination promised on the ticket, but it never seems to show up. Never mind, the view is fantastic and you can just sit back and enjoy the journey. And there’s always the guitar playing of Mark Jago and Alex Lowe to listen to.  

RED ROSE 
I used to share a house with Bob & Megan back in the day. We bumped into each other at a gig: ‘Get up and sing Red Rose’ Bob shouted to me. ‘Red what?’ I asked. I had clean forgotten about this tune along with the situation that called it forth. Was it about a fall:en woman or a fallen England, or what? Anyway here it is - refurbished, re-painted and decorated by MOrganisation.

THE GATES OF ETERNITY 
Am I dreaming or what? It’s as high as the sky and as wide as forever. I can’t climb over it or go around it. All I can do is sail helpless toward it, listening to the chatter all around: ‘It’s not fair. Somebody should have told us. How come it’s a secret?’ … They all seem to be looking at me. I think they are blaming me for keeping it a secret. So here I am, not keeping it secret any more. Along with me singing you can hear Alex Lowe guitar-ing and Tony Clarkin of Magnum producing.

LOOKOUT ON THE HORIZON 
A glimpse into one of those apocalyptic Hollywood futures when cities have become either a refuge or a prison. (This song was probably penned by the same angel who wrote ‘Escape from the Citadel’ for the Earth Rise album!). It wasn’t originally written about Syria but it has become my ode to that conflict (‘Say, can you see, an end to all this agony’). Piano part is by Richard Tandy, guitars by Alex Lowe, and the operatic chorus voice by Lisa Carter.

There are a few things that maybe need explaining further when we speak but I want the 7 logo to render toward the left of the cover and CD. In retrospect we don't want to see me on the CD (just the 7 logo left rendered) and Mandy not to be in the design at all ;)  Mandy also thought that the logo needs to be placed in a space between the blocks as it does look a bit as she suspected it might like a balloon in front... perhaps it needs to look like a metal relief actually on the wall - so that will mean airbrushing and moving the blocks around.

SEVEN Album Notes

The Wheel
Things can always be better and also can be much worse. These are the ‘Things’ you can’t see because the wheel is spinning too fast, but when it stops you can see those ‘things’ are the spokes which have been holding it together all this time. Wheels within wheels. Speaking with such conviction – they believe what they say (at least they do when they say it!) 


Drive on to Moscow
This song retells the angst of two great warrior despots whose fantastic early military successes led them to think they could batter down the door of Moscow and take what they wanted from the Asian vastness beyond. The apocalyptic dramas they engineered were on a scale that involved tens of millions of people and ultimately led to total defeat and ignomy. 

I guess it’s also a metaphor of life in that we can all get fixated on a goal that is just unreachable. Ugh – tell me about it! The other thing worth mentioning about this track is that the late Carl Wayne can be heard singing on it (check out the last minute). Carl, lead singer with Birmingham’s first super-group The Move, died in 2004, but way back in the day, he sang the demo of this song at my mom’s house. 

TANYA 
A song for love and a song for Russia – it opens with a Russian proverb: ‘We are a dark people’. Originally written about a girl with the cover name of ‘Tanya’ (real name Tamara Bunke), a lover of the revolutionary leader Che Guevara. They both died in Bolivia in the 60s. “Will my name one day be forgotten and nothing of me remain on the Earth?” she wrote in a poem. There was a tinge of romance about the shady Tanya which set the song in motion but I was unable to finish it for years until I caught sight of it as a metaphor for the spirit of Russia, which has for generations weathered every sort of evil: the Czars, Communism, and now, gangster capitalism. Churchill described it as ‘a riddle, wrapped in a mystery, inside an enigma.’ So the song ends with the prophetic promise: ’and from the darkest day, there’ll come a better way.’ 


Don’t leave me now 

If separation is a black hole, contemplating it is like going around its event horizon. You are still able to communicate but you’re stretched into a kaleidoscope of new feelings: some of dubious provenance and some just plain crazy. Countries and people rip away at the sinews that bind them while on earth, sickness draws a curtain between lovers and all that’s left is a memory. Even then I am crying ‘Don’t Leave me Now.’

Long Time Coming
Something in the smells and bells don’t sit right. And let’s face it. It’s a long time coming. Is it coming? I mean have I got it wrong? Red Rose
